A LITTLE OF THE VEHSEL'S HISTORY.

On the 26th day of Beptember, 1870, the Virginins
was registered in the Cuatom House at New York
us the property of a citizen of the United Btates,
#re having tirst made oath, as required by law, that
de was the trne and only owner of the
®ald vessel, and that there was no subject
or citisem of any lorelgn prince or Btate,

directly or indjrectly, by way of trust, confidence
or otherwise interested therein. Having complied
with the requisites of the statute in that behalf,
she cleared I the usual way for the port of Curagoa,

" snd om or sbout the 4th day of Uctober, 1870,

wsalled for that port. It is not-disputed that she
made the voyage according to her clearance, nor
dthat from that day to 1hi8 she has
not resurned within the territorial jurisdlction of
the United States. It 18 also understood that she
preserved ber Americun papers, and that when
within foreign ports she made the practice of
putting forth clalm to American nationality, which
wius recognized by the antborities at such ports.
When, therelore, she left the port of Kingston in
©ctober last, under the flag o the United States
she would appear to have had, as against all
Powers except tho United States, the right to ny
that tag and to claim its protection, a8 enjoyed by
&l regularly documented vessels registered as
part of oor commercial marine. No state of war
‘existed conferring upon @& maritime Power uhe
nght 0 molest and detain upon the high seas 8
documented vessel, and it cannot be pretended
that the Virginjus had placed hersell without the
pale of al)l law by acts of piracy sgainst the human
sace. 11 her papers were irregular or fraudulent
tue offence wus one against she laws of the Uolted
Btules, justifiable only in their tribunals.
FRESIDENT GRANT'S FIRST DEMAND OF 8PAIN.

‘When, therefore, it became kunown that the Vir-
ginlus bad been captured on the high seas by s
Bpanish manp-of-war, thatihe American fag had
been hauled down by the captors, that the vessel
hoad been carried to a Spanish port and that Spau-
80 tribunals were taking jurisdiction over the
jpersous of those found on her, and exercis-
lng that junsdiction opon American citk
&cns, not ouly in vioiatlon of mternstional
Auw, but in contravention oi the provisions of the
Treaty of 1705, I directed a demand to be made
upon Spaln for the restoration of the vessel and
for the return of the survivors (o the protection
«©f the United States, for a salute to the flag and
for the punishment of the offending parties.

MOUIFICATION OF THE DEMANDS.

The principles upon wiilch toese demanda rested
<ould not be seriougly questioned, buat it wus sug-
gested by the Spanish government thut there were
grave doubts whether the Virginlus was entitled
to the character given ber by her papers, and that,
therelore, it might ve proper for the United States,
Alter ibe surrender of the vessel and the sur-
vivors, to dispense witlh the sulute o the
flag ehould such facts be established to
their satisiaction. This seemed to be reasonable
and just, | therefore assented to It on the G-
surance that Spain would then deciare that no
insuit to the fag of the United Statea had been
iniended, 1also feed an agr W be
made that, should it be shuown to the satisfaction
ol thin government that the Virginius wais im-
properly bearing the fag, procecdings should be
instituted in our courts tor the punishment of the
offence committed against tie United States, un
Der part Spain undertook to proceed against those
‘who had offended the sovereignty of the United
States or who had violated their treaty rights.
The snrrender of the vessel and the survivors to
the urisdiction of.the tribunals of the United States
was an admission of the principles upon which onr
demand bad been founded. 1 therefore had no
hesitation In agreeing to the arrangement finally
made between the two governments—an arrange-
ment which wus moderate and just, and caleulated
w0 cement the good reiations which have so long
eXxisted between Spain and the United States.

TIE VIRGINIUS SURRENDER,

Under thin agreement the Virginius, with the
American fing Aying, was delivered to the navy of
tue United Siates at Bahia Honda, in the tsland of
Lubsg, on the 1ath ult.

HINKING OF THE VIRGINIUS,

She was in an unseaworthy conditlon in the
passage to New York. She encountered one of the
most tempestuvus of our winter storme. At the
risk ol sheir lives the officers and crew placed in
charge of her attempted to keep her afloat. Thetr
«forts were unavaillug, and she sunk off Lape
Fear.

THE BOSTON FRAUDS.

Further Developments in the Case
of Jordan, Marsh & Co.

The Members of the Firm To Be Crim-
inally Prosecuted for Perjury.

BosTon, Jan, &, 1874,

Pubilc Interest still clusters around the investl-
gation now in progress coucerning the alleged
frauds of Jordan, Marsh & Co. upon the revenue.
The examination of their books and papers, which
were seized by Special Agent Bingham, 18 not
more than one-fourth completed, and It will prob-
ably be Pebruary belore any definite idea of the
extent of the alleged frauds is obtained. In the
meantime the commercial community, and in fact
the whole public, manitests the keenest interest ln
what 18 going on, The Treasury oMcials In Wash-
ington, as well a8 their oMeers here, are confident
of the infallibility of their evidence already se-
cured to make out several instances of wilful traud,
nnd it 18 expected that the number of cases will be
multiplied by additional evidence to be geined
from the books and papers now in hand.

1 have learned from the highest omMicial source
that the department at Washington has in its pos-
session a large number of private involces differing
materially from the Custom House invoices, belng
larger in amount and containing more charges and
less discounts than appear upon the involces pre-
sented at the Custom House. Furthermore, the
allegations in the complaint of deliberate frand in
the way of letters of advice, amounts current,
original involoes ana lalge Involces is claimed o
be complete, and more than the oficers ex.
pected to find, The order of the Court limiting
the examination of books and papers to the mat-
ters specifically set forth in tbe complaint it is
thought possible may prevent the government
from recovering as much as It Is entitlea o re-
cover, but, nevertheleas, It ia claimed, from what
Is already known of the case in Washington, that
this order will in nowise affect the result except
a8 to the amount, each case declared upon in the
complaint having been fully substantiated by docu-
mentary evidence before the scizure.

For prudential reasons the detalls of the pro-
gress of the examination of the booksand papers
are withneld for the present. Is would not be for
the interest of the government or jJust to the

defendants that any premature publication of the
facts Involved should be made. The case is one of
snch magnitode, the parties of such high soclal
and commercial standing, and the issue being
mevitably to be tried before a jury, itis desirable
