An official bulletin published m Havana on 5th

announced the capture oi the Virginius on 31st
(October, and that tue prlsoneis were being tried by
a competent court. Hall reports telegraphic communicationwith Santiago interrupted, and no
further details received. The vessel was captured
on 3isc. Her not being brougnt in until 4th Novemberneeds investigation, and the announcement of
trial by a competent court seems not to have been
true, and needs explanation. It is presumed that
Svain trill voluntarilu restore the ship ant1 tender
full reparation, but until accurate report of all
particulars is received no positive demand will be
pmilH. FlisfL

* STRONG CONDEMNATION.
Washington, Nov. 12, 1873.

To General Sickle?
Hall telegraphs that Havana papers of this

morning published statements, apparently lrom
official source, that the captain and as 01 the crew
of the Virginius and 16 others were shot on the ;th
and 8th inst.

It is hoped the report of such butchery and
murder may prove inaccurate. You will asfe of
Minister confirmation or denial of the report. The
alleged date Is subsequent to the orders said to
have been sent from Madrid forbidding any punishment.

1 have telegraphed lor further intelligence. If
the report be coniirmed you will protest, in the
name of this government and of civilization and
humanity, against the act as brutal, barbarous and
an outrage upon the age, and will declare tnat this
government will demand the most ample reparationof any wrong which may have been committedupon any of its* citizen* or upon its flag. Yon
are confidentially informed tliat grave suspicions
exist as to tne right or the Virginiiis to carrv the
American flag, as also with regard to her right to
the American paper* which she is said to nave.
Investigation is being made. You will bear this
in nuna in what you may bay to the Ministry.

ably presented by Mr. MacDonell, tbe British
Charg6 d'Aflaires, and made ample reparation.

Interrupted lor a moment, the President continued:."»uch scandals must cease. A conservativedeputation was here tins morning, and I told
tuem irankly that we mus' put an <.nd to slavery
in Cuba.it brutalizes all it touches"'

I repned that so grave an oflence against civilizationshould, indeed, have a gr at atonement,
and in the aoo.niou of slavery tbe cause of these
barbarities would utsaepear.

llis bxceilency proceeded to state, in replv to a
reierence to my interview with Mr. Carvajaf, that,
In conformity with our understanding, a series of

avoiding an> just cause ol offended sensibility,
re resent that the tailure ol some speedy and signalvisitation of punishment on those engaged in
this dark doeil cannot tail to be regarded as approvaloi the act, and In view ot the orders given
to abstitln irom any punishment which the
home government nau piissed upon them,
will be regarded as admission ol the inability of
the government oi the peninsula to control the
ail airs of the Island of Cuba. The omission to
puuish the acts ol the 4th oJ November, in Santiago
de Cuba, will be a virtual abandonment oi the con-
trol ol the island, and canuot he regarded o'her-
wise than a recognition that some power more

potent than that of Spain exists within that
colon*.
You ma* read what precedes to the Minister,

and you may say thai this government has coulidencein the siuceuty and good laith ol the presentgovernment at Madrid, and of its de-
sire to have executed m Cuba the promises
made in Madrid. We fear, however, that
nrialde<l Sj am has not the power to control
the resistance 01 its authority under the attitude
a ml profession ol iovaity and 01 support winch
is more iormidai>le t..au the insunvction ol Vara
to her continued ubc udency. I he rebellion and
insurrection 01 ihc Casino hspartoi ami its t>r;ntonunvolunteers present the moat formidable oppositionto ihe authority ot the Peninsula.
With regard to the Virgtnius. we are still without

inioriua;ion as to t^e particulars or tier capture.
There are conflicting representations as to the precisepiace ol capture, wuether in Uritish waters or
on the huh seas, and we have no information
as to whether she was tirst sighted wituin Spanish
waters, and the chase commenced ttiere, or
whether it was altogether in neutral waters. Mr.
llall has been requested toiumish lull particulars,
and a vessel of the navy has been despatched
thither. Mr. Hall Informs me that telegraphic
communication between Havana and Santiago de
Cuba has been interrupted.
There is also some doubt as to the right of the

Tlrgmius to carry the American flag, or ot her right
to the papers which she unquestionably carried.
Tins is being investigated, and, of course, no admissionof doubt as to the character ot the vessel
can be allowed, nntU it becomes apparent that the
government cannot sustain the nationality of the
vessel, while t « doubt imposes on the government
the necessity of caution in ascertaining tne lacts
beiore making a positive demand.

