The great decrease in the export of sperm oil may
he partially accounted lor lu the lact that on the
lstot January, 1873, mere was a stock In London
of 559 tuns, whereas on the 1st inst. the market
(here was bare.

The home consumption dnrlng the past vear has
been 20,888 bat reis sperm oil, 83,841 barrels whale
oil and 143,955 pounds oi whalebone. In 1872 the
consumption was 24,uu barrels sperm oil, 46,547
barrels wbale oil and tto,744 pounds or whalebone.
Ttie re are about lt>,< oo barrels sperm oil on board
vessels at sea, about 10,000 barrels less than on
board at the same time last year. The stock of
sperm oil, wnaie oil and w halebone la first bands
December 31 was as lullows:.

Mrs. Potiphar Rertlvlvm.A Young
Ffseher Wooed bat Not Won.He
Preaches, but is "hownfsced"-A HusbandShot,

The quiet city of Sedaila, Mo., was, a few days

ago, treated to a first class social sensation. The
scandal was brought to light In the smoke of a

shot-gun. Judge Coc ruu approached William (J.
Buchanau with such a weapon, cocked, excla mlng
to two persons who were standing nearby, iu conversatlonwith Mr. Buchanan, "Get out of the
way!" Tbeie was a scattering of the innocents,
and Mr. Buchanan was left alone. Judge Cochran
fired and 170 bird snot were louged in «be leit leg
of Mr. Buchanan, ranging irem the middle of the
thigh down to the ankle. The Judge made his way
to the nearest Justice of the peace and gave hail for
his ar pearauce lor examination, and Mr. Buchanan
proceeded to tie up his leg.
The explanation or tbe rencontre la this:.'They

have a young and good looking 1'resby erlan
preacher tn Sedalia, of the name or Kev. J. H.
Miller. He went there in the tail or 1872, with a
character aiove reproach and with bright proapecta.He la now enjoying tbe edecta oi a acaudal
that may cast a shadow ovei his tuture that caunot
be lined. When he went to Sedana he became the
guest 01 Mr. W. (J. Buchanan, a wealthy and enterprisingcitizen, and ror a long while liven there in
uaimonv wltu all. But there came a cloud upon
the horizon 01 that happy household. Mr. Miller
received an anouyuioua letter containing unmistakabledeclarations ol love, and being an
honest auu conscientious pastor, he leit the
abode where danger luikea. He thought the
letter came from his hostess; and, as she
was very adroit 111 the use of the pen, ne "got
scurt" and took himseli another boarding House.
He lied to the a reside 01 his iriend, General bnmti.
Hut tbe letters lOhowed bun. At lust the epistles
begau to display a spirit of Jealousy. "Hell nam
no lury like a woman scorned.' The writer oi tue
letters, whom the bazoo says Mr. Miner declared
to be Mrs. Buchanan, began to accuse the young
minister oi being In love with another woman.
This, alter she had, In a spell ol sickness, w illed
him her jewels and sent them to him. he tune
of the letters suddenly cnuuged to execration,
instead of admiration. Then Mr. Miller threw
himself on ttie justification ol his congregationand exhibited the letters to a committeeor bis par.siiiouers, who took copies
oi tnem and returned the oilglnals to Mrs. Uucnaiian.The copies were ireelv shown to any who
desired to see them. They were not excluded Iroui
the eye oi Mr. buchanan himseli. rttiut did the
apparently injured nusnand do? Hid he rail at his
wile auu sue lor divorce? "Nothing ol the sortl"
He denounced the copies as iorgeries and declared
hiswiiehud never written a line j Mr. Miller.
Here was a contradiction little less pointed than
mat Dei weeu nervy merries uuu urace uoseoury
in the New Magdalen. J'he genuine letters were
gone and the copies were uncertified. Mr. Buchanangave credence to ana circulated a scandal
in regard to Mr. Mi her and Mrs. Judge Cochran,
and publicly spoke of a dlsgraculul connection betweentne t \o. These pubuc statements were the
cause01 the snooting, Judge Oochrau being worked
up to a pitch 01 desperation in deience o his wiie.
Tne bedalia bazoo's editor got fioid of the entire

