On the return of the veterans to their hall the
FPresydent ealled their attention to a beautitul vase
which had been placed on & centre table on the
Iront part of the platform and which came from
South Carolina, He asked the Convention to re-
celve It standing. He then called npon .IudFe
Mackey, of Bouth Carolina, to give its history, 'Ile
yas¢ dtands upon a square base of about ten by
twelve Inches wide and three Inches In heigh
rentlnﬁnlzrun eagle’a clawe, all of solid silver and
sveautifuily chased in frost work, representing the
cuarge and repulse at New Orleans, This vase was
purchased solely by the ladles ol South Carolina,
2,000 subscribing for that purpose, and bore the
Tollowing inscription on the front :—

“Presented by the Ladies of South mlf;;;n';?
to Major General Andrew Jackson, January 8,3

1816."

A WASHINGTON ROBBERY.

Seventy=-five Thousand Dollars in Treass
ury Warrants Stolen from the Internal
Revenue Depariment=Two Men Ar-
rested In New York and $1,000 Recovs
ered. .

On the morning of the 3d inst. Mr. Chapman,
chie! of one of the divisions of the Internal Reve-
nue Department at Washington, entered nis ofice
at the usual hour and discovered thata robbery
had been committed, On leaving the oMce the
night previous he had left on his desk $75,000 in
Treasury warrants, These were gone, aud the
broken transom window over the door leading to
the room told plainly that a for¢ible entrance had
been efMected. Consternation followed. Who
the thief or thieves could be was Dbe-
yond conjecture, Information of the rob.
bery was at  once telegraphed broadceast
over the country and the ablesy detectives in the
employ of the government were set at work on the
case, Mr. Chapman took an early train for this
city, where he has been ever since working night
and day with Colonel Whitley sud his officers.

Fortunalely for the government a gentleman by
the name of Thompson, who lives In Buffalo, was
recently in Washington on business connected
with  the Treasury Deparfment, and there

learned that a robbery of some Kind had

anse of passing upon the constitutional-
ity of certsin laws enacted for politi

oept the senior, had been sppoloted either in Lin-
coln or Grant’s adminiairation, and &t the time of
entering upon their judicinl dutles were known w
be stanch republicans, and yet these very men,
in spite of their antecedents, coula not now be en-
tirely trusted. Politicluns, discussing this new
development, said that Its ol time traditions
made the Supreme Coart a conservative body,
and that new members gradually gave way to
these luduences, and thus their judgment was
warped against innovations or the eaactment of
luws different in their workings and pawre [rom
those of pust legislation; that putting a repubil-
can upon the bench, unless he was very strong in
his political faith, ln out a little ttme conversed
him into & conservative. If already four of the
Bench had become such It was of yital importance
to the party that the new Chief Justice should be
& stanch republican, in whom could be placed the
most lmpliclt confidence that he would uot yreld
to the conservative inflnence of the position.
Should a man of a doubtfal political record be ap- 1
