What will the Germans do to-day T They have
Been denounced by the law," said a reporter of
the Ukkald to a well known German merchant in
a German club not more than hair a mile Irom
Keservoir square.
The old, respectable Teuton smiled and drew a

drauirtit of smoke from his cigar. He then crossed
his legs and arranged his coat.he had just come
In from a drive. This gentleman was a
well ka«wn citizen, a banker, and who (
had de&lnifra With All the crrpat rinan^tuJ ppnrrAH of

the world.London, Pans, Frankfort and San Fran-
ciaco. Alter be had spoken a Tew moments In prt-
ate conversation be saidj
"The German people are an industrious people.

I mean the majority of tnem. It is true tliat there
are many very wealthy Germans in New York,
yet the majority are poor people. You
have stated is the Hbkald to-day that
there are not more than 175,ooo people of German
trtrth in the city of New York. Well, there is not
more than that number of Germans horn in Germany,It is true. But how many are there of Germanicextraction ?"

"This is very well; but what Is there to be said
about the Snnday law 4" I then asked.

"The Sunday law is a humbugs It is not a law at
all. Ilow can a law be a (rood one that will not

permit the assemblage of decent people in their ordinaryresorts? During church hours in Germany
and France the populations have no right to congregate,but late in the aiternoon It is almost lm-
possible to convey to you, sir. the idea of the per-
lect liberty of the people. I have been as a boy in
the ktrmessv, and I have been at the theatre and
the opera. «e at thai time respected the Sunday,
but on sundav night we had our amusements. It
Is possible tnat we may differ in regard to the observancesof Sunday, yet I am certain that we
must recognize our tnlng, and that is the law. But
wtiat is the law? If you will have the kindness to .

visit any ol our clubs or halls to-day you will And
a very orderly and decent class of citizens."'
"And how do you account for the lawless spirit

displayed In the publication oi advertisements, to
the effect that concerts and balls are to be held on
tliis Sunday evening against the law ?"

,"It is a very prolific question that you have pro- J
pounded to me. I mean that it is prolific

l debate. We cannot order everything
onr own way; bnt the right of amuse-
ment must be conferred on our citizens,
There are so many poor Germans, 00,000 of them,
who have no amusement ou any other day In the
week but Sunday, that It seems to me to be a very
harsh measure to deprive them of their one day's
or one evening's amusement. I am not a Jew my- 1
Bell, but I have, I suppose, loo Jewish friends, and
three of them came to me aud said that the regular
Sunday evening ball could not be held at Irving
Hall to-night. Now, 1 cannot understand such an
order as that. 1 have information direct that all
the police captains who govern precincts in which
German or Jewish balla are to be held will have
money paid to them directly at the different stationnouses to-night to allow the different societies
to have their concerts and their dancing balls alterward."

"If this be true," said the reporter of the
Hkkald, "how can you justify the proceedings of
the Germans to-day ?"
"1 shall not attempt to justify them; they mast

have their own justification."
1 left this enthusiastic German and visited all the

different German places of amusement. It would
seem that tl*- police orders had done notmng to
affect them. In every amusement hall there was
a great crowd, and every proprietor of
these halls insisted on showing me his
ballroom. All these ballrooms were alike. They
bad smooth floors and chairs -around, and the
three colors of Germany displayed from the music
Btand, which was generally at the upper end of
each hall. There were numbers of young fellows,
well dressed, and smoking wretched cigars, and
there were wives and children and their
friends, who came to see the conflict which did
not take place. At Germania Hall there
was a very decent assemblage of persons, both
male and female, who did not think for a moment
luan mtJ w v* v tuu tu " iu uo vuiu^ vv

