proposition which the Japanese steadily refuse to
entertain, except on the conditwn that ex-terri-
torial jurisdiction be abandoned,

The Miunjstery of three nations concerned In the
Simonodaki indemnigy, of which $%,000,000 remain
unpaid, wilk press their claims if their deaires are
not acceded to. ‘These are the euvoys ol Hollund,
France and Engiand,

AMERICAN DIPLOMACY ON THE GENERAL QUESTION.

The Unitod States Minster, Mr. Bingham, holds
aloof from the conferences, and has aeven infor-
mally notified the Japanese government that he
destres no part of the amount due to be offered to
him. His sotion is understood to imply that, while
the, United States will not accept ite share of the
indemnity, the American government is not dis-
posed to appear a8 offering rebuke to the move.
ments of the other parties concerned. Mr.
Bingham simply wishes to take no part i the
proceedings and to have noue forced on him.

WHAT THE JAPANESE SAY TO THE OUTSIDE MON-
ARCHIES.

The other representatives are met (n their de-
mands—iirat, by the statement that the sarrender
of the $2,000,000 of the indemnily would be no
fair equivalent for &he opening of the
coantry, if, Indeed, such @a privilege could
be purchused by money at all; and, sec-
ond, that the representativea ol three Powers
alone have not tbe right to negotiate lor the open-
ing of the Empire to all; or, in other words, that a
mongy compensation offered by France, Hollana,
Epgiland and the United States, even if it would
entisle them to admission, could not affect Ger-
niauy, lualy, Kossis and the numerous other na-
tions with which Japau has trealies at the samo
tline,

The government of Japan thus urges the impoasi-
bility of making any discrimination in the matter,
snd, therefore, express themselves reudy Lo pay
the demand. It i9 semi-oMicially aonounced that
whe British minlster has no wish to receive the
money, but s wsing his claum aa an instrument
towards effecting his design.

The Dutch and French representatives, on the
other hand, desire the payment of the money.

POSITIVIAM.

Meanwhlle, the amount befug ready for dellvery,
the Japanese have taken occasion to express their
opinion on the whole question of ex-territorial
right in & manner vnusually foreible for them,
and shey have (8sued a circular despatch to the
Ministers rehearsing all their own objections to
the system, with {lustrations of {ts dangers, and
showing that European governments have de-
clared against it in strong terms in the cases of
other Asiatic nations. The document is the most
energetic yet wsued, and though not declaring in
positive terms that the ex-territorial rights, as
they now exist, shall not be applied to the coun-
try generally, it 18 understood to express the final
decision of the Japanese government to that
effoct.

The result of it8 receplion by the foreign Minia
fers bhad pot yet transpired, buc there is little
doubt that it will arouse the formidable opposition
of the whole body.

A petition is in circulation for signatures by
Americans asking of ‘the United States govern-
ment that the surpius ol the Bimonosak: indemnity
fund be reruroed to Japan upon condition that it
shall be devoted to educational purposes,

PRESS OPINION—MINISTERIAL COMMISSIONS,

The native newspapers published i Yeddo and
vicinity contain numerous articles intended to
throw discredit on foreigu assoclation, and espe-
clally with respect to the revision of treaties and
questions arising therefrom.

ROTAL TOUR OF INSPECTION,

The Mikado and the Empress continne their
visita of mspection to the public institutions, On
the 17th of December they sailed 1n state to the
dock yard and arsenal of Yokosuka, south of
Yokohama, and, afver examining the works by
day and night, returoed the nexs day to the capltal,

FIRE IN JEDDO AND BERIOUS OITY LOSSES.

On the night of the 6th of December a fire
occurred 1o Jeddo, sweeplng away the wooden
buildings from almost as large an ares as thag
devastated by the fire of April, 1872 and un-
doubtedly destroying & larger amount of property,
a8 the ground burned over waa occupled by shops
and residences of wealthy merchants,

The exact amount of vhe logs nas not been as-
certained, but it 1s estimated at $200,000,

A much greater amount of property was saved,
comparatively, than at the previous conflagra-
tion, owing to the multiplicity of fire proof store.
houses for the deposlt of valuables, Most of these,
with their valuables, remained unharmed.

It is rumored that many lives were lost, but of
this there 18 no confirmation. The usual energy
has beem shown Dby the citizens in repairing the
ravages of the fire, and several atreets have al-
ready been nearly rebullt.

LECTURES LAST NIGHT.

