Yo. k.fifty. sixty or seventy millions of dollars
often being held there subtect to call. The accumulation01 currency in >ew York by artificial
means led to an inflation of the cmrency in that
city, aiid to speculations, followed by disaster
and rain. An Inflation of the currency of
the country would in time produce the
same results. He was, therefore, opposed
to any Increase la the volume of the

Tbe delegates of tbe German Reform organizationsof the different Assembly districts, organized
during the relorm campaign tbree years ago, held

Central Organization for 1874. Primary elections
were beld during tbe past week in tbe differentAssembly districts. Tbe Eighth Assembly
district was represented by two delegations, one

the German Reform organization, stating that its
action henceforth is not to be confined to matters
of municipal relorm; but that, according to tbe new
platform, Its influence shall be brought to bear on
Htate and national politics, in accordance with the
principles originally adopted with reference to
municipal relorm. He argued that the organizationprobably will have occasion to exert its influencebefore long, in view ol tbe present session or
the Legislature.
The reorganization was completed by the

election of 8. D. Sewards, Dr. Charles Nette and
Hermann siemmerintiDU vice rresHicnis; itecoru*
ing Secretary. George Kuester; corresponding
Secretary, A. Dlsbecker, and William Radde Treasurer.

THE EXPRESSMEN'S CONVENTION.

He heard that mayor Havemeycr was
to address the people In the square that day, and
went to bear him unattended. When the police
made the rush on the crowd he raised Ills cane to
avert a blow lrom a club, and tbe «*prcBBions
attributed to him be denied in lolo.

It understands as well the
anxieties of Catholic consciences, aud the sorrows
oi which the Catholic bishops make themselves
at this moment the interpreters. But these
eentiments, Monseigneur, can be expressed
WMh all the liberty and loree winch are suitable
to tliem. without its beiug neces«ary to resort to uttack*which might lurinsh ground lor alarm to
neighboring governments. There are between
Htatt's mutual courtesies which caunot be torgotten.We are obliged everywhere to nro/ess respectfor established Powers. as we wish to claim
it in our turn lor the government instituted in our
country by the sovereign will of the National Assembly.is there any need to add, Monseigneur,
that in the midBt of the grave conflicts whicn to-day
agitate the world it is especially by their moderation
that the bishops add to the legitimate influence oi
tneir opinion, and contribute most effectually to
that work oi conciliation aud general pacification
which should be the object of our common efforts*
It would be unbecoming in me to further emphasizeconsiderations which recommend themselves
to the attention of Your Greatness.

POLISH REVOLUTIONARY CELEBRATION.
A large meeting of Polish residents in this city

was licit! last niyht at the Casino, in Houston
street, to commemorate the loss of their fatherlandand also in honor of the inception of the last
Polish revolution in 1863. Over the platform were

present, rue meeting was opened by Mr. l)u
Laurens being appointed President, who introducedto ttie luueting Mr. J. E. D'Aiionoe, who
spoke in Polish, aud toul at length the history of
Poland's almost superhuman struggle for liberty
aud her eventual dismemberment, lie said Germanyhad ueipot in this matter more than Russia.
Mr. M. P. Dowley then said in substance:.

Countrymen of Kosciusko, your cause, like his
memory, is dear to every American heart. Your
meeting here to-night showB that the Polish patriots,
even in exile, love their fatherland. Remember
that agitation is the surest method to redress
grievauces, and that

Better to bleed for an age before Liberty'* shrine
Timn bleep nut one moment in chain*.

Poland, which has been erased Irom the list oZ
nations, contained 16,ooo,ooo of inhabitants. Its
boundaries extended irom the Hospborus to the
Danube aud from the Euxlne to the Baltic. Prussia,Moravia, Bohemia, Hungary, Knrland and
Livonia are ah remnants oi Poland's several kingdoms.I need not call to the recollection of this
audience the bitter and burning wrongs imposed
upon Poland by Its ruthless oppressors. Tou know
too well its history and character. (Cheers.)

SUFFOCATED BY GASOLINE
Horrible Death of Watchman at the

Newport Torpedo Station.
Newport, r. l, Jan. 22, 1874.

The first fatal accident since the inauguration
of the Newport torpedo station occurred on the
Island at an early hour this morning. Patrick
Crimmlns, day watchman, and an attendant at
the officers' quarters, was fonnd suffocated
in the gasoline vault, used for supplying gas to
the officers' houses. It was noticed as the boat
left the Island with the workmen that be wu not
on board, but little was thought of this. However,
as the evening passed away and he di<i not make
his appearance at home, hit wife became alarmed
and communicated her fears to others.

Trial of a Virginia DaeIIlet ftor Murder.

Richmond, Jan. 32, 1874.
The trial of W. Page Mccarty, charged with tha

murder of John B. Mordecal, which oommonoed
yesterday, was resumed this morning. After
summoning 186 persons the panel of sixteen was
completed, from which a jury of twelve was
selected and Bworn in. Tho case was then opened
by the prosecution and Is now progressing. This
is the famous duelling case wliloh occurred last
May, in which one of tlie principals was killed and
the other seriously wounded. The survivor,
McCarty, is still suffering irom the wound and
moves about on crutches. Much interest prevails,
both the principals being highly connected. The
court room la crowded.