While wrlunsr this Instruction, a telegram trom
Mr. llall mentions that Havana papers ol this
morning published a statement, apparently irotn
official sources, that the Captain and M ol the crew
of the Ylrginlua and 16 others were shot
on the 7tb and 8th insta. Much wholesale
butchery and murder is almost Incredible; it would
be wholly incredible bat lor the bloody and vengeluldeeds oi which Cuba has been the tncatre. No
government deserves to exist wulch can tolerate
such crimes. Nature cries aloud against them.
Spam will be loud and earnest in punishing them
or she will lorteit her past good name.

Officer*, crew and passeng-rs, to tne port oi Santiagode Cuba, a place within the Spanish jurisdiction.The undersigned then intimated to His Excellencythe Minister or Mate that the government
or the I moil withheld any lorruai request lor reparationin the case, trusting that it would seem to
the government or this country becoming and
proper to offer to tne Inlted Slates at once the
most complete satisiaction in its power lor this
offence to their dignity and the inviolability ot their
Bag.
More than 15 days have passed since the Ylr|glnius was captured. The nnoersignea has waited

more than eight days lor a communication irom
His Excellency tbe Minister of state, signifying
that this government was prepared to make due
atonement for tbe wrong and injury done, and of
which complaint was made as aioresaid.
Meanwhue the officials purporting and claiming

to exercise authority in Cuba, not restrained by the
supreme government, have inflicted summary,
cruel and bloody punishments on tbe captain, officersand crew of the Virgin'us, and on a number
o; her passengers, and this pending the amicable
representations of tbe undersigned to His Excellencythe Minister of state, having for their object
the considerate and honorable adjustment of any
questions involved in the capture.

days ol this month. The protest having been presentedin general terms and without relation to
any wrong (agravio) Inflicted on the American
Union, the government or the .Spanish Republic
cannot recognize your competency to matte it,
even as Spain wonld have hud no such right with
respect to the aauguinary acts which have happenedin oar own day, aa well in the United States
as in other nations of the old and new continents.
The protest being thus rej<5ctea with serene
energy, I have to tlx my attention upon
the harshness or style, and upon the heated and
improper words you used to quallly the conduct
of the Spanish authorities. It the document subscribedby you lacks the solemnity which might be

The undersigned had the honor, at two o'clock

this morning, to receiye the reply of Ills Excellency
the Miuisier of state to tne written protest niu ie
t>v the undersigned, in behali 01 his government,
against the proceedings ot the authorities at ;?antiagode Cuba. In putting to death, id a sudden,
cruel and unusual manner, a large number or personsMcgaliy captured on the high seas ou board
the American ship Vlrgluius. The communication
lroru His Excellency tne Minister or State will be
forwarded by tne next post 10 Washington lor the
consideration and action of the government of
the undersigned. The undersigned, nevertheless,
hastens to remove a misapprehension which seems
to have led ilis Excellency to suppose that the
language of the protest, and especially the words
used to characterize tne conduct of the authorities
at Santiago de Cuba, were chosen by the undersignedin the expression of his own appreciation
01 the acts in question. It is. Indeed, quite manlerenthow the undersigned may describe such
events, since the civilized world will not be slow
to brand, as it deserves, a violation ol human uud
divine justice, and history will not fail to record
the verdlet. It may, however, be interesting to
His Excellency, Mr. Oarvaial, to know that the
language ol tne protest to which he takes exceptionit a precise transcript irom the instructlous
received by the unuersigned iroro his government.
And if the undersigned ventures to correct anotherinvoluntary error betrayed In the reply of

His Exceiiency it Is only because in so doing somethingmay, perhaps, be contributed to a more discriminatingestimate or the question at issue betweenthe two governments. When Mr. Carvajal
asserts that this government is not in possession
ol sufficient inlormatlon respecting the capture of
the Virginius by a Spanish cruiser, and the executionof more than do ol tlie persons comprising the
crew and passengers on board the vessel, It must
be admitted that his authority for the statement is
indisputable. But when His Excellency proceeds
to affirm that neither the government of the
United State.? nor the undersigned are
sufficiently informed ol the nationality of
tlie Yirgiiiius or of the circumstances at-

inflicted on her ottlcers, crew and passengers by
the autuorities of Santiago de Cuba to warraut a
reclamation or a protest against those acts, ttie
undersigned can do no less than point out to ttie
Minister ot State that he tnus assumes to speak of
matters not within his cognizance and beyond
hit means oi knowledge. It is not, therefore, surprisingthat His Exceiiency, while declaring that
this government is without the necessary data to
determine whetuer or not the Spanish naval and
military authorities nave acted within the line of
their duty and 01 public and municipal law, at the
same moment denounces the uniortuuate victims
oi a cruel and iuugumary administration as criminalsdeserving instant death, and applauds the
chief actors in the bloody tragedy.