batch ol letters and published them. Those attributedto Mrs. bucusuan breathe a warm spirit
01 irieud. nip, but mere is in them little that could
be deemed to express love, while the style is uot
strong or "taking." We don't blame Miner. The
baicn also contains an epistle lrom Mr. liuchanan
to Mr. Miller whicu is quite abusive; aiso au anonymousone to Judge Cochran, winch is very pointed
in its retlections on the Judge's family.
U Mr. Miller's presence in Sedatia is not more

productive of good during ihe year upon which he
has Just entered than it was in ls73 he ought to
seek another field. Surely his work, as exhibited
in the narrative we have euaeavored to give, is
not the most soul-saving that could be imagined.

HALF A HELLION OF SOLDIERS.

The Garrisons of German Fortresses.
[From the Manchester Examiner and Times,

Dec. l.]
The Berlin Journals publish a table showing

the strength and distribution or the garrison of
the German fortresses in case or any future war.

According to this 11 regiments of lufautry ol the
line and 64 regiments of inlantry of the L&ndwehr
will lorm the nucleus oi these garrisons. To these
are to be added 16 battalions or reserve Landwehr
Infantry, 16 battalions ol Landwebr inlantry not
formed Into regiments, 62 garrison companies of
L&ndweur rifles, 30 garrison squadrons of cavalry,
42 batteries of artillery specially organized for
sorties, 38 companies of sappers and miuers, 110
companies or iortress artillery, which number will.
Just as the now existing three companies of marine
artillery, be doubled ou the outbreak oi a war; so
that the Iortress artillery, inciudlug the
marine artillery, would couslst o. 220 companies.The Landwehr ba taaons destined
tor garrison purposes are to be 820 men strung
on a war footiug; while the reserve Laudwehr
battalions will only muster 020 men. With reiercme to tne Landwehr it would appear that in case
of a luture war 16 regiments of Laudwehr inlantry
and oue battalion oi Landwehr miuniry, or altogether31 battalions, at l,ouo men each, are to
serve as depot battalions. For active service in
the field the following candwetir troops are destined:.Nineregimems oi Landwehr infantry of
the guard and 60 regiments ol Laudwehr iuiantry
of the line, each regiment consisting ol two battalionsof L0u2 men each; 14 reserve (Landwehr)cavalry regiments; 61 reserve (Landwehr)
batteries oi artillery aud 10 companies oi pioneers.
All depot troops will also be uttacned to the garrisonsuf lortresses in case ol war. Tney cousist
of nine deput battalions of iniantry of the guard,
139 ol lnfautry ol the line and 31 oi in antry ol tne
Laudwehr; 26 depot rifle companies, 03
depot squadrons of cavalry, 64 depot batteries of
artillery, and 18 depot companies ol pioneers. Tho
total number of men available lor garrison purposesis stated to be 437,840, with 34,820 horses,
viz., 338,890 men Infantry, 26,470 men cavalry,
16,800 men field artillery, wltn 676 field guns, 46,2n0
men fortress ana marine artillery, and 11,480
pioneers. Adding to this number ail non-combatants.suchas surgeous, artificers, Ac..it will be
augmented by 67,480 men and 7.860 horses, and
amount altogether to 60S, 330 men and 42,t:8u norses.
If required ttua number can still be further augmentedby 12a battalions and so squadrons of laud
defence or Landatum troops, or 113.U0O men, with
ll,20o horses, giving altogether 661,460 lighting
men and 46,620 horses. The moat important lev
tuie of the German army destined lor garrison pur
poses Is that, with the exception of the depot
troops, it consists of old soldiers who nave tor too

greater pa t seen actual service In the held. This
Is an advantage not possessed to the same extent
by any other country.

balance than the average fbr the month of December.This certainly looks as If your intimation (If
not charge) of manipulation had a basis of fact,
and 1 trust yon will not hesitate to follow the anbJectup until the matter is explained or Congress
taxes It in hand for Investigation.