a concert under toe direction of the law. There
war a hall at the conclusion 01 the concert. At thin
place the Eighteenth Psalm was sung by h very
good chorus, and to make the lelicities more sacred
there was a waltz played from "Faust" and also
the overture lrom the "Tannhfluser." It was the
same in every place visited by the writer. There
was much conviviality, much good humor, much
good order, but in every place.Beethoven, Concordia,Turnhalle or Harmony Hall.there was the
same disregard and utter defiance or law.
The police, who were to make so many arrests

yesterday, did nothing. They were, in fact,
absent everywhere, excepting at the Atlantic
Garden and the stadt Theatre, at which places
they seemed to be attending to their business.
All over the city there was much excitement, but
no difficulty, lor the Germans laughed at the law.
The agents of the Sabbath Committee visited

every place and they acted very discreetly. They
took notes of every incident that happened, and
at the Harmony Gardens and at the Tlvoli Theatre
they counted the men who went in and out and
the women who carried nosegays. In all that was
done yesterday there was order among the Germans.but the most utter disregard of law and the
usages of the country in which they live and get
their bread.

Teatonla Hall.
This place is kept by Mr. Schneider, and when

our reporter visited it last evening everything
seemed to be in readiness to "go on with the
dance." The proprietor was absent at the time,
His orders, however, were being carried out uy
his son-ln-law. Ou being questioned as

to whether or not a ball was to take
place last evening, lie responded in the
affirmative, at tne same time stating that
everything was all right." Onr reporter requested

inioi matiou ffi the premises and desired to know
the rea-oii why be lelt so sure that no raid would
be made by the police if tne dancing programme
was carried out. "Ob, the Captain says it's all
right. I went around to see I'mter Cavit/ln, and
be was not there. You see, he was married last
week, and he was gone away on Ins wedding
tour; but 1 saw the officer who acts in his place,
and he told me that It was all right and that there
would be no trouble, so that we will have our ball
to-uigh U"

The Tlvoli Theatre.
At the Tlvoli, in Kighth street, near the Bowery,

a stage performance was given throughout the
entire afternoon and evening, consisting oi singlug,joggling and acting. Between the acts the
regular orchestra attached to the place performed
Strauss' waltzes and galops with as much zest
and spirit as on week davs. The auditorium remainedcontinually crowded; and one oi the most
nouceabie leaturee presented bad existence in
tbe fact that not only the male population hut
even the female population turned our in large
numbers. There were upwards of lito youug
children present with their parents, and, in several
Instance*, seemed to enjoy the "beer" which was
liand«d t« them with a gusto becoming veteran
beer urinaers. It appeared as if not a soul present
vas aware that there existed danger or the en-
torcement of the tiunday law. They
chatted, drunk, smoked and laughed in
a manner which plainly Indicated the fact
that iliey were not yet prepared to accept the, as
ihev considered It, arbitrary decision of thp police
authorities. Mr. Halk, the proprietor, expressed

Atlantic Garden.
Although the performances given at this place

are entirely of a musical order, the Garden was

crowded last evening to the lullest extent. A
ladles' orchestra furnished the music, and were
seated on the same elevated platform which they
occupy every night during tne week. The music
was or a llirlit onler, combining song music with
the more inspiriting music ol the dance.

Beethoven Club Rooms.
The rooms of the above-named club are situated

on Fifth street, near the Bowery. The building is
owned bv the club, and last evening the members
of that association assembled in large numbers tor
the purpose or participating in a "carmvallstlc
jubilee." The proprietor was Interrogated by our
n porter as to whether or not he
learcd interference on the Dart of the nolice. He
Immediately answered in the negative, and said
that the public had uo right to enter that buildiug,
as it was a private club room. To all appearances
It differed little, IX any, from the other ballrooms.
On the lower floor liquor or beer was being sold
over the counter, the same as at other saloons. Me
also stated that there would be danciug after the
carnival, which would end about twelve M.