THE MOON.
Leeture at Assorintion Hall by Richard
A. Proctor.

Mr. Richard A. Proctor delivered the fourth of
hin series of lectures on asironomy at Assooin-

tion Hall last might. The subject treated
was the Moon. Belore beginning the reg-
unlar leoture of the evening Mr. Proe-

tor (reated brieoy the (nteresting question
of the approaching tranait of Venus. He remarked
that it was an event of the deepest intevest to the
astronomer. because 1t was by these observations
we are enabled to estimste the sun's distance—
4 lundamentsl question, upon which all other
problems depend. Home people cannot well
onderstand what connection exiats hetween the
transit of Venus and the distance of the sun, but
the solution is very simple, a8 Venns passing
between it anu the earth gives us au opportunily to
make most important and AcCUrate observations.
By menns of diagrams the lecturer polnted out the
method of observation and the Lasis of ¢alcula-
tion, the advantages offered oy Halley's method,
which will be adopted in taking the observatious
1n 15874

Coming to the subject of the evening the lecturor
reminded the andience that, &% at one time there
were men wno hud worshipped the sun, so also
the moom had had ber votaries. The moon's mo-
tion through the atarry spuce suggested idens of
power, and induced men to worahip her
a8 A& goddess. This poiot was nos much
inslsted, on and the lecturer came to the
statement of fucts anch as sclence had placed
within his grasp. The distance of the moon from
the earth was set down ab 238,828 miles, a slight
correction on the rough-and-ready estimste of
240,000 generally accepted. Whal turther ia
specifically known of the moon amay he
Atated briedy. Owing to the grester density
of the composing matter her mass 18
only one-eightieth that of the earth. The surface
of the moon I8 covered with ranges of mountuing
of cireular formation, which ‘‘resemble the cyes in
o peacock’s tail,’! und no seas have been discov-
erell, nor is there any sensible evidence of the ex-
istence of atmosphere. There has always been u
tendency to believe the moon inhabited, and Mr,
Proctor amused his audience by relating the siory
of the moon loaXx, perpotrated by an Anierican at
the expense ol Herschel and Brewster, in which a
very minute description was given of the buildings,
and the bat men who were supposed 10 (nnabit
the moon, Mr, Procior indulged in u sly hit at
his audience by reluting that one religious person
wad 80 completely sold that he wrote to Hrewster,
expressing a hope that steps would be imme-
diately tuken to secure for the inhabitants of the
moon the benetit of religious instruction.

Returning to the serious aspect of the inhabita-
bility of the moon, the lecturer pointed out thar all
experiment and observation pointed to the ub-
sance of atmosphere, and conssquent exialence of
extrome heat and cold, which are jncom-
¥uuhle with the organtzed lite of our planet.
ivery examination pointed to  the existence
of physical irregularities. In  demonstration
ol the non-existence ol utmosphere he adduced
the fact that the shadows, which are aupposed to
be valleys not exposcd to the sun’s direct light,
are all black, Whtle on earth, owing to the reirac-
tlon of light, the valleys are not plunged in sbsolute
darkness at sunrise, wnile on the moon? even nnder
the noonday sun, the points which do not receive
directly the sunlight are plunged in total dark-
uess: Another prool of the absence of atmoephere
at the moon's suriace was lound 1n the iustant
obliteration of atars, whicl, once they pass belind
her digk, are no longer vistole until they appour on
the opposite edge. Tnis well observed (aot would
be suflicieut to settle the question of the

exlatence of an  atmosphere similar  to
ours, When the sun appears to mink
suddenly below  our horizon he hias

sunk some time, but owing to the refraction of
light by the atmosphere he is visivie long aiter he
hus sunk below the true horizon. Not alone i8 the
moon withodt wir, but 8o far thers ar¢ no in-
dications of water exisung or having existed.
The dingram of a Enpposititious Junar landscape
was produced in order to show what the elfecia
thot glacial action or water might produce, 18 such
things existed on the moon; but as they did not
the audience was warnea asuins!. putiing luith in
those imaginary plctures of moonland, in which
Inventive people seek to give the charactenstics
Of our own earth to the pale sateilite that lollows
our wanderings through space. If therp are
inhabitants on the moon they wonld see our earth
under very difterent conditions to those under
which we examine the moon, In passing througn
the heavens our planet would not blot out the
atars, but they would appear as a ring of light on
the outer edge of the dise. In the lunar eclipses the
moon I8 not hlack, but ruddy with sunlight tent by

, the action of our atmosphere.

introducing photographs of the moon, the lec-
tarer mm u deserved compliment to the labors of
two ericans—Dra. Draper and Hutherford—to
serfect the process of moon photography., The

jagrams gave an  excellent dea of
the state of the moon's surface, which
no mere  word deseription  counld  con-
vey. A pood deal of attention was given to the
cruter known as Pluto, und the trouble it gives
to observers to decide whether certain changes
which appear to take place do not upset the theory
of the absence of vegetation from the moon's sur-
fave. Mr, Proctor was inclined to believe that
these changes were only apparent.