in conclusion, the undersigned must observe
that his Excellency is also singularly unrortunate
in mlsapprebendlug the lorbearance ot the government01 the United States in deterring the presentationof a formal demand tor reparation in this
transaction. It was not, as Mr. Carvajal seems
to suppose, because the government ol tue
undersigned was unable to measure the atonementdue to it, but rather for the reason, twice
stateu to His Excellency, that the President
wiihed to afford an opportunity to the government
oi the Kepubiic, unembarrassed by auy exigency
save its own sense oi duty and moved only by a
noble sentiment of justice, to make such ample
reparation to a lnendiy I'ower as the law and
usages oi nations required.

ihe undersigned is grateful to Bis Excellency,
the Minister oi state, Tor the assurance that the
law will he vindicated and maintained in Cuba.
The government 01 the Inited states has never
ce.ised to enjoin upon the undersigned to make
every appeal and omit no effort that might convincethe government ol Spain of the urgent need
o( such measures as would stop the demoralizationand ameliorate the situation of that unhappy
island. And if at last, under the good auspices of
Mr. carvajai, with tne aid of that serenity that is
unmoved by slaughter and that energy that rejectsthe voice or humanity, which even the humblestmay utter and tue most powerful cannot
hush, this government Is successful in restoring
order and peace anl liberty where hitherto, and
now, all Is tumult and conflict and despotism, tne
lame ot this achievement, not confined to Spain,
will reach the continents beyond the seas and
gladden the hearts ot millions who believe that
the New World, discovered by Columbus, Is the
home of freemen and not of slaves.

CALLING FOR HIS PASSPORTS.

United states Legation in Spain, 1

deepens the abyps of hate and makes a reconciliationimpossible between brothers who are strugglinglike wild b asts.
You weep lor the irreparable loss ofyonr Mends,

and let me weep, unhappy Spaniard that 1 am, the
mislortuncs 01 Cuba aud the blunders 01 Spatn.
By my own desire, and to comply with the honoredrequest with which your letter favored me, I

spoke to a large number ot deputies ol all parties
in the Congress, ana nearly all of them gave me
their signatures to the exposition which l had the
honor to deliver to the Presidents ol the executive
power and of the Cortes.

It would be unjust u I did not declare that both
Presidents have done all they could to prevent the
execution ol our brotners of the Vlrglnlus, and
certainly both have learned with painful surprise
the unlruttlulness of their measuses, and with pro,lound Borrow the execution of those unfortunate
men.

In order that you, judging by vain appearances
and by certain articles tnat have been published,
do not incur the error of thinking Spam a nation
01 assassins, 1 would say that one of the editors of
the paper apparently the most inhumane congratulatedme lor having taken the initiative steps
in favor of Barnaoe (Varona), and told me with
regret in his paper he would treat me very badly.

They arc all, as formerly reported,
being comfortably cared for and provided with
everything necessary to their wants. Borne few
grumblers have been found among them, who
complain of not being more sumptuously provided
for; but these two or three irrationals probably
think that the Junta ought to have ordered a carriageand pair In waiting to convey them
to the Filth Avenue note!, and fed them on

champagne dinners ever since disembarking from
the Juniata. It Is right to add that lortunately the
discontented are very few. Nearly all the men
seem anxious as ever to risk life and limb for the
sake of Cuba. It would not be snrprlslng to hear
ot them again being actively engaged in honorable.if dangerous, service.

BICBitD At PROCTOR'S DEBUT.

An Bnormoai Audience Greets Him en
the Occasion ot His First Lcciurr.