General R. 8. Plprr, R. E.
From England we have intelligence or the deatl

of General Robert Bloper Piper, or the Royal En
glneers, a very distinguished officer. He expire*
at Brighton, in tbe eighty-fourth year of hi* age.
General Piper bad been considerable active ser

vice in bla early military career, having served sn

campulgna in tne Peninsula, France and Flanders
from March, 1810, to January, 1810. From 1810 t<
1812 be was employed in tne lines of Lisbon awe
Almeida, and rrom January, 1812, to the conclustoc
of British bostilities, in itl5, held the command o
a division of a pontoon train (having been entrusted
during that period with the organization an* equip
meat of four seveial bridges); threw the
bridges of the Guadiana, lagua, Lluassoa,
Gave d'Oldron, Garonne and Seine; served
in the trenches at the last s:ege of Bada
joz irom the morning ol the 18th to the 23d
March, when, the bridges of communication below
the town being destroyed and sunk, be was Ue8|.a,chedto re-establish and remain with them,
passing snot,shell and ammunition during the ni.bi
and provisions during the daytime lor the remainderoi the operations. He received th>:
thanks oi Sir Rowland HIU at the passage of the
Tagus in August the same year on the advanoe ol
his column to Madrid, and subsequently, when en
route to Salamanca (In consequence oi tbe enemy's
cavalry Intercepting the communication through
the sierra do tiato), was commanded by written
instructions Irom tne commander ol the mrces to
retire with the bridges on Alcantara de la Ceina
and lludajoz to Klvas, and dually to Abrautes,
where, equipping a iresh tram ol boats for the
nnara tlnn u nf th« piiumrur mur hit u< I.

vanced with the army from Nabugal and
Freynada to the Ebro and Vtttorla.
He was present at the passage of the

LnclnUa Blngh|im.
Luclnda Bingham, wife or Erafstus Bingham. Sr.,

aged 76 years, 3 months and 13 days, died in Ogden
City, Utah, on the 3d Inst. She was the daughter ol
Thomas Gates, and was born at Ak worth, N. II.,
September 19, 1797. With her parents sne moved
to the State of Vermont, whero she was married to
Erastis B>ngham. She was b ptized into the
Church ol Jesus Christ or Latter Day Saints November12, 1833. On the 8tli ot June, l-;)u, she moved
with her husband to Par West, Caldwell county.
Mo., staving two months on the way at Klrriand,
Ohio. She passed through the persecutions suifeiedby the Church, and on the 3lst ol March, 1839,
started lor Illinois, staying at La Ilar. e till
the spring of 1846. When the Saints were
expelled tnfo the wilderness she folio.ved. and
with her iamily arrived at salt Lake Valley Septomber19, lb47. She moved to Ogden April 18,
1860, and has resided In mat vicinpy ever since.
She bore seven sons and three datigliteis, allot
whom are living but one. Her descendants number160 souls.

Sir Richard A. Glass.
From England we have announcement or the

death of Sir Richard At wood Glass, which occurredat Moorlands. Bitterne, Southampton, aged
63 years. Sir Kichard, who was educated at King's
College, London, was the son of Mr. Fr&ncia
Glass, ot Bradford, Wilts, and was for some
years In partnership wltU Mr. Elliot, of Morden
Wharf, Greenwich, and carried on an extensive
business as wire rope makers, which firm
was aiterwards merited into tne Telegraph
Construction aud Maintenance company. It
was at this factory that 1,^50 miles of the first Atlanticcable was made, being hall o the entire
length. The cable of I8«e was wholly constructed
nnucr the direction of Mr. Glass, who, on the successfulcompletion of the undertaking alter ic
years of unremitting labor, received the honor <>]
knighthood. He retired irorn the company In
1867 and afterwards became cnairuian oi the
Anglo-American Telegraph Compani. He was e
snort time a member of the House of Common!