Turn Hall,
Thla well-known German club house was lighted

up last evening as brilliantly as on any gala night
during the most festive season. The downstairs
billiard and drinking saloons were crowded, and
no one seemed to care for the "Sunday laws." The
proprietor informed oar reporter that "he
also had seen the Captain," and that it was
all right; he would not be bothered. He
furthermore stated thut he was the lessee of the
hall, not the owner, and that he merely sublet it
to parties who desired its use; that he never got
npanyballs; that the "Eiclienkranz" society had
possession of the hall last evening, having leased
it some time ago for the purpose of giving an
operatic perioraance, and that subsequent to the
pcrioruiauce dancing would be Indulged in.

Concordia. Hall.
The above named hall 1b situated in avenue a,

between Second and Third streets. The proprietor,Mr. Arndt, Informed our reporter that the
Scandalia Club were going to give a masked ball
there last evening, commencing at eight o'clock.
11c seemed to feel very indifferent as to the probabilityof his suffering any annoyance at the hands
of the police authorities. On being questioned by
our reporter as to why he felt so coulldentof oeing permitted to carry on the
iestivities attendant upon the holding of a masked
bail, he in the raost innocent manner in the world
permuted a smile to steal calmly over his blonde
countenance, at the same time stating, "Ich hatte.
den captUln Q?selie>t,%.1 have seen the Captain.
This is exactly the same answer which was given
by the proprietors of every hall where balls were
advertised to take place last evening. They had
all seen UN Captain.

Stadt Theatre.
At thin place of amusement, situated in the

Bowery, directly opposite tne Atlantic Garden, a

"sacred" concert was given. A large audience
assembled and remained throughout the entire
performance. Mme. Lichtmay and several gentlemensingers assisted the orchestra in renderingtne evening an enjoyable one. The best of
order prevailed throughout, aud the audience was

Germans. No Hilarity whatever was observable,
and everything passed off quietly and with decorum.

LAW UD ORDER IS NLWAR&.

Sunday Rum and Lager Entirely
Stopped.Xo Rows and Very Few Arrests.TheGermans on the Situation.
Yesterday, the second Sunday under the Perry

r> <jime and the quiet enforcement of the State and
municipal law forbidding the Bale of liquor, lager,
cigars, oysters, Ac., on the seventh day, passed off
In Newark with even more quietness and good
order than last Sunday, and that was the freest
from unseemly rows or disturbances known in
many years. Not a saloon in the city kept open in
front, though a few were reported as having side
doors ajar. As a consequence only one or two
arrests tor disorderly couduct were made all day
in a population approaching 130,000 inhabitants.
One or two persons were observed during the day
vainly endeavoring to walk a chalk line on the
sidewalks, but the disturbance of their equilibrium
Is believed to have been caused by pocket pistol
practice, tiic pisU'is being primed on Saturday
night.

PITT8BUP6 FACTORIES EESUMINO WORK.
Pittsburg, Jan. 18,1874.

Ttie glass manufacture ol Pittsburg, which lias
been paralyzed to a greater degree by the recent
panic than almost any other branch ol industry, is
rapidly reviving. On to-morrow night the very
large flint glass manufactory ofPinnkett A Co. in
South Pittsburg will apply the match to their furnaces,and their wort will thenceforward go on

again as before. This establishment has ten
melting pots and employs 150 men, and is con*
sldered one of the largest of the kind in the country

There are also inductions o: compromise betweenthe window glass manufacturers and tneir
employes, the latter having been on a strike
against a proposed reduction of their wages ever
since last July, lhere are eighteen ol these manufactories,employing when in operation upwards of
l,2oo men.
Upon investigation it was found that the wages

of all employs of this branch ol business here
were so greatly in excess of those paid for the
same work in New Jersey, New York state and
Baltimore.the other large glass manuiacturlng
centres.that it is a matter or wonder that it has
been possible to continue business here ar. all.
But now the workmen manliest a disposition to
submit to the terms proposed by themanuiacturers,and the resumption of window glass makingis a question of but a lew weeks at lurthest.
The unfortunate men who have been engaged in

this strike hav.- reduee.i to suiii a -trait as
to make the renewal of operations on their part
Itnnerafive. One hundred and twentv.flvp dnlin.rn
a month wage* was ridiculed by them some months
ago, but will now be accepted.