The question of the craters was pretcy fully dls-
cussed, and though Mr. Proctor was willlng to ad-
mit that many cnanges may have been effected by
time yet it could never have been covervd with the
multitudinous craters. Re}ec:lnf the idea of vol-
canle action the leciurer put lorward a theory
that at some tlme the surface of the
moon may have bubbled over, and iancifully de-
scribed the formation of the crater-like mountains
to the burating of the bubble. In order to point
out what aid might be derived Irom the use
of photography in discovering the features of
the moon, a splendid picture of Copernicus was ex-
hibited, showing the radintions of tne chain.
The hope which some men held of combining
{motogru hy and the microscope in the examina-

lon of the pnysical leatures of the moon was,
nulrevar.]i,ronuncnd as altogether fllusory ; algo the
1dea that by placing a telescope on u high peak of
the Rocky Moantains, where the air Is clear, that
by the use of a huge telescope (the moon might be
brought within eighty miles. e pysical dimeule
ties of eonstructing snoh a large and powerlul tele-
scope as would be Decessury to achieve Lhis result
was pomnted out and the project pronounced im-
practicable. To accomplish this it would be neces.
BAry to construct telescopes capable of magni-
fying 80,000 times, fnd the largest existing that
of Lord Ross ouly magnified 6,000 times. Pointing
out some of the difficuities that lie In the way ol
the astronomer and the danger of general-
lzing "on f(actd not well eslablished, Mr,
Proctor gave the history of the crater which
had suddenly disappeared, thereby apparently
proving that some actvity prevadled; but ater
some time the crater reappeared, the change |n
e appearance of the crater being due to *iibra-
E“n'h or change of position with regard to the

arth.

There are no changes of seasons, the extreme
difference not being greater than we feel between
November and October, while the days are fifteen
days long and the night fourleen days. But
during the long aay the surface of the
moon exposed to the direct exposure of the sun
rises ubove the heat of bolling water, while during
tue night the cold Is greater than in an American
winter. In such couditions no inhabitants at all
similar to those of our earth counld exiss.

Perhaps the most Interesting problem was in-
volved in the history of the planets and how they
had reached their present state, What were the
causes o whiclh was due the existence of the
cratera? What end did (they serve In the economy
of the moon? Were they the outlets for the escape
up the lunar gases, or had they been produced by
the bubbling of the surince at a time when the
moon Was 1n & semi-fuid state t they
had been produced h{ water, what had
become of |t and the gaseous resulta?
A theory bhad been advanced by Wiston
that a comet had whisked away ocean and atmos-
puere, but too much Is now known about the con-
stitutlon of comets to allow ns to accept this iufor-
mation, Another Ihaor{.tml been put forward to
account lor the absence of atmosphere
and water on the moon's surface with whnich the
lecturer had been ldentified. It wns the frozen
theory; but It, too, had been exploded, and the
idess upon which It was based, that the moon
was white, as proved, The moon In reality was
bliack, bul I'.noked white on the Intense black of the
interstellar spnce. The theory that the centre of
gravity was at the hemisphere turned from us also
was disproved by the stmosapheric theory, for were
there water on the opposite side ol the moon
the evidence of atmosphric wounld be visible on the
earth, The beat explanation ol the crater forma-
tion 8, in Mr. Proctor's opinlon, that they are due
to a downisll of meteors at & time
when the moon's surisce was plastic. This
is startling, but best In accordance with
appearances. The moon at one time was wrnpred
in the nebnions surfnce and ook ol the earth's
motion, and has been compelledjly force of attrac-
tion to keep the same position and turn the samga
Bide to the Earth.

The condition of planets like Jupiter, the caoling
of the earth making it it to be an al of life,
and the cold, decrepit moon, show something of
ehronological order and point to a begioming of