An enormous audience, which filled every availableseat in Association Hall, greeted Professor
ltlchard A. Proctor, the great English astronomer,
last evening on the occasion of his first lecture on
the "Sun." Mr. Proctor is a large man, above the
middle height, with a one, well shaped broad
head, brown hair, an aquiline nose, clear, open
eyes and the time-honored English whiskers, llow
little they thought, he said, when they looked up
to the sun, that he was pouring forth supplies of
light and heat infinitely greater than were necessaryfor this earth. If this earth were represented
by an orD one inch in diameter the sun's
globe would have to be represented by an orb
three yards In diameter. These were their relationsof size. Travelling with the rapidity of an
Armstrong cannon ball it wonld occupy 13 years
in reaching the sun.
Kven lignt, which travelled 200,000 miles in a

secon'l, occupied eight minutes in reaching them
frum the son, so that they saw the sun not as it
HDtUOUJ WUD, UUV no |V V> as UIIUUVCB ***".
Mr. 1'roctor pave a great many interesting figures
like tnese. The sun's gravity acted instantaneously,even more quickly than light. Even light
occupied some time In travelling, but the sun's
gravity acted instantaneously.a wonderful power,
of which science could give no satistactory explanation.In England he was generally wont to comparethe size of Oreat Britain, which seemed to the
people there such a large conntry, with that ot the
sun, but he was afraid England would not appear
a very large country to an American audience.
(Laughter.) He had even beard that an American
gentleman in England,. when informed of the size
oi that kingdom, went at once to the most central
counties, and was even there afraid to go out,
thinking that peradventore be might lall off tbe
island and into tbe sea. (Laughter.)
The quantity of the sun's heat received by a

square mile of the earth would be sufficient to melt
in an hour 20,000 tons of ice. But only a two hundredand twenty-seven millionth part of the sun's
heat was received by the earth and all tbe other
planets. It was almost as if a merchant who was
worth $2,000,000 were to use only one cent of his
money. The sun's surface was marked with dark
spots. Four photocrraphlc diagrams of tbe sun
were then shown, with tbe various aspects of the
spots. A number of other pictures also illustrated
tins part of the lecture, giving a vivid idea of the
featuies of the various spots.
Professor Proctor then gave a minute account of

the results of spectroscopic discoveries. He
showed the spectrum as given by gaseous and incandescentbodies. The chemist had onlv to ascertainthe character ol the lines produced in the
spectrum in order to understand tne character aud
sources of the light. Professor Proctor then spoke
of the period during which the solar spots waxed
and waned. There was an intimate connection
between the spots and the condltionsof the earth's
magnetism. Professor Proctor then showed the
nature ol the solar prominences by meiins of very
vivid photographic pictures, most of which were
taken at the Cambridge University. The course of
the ruddy, glowing beat irom these prominences
was minutely traced and every detail described
with graphic clearness.
The lecture was lreqnently interrupted by applause,and was undouotedly a great success.

THE FARBOXS AT PRATER.

A Remarkable Prayer Meeting . The

Beecher, fiuddfngton and Storra ReconciliationScene at the Church of the
Pilgrims.
The following particulars in regard to the remarkableBuddington, Beecher and Storrs contro

versy are obtained from an authoritative source,
and present the reconciliation scene in a meio|dramatic light
Mr. Taft, a lawyer, a member of the Clinton avenuechurch, a Mend of his pastor and a mend of

Mr. Beecher, went to the PivmontU preacner and
asked him U he would have an interview with the
two other clergymen. Mr. Beecher said
that he had no objection whatever to
meeting and discussing the points or differenceon congregational polity; out as to the
wretched Bowen and Tlltou business, he would
have nothing to say about It; he had his own
views on that subject; he had made up his mind
as to how he would act about it, and would not
change tils mind or his action; he would talk or It
with nobody. The two.Taft and Beecher.
then sought Dr. Buddlugton, and the three,
after inendly salutations, moved upon the
Church of the Pilgrims in the followingorder:.Mr. Beecuer occupied the centre,
supported on the rlsrlit wing by the pastor
01 the sister church or Cltnton avenue, and on the
left wing by the legal peac£ maker. The march
was beguiled by genial intercourse, and passing
citizens who had recently read the newspapers
were surprised at the smiling and merry outward
signs of a cordial, even joyous alliance. At Dr.
Storrs' study, which adjoin* his church, no resistancewas offered to the invading triad, indeed,
tne citadel was captured in the ansence of tue garrison,the attendant annonnclng that Dr. storrs
had gone out, but would presently return. While
awaiting his arrival, Dr. Buddington suggested
the propriety of prelacing business with prayer.
To tuis Mr. Beecher as.sunteo. requesting his reverendbrother of the slater church to begin and
agreeing to follow. Beiore Mr. Beecher had finishedhis supplication Dr. Storrs entered, and contemplatedtne scene with such amazement as may
be conjectured. His astonishment was not diminishedwhen the pastor of the Plymouth sister
church, with characteristic readiness, began prayingdirectly at him, and iu Mr. Beucher's own
words, -gave it to him strong." The conversation
that ensued was quite iriendly, but its result
wholly personal, each minister disclaiming any
authority to speak for bis congregation or to
pledge his committee. Official action by the sister
churches is thereiore now in order.