Franeli Webb, FT. D.
The news of the sndden death of this eminent

English physician will be read with regret by a

Webb was the editor of the Medical Times ant
Gazette, ot London, and had been at the office oi
that Journal late at the day previous to that of his
decease. On his return home he retired to rest,
and on the Pillowing morning was found in his bed
with llle extinct. The deceased, who was only lr
the 49th year, was a hard-working man, and had
devoteu himself heart and sonl to his profession,
He was a doctor of medicine of Edinburgh, a Felloe
oi the Roval College of Fhysiclaus of London, phy
siclan to the Great Northern Hospital and to the
Islington Dispensary, and a member of the Court o
Examiners of the Society of Apothecaries.

Colonel P. C. Lander.
The Atta California, of San Francisco, report^

under date of January 4, as follows:."Colonel P.
C. Lander, known as one of the earliest of oni

pioneers, and prominent alike in the walks o

active life and social intercourse, died, tranquilly,
at the Cosmopolitan Hotel, on Friday aitemoon.
Colonel Lander was "born In Hopklnsvllle, Christiancounty, Ky., in 1807, and was, consequently,
67 vears o age at the time of his decease. In hu
native state he held manv offices ot honor auc
trust. Among these he was appointed by PresidentPolk as one of the Board of Visitors to the
West Point Military Academy. He arrived In Call
fornla In the summer of 184!» and was the lirst ran
collector, out subsequently held no office of pnblli
trust. He was a lawyer by proieesion. but in thti
State was prominently engaged in real estate and
oiuer business transactions. He had been com
plaining ol tit health during the earlier purr or th<
week, but nothing serious was apprehended. Hu
physician visited nim at noon and lett him sank ir
a gentle and tranquil slumber. Colonel Lnndei
never woke again, but died without a struggle oi
o nain thp Mlioht IrrPcrulArltv in hi* hrn.ithlnc
aloue betokening that the end of life hail been con
Ruminated. The Immediate cause of tila death win
enlargement of the heart.

RUSSIA AMD BOKHARA.

An Important Tieetjr.
The treaty concluded between Russia and th<

Ameer of Uokiara la to the following effect:.
Articlb 1..The frontiers of Bokhara and Russia remali

nnchanged, with the exception or the territory renentl]
annexed by Russia on the right hank of the Auiou liana
and which Kuasiu cedes to Bokhara.
Aar. 2..All the caravan roads, t«twecn Bokhara ant

Raisin pass exclusively through the territories of those
States.
Aar. 8.All Russian and Rokharese vessels, whethei

belonging to the government or private owners, are ad
muted to free navigation in each other's territory.
Art. Russian merchants have the right to construct

harbors on the banks ot the Amou Daria, In the territory
of Bokhara. The government of Bokhara Is responsible
for the security of such harbors, and the site chosen lot
them must be approved bv the Russian authorities.
Aut. 4.All places In Bokhara are open to Russian

commerce, and Russian caravans enjoy free transit
through the whole ot the territory of Bokhara.
Art. 6..A tax of 2k per cent ad valorem is levied

npon all goods sent from Russia to Bokhara, and ria
versa; and a tax of 1.40 per cent will b« levied in th<
Turkestan territory.
art. 7..The goods sent by Rnssisn merchants to c< nn<

tries bordering on Bokhara shall pass tree of duly
through the territory of the latter.
arts. 8 and k.Russian merchants shall be nermittod

to establish factories and commercial agencies in any
part of Bokhara, and the merchants ot the latter shall
(>e entitled lo possess such establishments in Turkestan
territory. .

Art. 10..Both governments engage to consider all commercialtreaties as sacred, and to faithfully luttll them.
Arts. 11 and 12..rhe subjects of each country are permittedto exorcise all trades In the territory of the ottier,

and to acquire landed property subject to the laws of th«
country.
Art. 18..Russian subjects will receive travelling certi

flcates irom their government enabliug them to trave
Ireely In Bokhara.
Art. 11.Th Bokhara government engages not to harborrefugees or other fugitives coming from Russia, what

ever may lie their nationalityArt.18..I he Amcor of Bokhara will maintain an en
voy in Tashkcnd at his own expense.

Art. 18.The Russian government will maintain a rep
resentative at Bokhara at Its expense.
Arts. 17 and 18..The Ameer ot Boahara abolishes tbi