The following is the address or the miners of the

bituminous coal region of Tioga eounty to their
employers for a settlement of the differences existingbetween them:.

THE PROPOSITIONS FOB PEAC2.
Firtt'.The companies are to withdraw their refusal to

permit members of the "Miners and Laborers' BenevolentAssociation" to work in their collieries, and offer
no turther obstruction to the organization by refusing
them a place to meet, or by bringing force or
threats ot discharge or other disadvantage to bear to
prevent any person from joining It. And they
are to ilo this, not as a concession, gratuity or favor, but
at simply an act ot justice, and an explicit agreement
that the right ot the workmen so to organize Is unquestionable,legally and morally, and any interference on
the part of the employers is a legal and morul wrong.

Srroiitl.The companies are to agree that no man shall
be discharged or disadvantaged in his employment by
reason ot anything he has lawfullydone in promoting
the organization o( his fellow workmen.
TViinl-On behal! o: the workmen's organization and

the members thereof, it is agreed, and they
hold themselves individually and collectively bound
to maintain, that they have no right to and will
not lorce the inclination of any man in the matter of
joining the union; amrthAtall such persons as now are
or may hereafter be working in the collieries shall be
treated in all respects as to freedom in the work, as
though they were members, or there had never been a
union proposed.
fourth.On behalf of the workmen it is hereby dorlared,n< an expression of their opinion and purposes,

that the fight of our employers to control their property
and business, within the letter and true meaning of their
charters is as unquestionable as ours is to form our
union and that any act or acts on our part that obstruct
the lustand la-wiul exercise of those rights should be held
to he and punished as

acts or cowsntucv.
Fifth- On the part of both parties to this agreement all

complaints. grie\*»nces and disagreements of the time
that is past are to be treated as though they had not been
made or occurred. And it hclng the object of our organizationto secure the practice ot strict and impartial justicebetween our employers and ourselves, it shall be
sixth.Agreed, that upon the occurrence at any

tune in the future of any cause of complaint,
the person so aggrieved shall apply first to the
officer or employ,- of the company having
that department of the business in charge who is Immediatelyover him. 11 he should tail to obtain redressthere, he shall next state his complaint to the
branch or district to which he belongs, who shall, underthe rules of the organization, make archil and impartialInquiry as to the reasonableness ot the complaint.
should it be found to be trivial or unfounded in right,
they shall require him to return to Ins work and withdrawhis complaint, or leave the work quietly lor some
one else to do.
But should they find it well founded In right, and of

such nature as ought to be redressed, thev shall bring it
to the attention ot the Superintendent or agent), whose
duty itshal: be to Rive them a tair hearing and sec that
what Is right and just In the premises is done. .Should

that BO equitable right exists to compel us to break away
iroin all this. or vield our manhood tn obedience to behests
that strike fatally at the very lite of personal liberty. We
know that no moral right exists to scatter broadcast over
the country' hundred* of families, severing them (Tom alt
the healthy, moral influence* that the vir'uei of the parenta,now grizzled with age. hive created hera. We know
that when these old men aud these young children are
scattered, the old seeking tn tbetr old age to find homei
tor their loved one* where some of the good influences
they have gathered rounu them here may be renewed,the young, perhaps, acquiring the baser babits and
growing iuto the vice* aud degradation at the slums ol°
the great cities, the shame to those who are reaponsihle
tor it will be as deep and hard to bear an the certainty
with which it will tail upon tliem will be inexorable and
irresistible. We know all this, and we believe our legal
right in this issue is as clear as the moral.