THE THIRD AVEIUE CAE FATALITY.

street, who was a passenger on the car, deposed
that lie saw deceased In the car sit down In a gentleman'slap; he pushed him away, when deceased
sat down In another gentleman's lap, wno
also pushed him away; the conductor then
told deceased that he must get off the car, and he
said he would not until be got his rare back; the
conductor told him he had paid no larc and he
wanted none, but insisted that Mr. Davis must
leave tho car; the latter resisted, and on reaching
Mia nint.fnrm Ihft rnnrhirtnr Mtnnnpd tlia rur n.nn

pushed or shoved Mr. Davis off on the west side of
the oar, and In the opinion 01 the witness using no
more loree than was necessary; In leaving the car
deceased (ell belore the wheel of a down car whicn
crushed his leg but did not ran over him, as the
driver broke up very quickly.
Several other witnesses were examined, and

most ol the testimony corroborated that given by
Mr. Darlington.
Dnrtng the progress or the case connscl for Mrs.

Davis took the liberty of saying that the killing of
Mr. Davis was a case or murder, as he thought he
aliould be able to prove by persons .Handing <>u ttie
front platform at the time 01 the occurrence; that
the car was not stopped, as sworn to n.v tue witnesses,and that the conductor, Lcroy <:. Uurd,
used unnecessary violence in ejecting the deceased
from the car.

In order to give time to counsel to procure witnessesin lavor or the prosecution Coroner croker
adjourned the investigation till Monday next.

In
Use dim room adjoining the blue rooms the dim
outlines or some eight or 10 smokers could bo
seen, whose presence was made evident by the
burning cigars, Shields sat near Mr. Brennan,
smoKlng away with savage determination. Mr.
Brennan still looked toward the door expecting
the unwelcome messenger.
The commitment ultimately came from the DistrictAttorney's office. Mr. Brennan ran his eyes

over It, and alter seeing that it was in regular
lorm stated that he was ready to proceed lo jalL
But it was here found oat that no commitment had
arrived lor Shields. The arrival of Mr. lirennan'S
document caused, however, a slight diversion In
the monotony of the proceedings. After a few
moments the previous spirit or monotony again
weighed the party down, and the party was ltt®rallymute. After another hair lionr of this monotony.viz.,at about seven o'clock.the commitment
for Mr. Shields was served. Five minutes beiore It
came a report was brought in that the office of tho
District Attorney was closed and that somebody
fciid been sent up town to get his signature for
Shields, who did not seem to be In any nnrry to
leave. However, when both commitments had:
been served, the procession to Ludlow street Jail
was commenced. Outside tne jail two carriages
and a coupe were found in waiting, and into tho
flrnt entered Mr. Brennan and his brother Timothy,
accompanied by Deputy Sheriff John T. Cumins
and Mr. Judson Jarvls.

In the second carriage was Mr. ex-Deputy Sheriff
Shields, looking origin and cheerful behind a
"Kema Britannlca" citrar. and accompanied by Us
keeper, Deputy SheriffJames Maxwell; and It was
considered that the arrest of one deputy sheriff by
another was one or the most frlendlv affairs on
record. Two relations of Mr. Brennan lollowed In
a wicked looking coup<5, as Thackeray calls sucti
vehicles. At seven minutes past seven o'clock Mr.
Joel Stevens shook hands with Mr. Brennan and
expressed his regrets for what bad happened to
their old chief, and In a few seconds the threo
vehicles dashed along Chambers street to Ladioir
Street Jail.

AT THK JAIL.
The prisoners were taken charge of by Warden

Dunnam. The party then went to the meal
room, where they ate a hearty sapper.
Some of the friends of Mr. Brennan
caueu (luring me evemnn mi express meir

rogrets at what had befallen hltn. It vu
expected oy many or bis friends that lie would bo
offered the private rooms of the Warden, as ComptrollerCennolly had been, but no such good
fortune was in store for him, lor lie
had to occupy, when the time for lockingup the prisoners came, No. 11 Fifth avenue,
lately occupied by Mesdames Woodhull and Clafilln, ana by General Ryan, lately massacred at
Santiago de Cuba. The cell Is about
feet broad and 8 feet long. At the
back Is a small window, looking on the corridor,
outside his ceil, iu the angle or the building, is a
rickety billiard table, with chipped balls, where
the i.rame is played under difficulties ail day long.