Il i» true that the Hate ban chartered these companies
to enable theui to accomplish, with their aggregated
capital, greater things in the development ol the great
resources that nature has deposited in the region, than
ordinary individual resources nl<l compaw. But we
do not believe that it was the intention or the power of
the legislature to grant to the*' corporations a monopolyof political power over the communities they
might gather utonud tlieui, as well as the business
privileges to tie enjoyed in their corporate capacity, that
can only be enjoyed without charter by the individual
citizen.

It is not conceivable that it was intended that they
should have the power, in uddltlon to their railroad and
mining privileges, to build up In their towns a monopoly
in the necessaries ot lUe ; in the use or ownership of the
roads and street* by which the people must pass Irom
place to place in the determination ot the question, trom
whom and what shall the people buy, and where; in the
determination arbitrarily of the amount ot wages tlicy
shall pay, and the times and conditions at and upon
which they shall be paid; in the issuance ol store script
and checks that, while it is ostensibly and professedly
onlv to l*> regarded as a convenience IB BMpiM accounts,is by ingenious and avaricious exactions aud contrivancemade to be the principal currency ufced and
circulated in the mining towns aud the reglou around
tliem, upon which innocent und involuntary holders
must and do suiter discount. And. more than all. It Is
not conceivable that their chartered right extends to the
driving out ui on the world to seek new homes ol onetarless hundreds.of workinginen'sfamilies for no other
reason than that they insist apon the tree and

raitastbirtep aiunr or all ahkku an citizkn*
to gather in assemblies or associations to consider and
discuss their interests and devise lawful measures to
promote them. Nor. again, la It conceivnble mat tney
nave the legal right, in order to compel submission to
tlielr decree, that no union of workipgmeu shall exist in
Ihcir little sovereignties; to witholu nearly tour months'
pav from those working men holding thetn penniless,
while the.v declare that they shall he paid uiK>n vacating
their houses, while their victims have no means, it they
desired, to remove their families; or proposing to pay
them part, ami let them go to work, if they will agree
to join no miners' onion, and to leave an.v such
that they have joined. We say it is not conceivablethat all these things or any or them
are legal. It the statutes of conspiracy mean anything
these are conspiracy. There must be a limit somewhere,
where the rights of corporations end and where those ot
worklngmeu begin, and, if we are forced to the Issue,
we ure re-i.lvecl to find It We have been laithiul and to
tar.perhaps further than our claims to manhood lustitied.submissiveservants to these companies. We earnestlydesire thut our relations may be such as to secure
our mutual happiness am! prosperity. We know that
their agents have voluntarily acknowledged our worth,
as well as that we have ?t.-.ven to deserve that acknowledgment.We are determined In the tutnre to continue to
deserve it. We make Icregoing proposal In good taith,
and il accepted will live vp to its conditions. We ask
our employers to let |nf MUlHll prevail with them ami
accept these terms. It they refuse we can only and will,
as men strong In the rectitude of our purpose and our
cause, apnea! to our country and ber laws, and try the
issue in all its depths, relying upon the justice of those
laws, the righteousness of our position and the sympathy
of good men everywhere.

NAVAL INTELLIGENCE.

An ExtemlTC Inspection ot the A-va11ahipV fivv To Re Made.Dim-liarire m of
Workmen.

Portsmouth, Va.t>Jan. 18,1874.
Naval Constructor John W. Easby will leave the

Navy Yard on Monday, acting under order from
the department at Washington, for the Inspection
of the different naval stations South, and will be
absent about one month, when he will return to
resume his duties at this yard. Assistant ConstructorGeorge R. Boash will have charge of the
department during his absence. Mr. Easby is
ordered to proceed first to Key West without delay,reporting to tne senior officer in command,
and to examine the steamer Despatch with a view
of ascertaining the improvements necessary
on that vessel and to do away with the
freight room and make the quarters of the officers
citmfortable, reporting the same to the bureau, that
the proper orders may be given for the shipment of
the material needed to make the alterations. Mr.
Easby will then proceed to examine the frigate
Wabash and report as to the amount of calking
that will be required to put that ship In good conditionfor a year's cruise; also to examine the

1ron-clads
and inform the bureau what action should be taken
by the divers towards cleaning their bottoms, reporting,in this connection, the proper means for
doing the Bame. Having completed the duty
named at Key West, Mr. Eashy is ordered to proceedto the I'ensacola Navy Yard, reporting to the
commandant, and, alter making the necessaryexamination, report to the bureau his
views as to the most economical way or hauling
up monitor vessels at that yard for preservation,
so that the? can be launched and sent to sea in a
few days, and also to submit his views as to the
importance or that yard, stating

what facilities may be needed
to render it uselul as a yard for repairing vessels.
On completing this duty he is further ordered to
proceed to ^-w Orleans and examine the monitor
vessels on that station, reporting to the bureau
whether, in his opinion, any of these can be repairedor what use can be made or them; 11, in his
opinion, such monitors can be made serviceable;
to report what private company in New Orleans
has the yard and other facilities for inakinir such
repairs to them as may be required and at what
cost. He is also Instructed to ascertain
and report whether there is at that station a suitableplace for laying up monitors and other Ironclads,irom which they could be taken at short
notice and sent to sea. Tne department strictly
order Mr. Easby to make these observations as
carelullv as possible, as

important action may be taken
by th? department upon his judgment In the
premises. When about to leave New Orleans Mr.
Easby is directed to inform the department, as it
mav be necessary for liirn to inspect other points
while en route home. Another discharge of hands
from the various workshops will take place tonight,ami the same will be repeated some time
next week. The orders are to gradually reduce
the working force of the yard until the number of
employes is within the scope of the appropriation.

LIVEL¥ TIMES IS ERIE.

Raid Upon Dishonest Employes.Two
Months In the County Jail.Detectives
Alter the Bosses.
For many years a large number of persons residingnear the line of the Erie Hallway, In Jersey

City and elsewhere, have, to use the expression of
one of the railroad ofliclals, "lived off the roadin
other words they helped themselves without permissionto coal, wood and other articlea Heretoforeno effort was made, strange to say, to protectthe company against such losses. Mr. Watson,
previous xo his departure for Europe, enjoined Mr.
Thomas J. Brown, superintendent of the Pavonta
ferry, to organize a staff of detectives, in a short
time all kinds ot petty frauds were detected. Pots
of paint were carried away from the workshops by
employes.doors, windows and furniture oi cars
undergoing repair were appropriated. A test case
was brought before the Grand Jury, and Joseph C.
Gilbert, a loreinan in the repair shop at Jersey
City, was indicted and brought to trial, as well as
iiis lather and John Gray. The evidence disclosed
the astounding iuct that Gilbert built his house
mainly (nit nl steiiliiiir* iroin the rennir shotis. lie
helped himself to Muck walnut suttlclent
to make a counter. Tlie evidence was conclusiveand he was convicted. The father and
Gray thereupon pleaded guilty, and the three Wero
sentenced to I wo months each in the Countv Jail
and a line or flOO. One of the detectives in the
case reported yesterday that several arrest# for
similar offences will be made within a few days.
It has been ascertained that the most flagrant instancesof these thelts attach to bosses and loremen.
Anotner pernicious system which la being InvestigatedIs the percentage custom, the oDly

tenure by which poor men can hold their position
in several lustancus. It a man lads to "come
down'' on pay day to the boss it
will be the easiest thiug imaginable to
get rid of him under some pretext. By this
method good men are discharged and incompetent
or unfaithful men kept in service. A case was
brought a few days ago to the attention of SuperintendentHill which admit* of this Interpretation.Many months ago a case came under the
notice or the Hkkai.p reporter, and the poor man
who "blowed" on his boss was discharged. Since
that time, however, the boss himself has been discharged.From all the developments It appears
that some of the bosses not two mllCB distant from
the ferry must be closely watched.
