Before Justices KilUretti, Murray and Flaramer.
Tlie important case In this court yesterday, and

(be bearing of which occupied several hours, was
tbe complaint brought against Mr. Richard Johnsonand Miss Kate Coffee, charging them with
keeping a disorderly house. There was a large
crowd In attendance, as It was known not
only that tbe constitutionality of the act under
-which tbe present police magistrates holding
tbe Court oi Special Sessions were appointed, would
lie brought in question, and that Mayor iiavemeyerand Colonel Pinckne.v, Clerk of the Board
«I Aldermen and Supervisors, together with the
prlrate secretary of the Mayor, bud been subpoenaedto give their testimony in the case. The
defendants were represented oy Mr. William F.
Howe, who, on the case being caiied, interposed a
plea contesting tbe right of the Court, as at presentconstituted, to take cognizance of tbe matter.
Some discussion ensued as to the non-appearance
of Mr. Johnson, which Mr. Howe showed wjs
covered uy authority irom this deiendant to representhim.

Mr. Howe proeeede 1 to read the plea in question,
which set lorth that the act under winch the police
magistrates now holding tile Court of special Sessionsof tins county was unconstitutional, and,
therelore, that they ttad no jurisdiction in the
present case.

It seems to me,'" snld Justice Kilbreth to Mr.
Howe, "that you are trilling with the court. There
liave been already several adjournments oi tlus
case, and now you bring lorward a question as to
the jurisdiction oi tbe court in this matter."

"1 nave not oeen trifling wrn the court.'' respondedMr. iluwe, "but simply interpose what I
consider a just and equitable defence. I do not
think this Court.an'l I say it with ail deference.a
legally constituted one, and. therelore, must
noiemnly protect against its passing judgment on
this cane, i therelore !nsi«t that the present
plea be accepted as a bar to furttier proceedings in
tbe matter.
"The plea is overruled," observed .Tnsrtice Kiltireth,and the Justice proceeded to recount tlie

frequent adjournments of tue case and the iinal
understanding that it would go on Mien.

"I am ready lor trial at once." remarked Mr.
jlowe; and he on his side proceeded to show, as
claimed, that there had been no trifling with the
Court, ant' u° ,ja<1 faith, as the Court insisted there
liad ueen, but sunplv the interposition of u plea
which, as counsel, he considered luoiseli fully justifiedin making oa behalf o: his caeut.
Mr. Howe quoted extensively :rom the statutes,

legal exaction of the Excise statutes. It happensthat about a mouth ago fresh orders
were issued by the Police Commissioners
directing that the Liquor law must be strenuously
carried out to the spirit and letter on Sundays.
The first Sunday the behests of the authorities
were complied with, alter a tashion.that is to say,
a tew of the saloons remained closed, occasioning
much inconvenience by requiring a little circumspectlonon the part 01 those who desired to break
the commandment. The lollowiug sabbath the

If but naif
an hour more were given thev could accouip'i sh
the clearance business. The custom oi locking
proprietors up in tue cells trom Saturday night
until Sunday morning was an injustice to them,
they contended, as the police knew them to be re(sponsible men, wuo could be relied upon to put in
an appearance at Court at any time, without being
compelled to undergo the indignity of incarcera-
tion in a prison cell The Commissioners listened
patiently to the complaint of the lager beer men,
and President Jourdan promised to irive the sub-
ject a favorable consideration and make known to
tnem his decision in a lew days.

Lcftnrr Before tit* Workingmen'i 1-y-
(cum on the Expediency of Political
Action Among the Trades.
At & meeting or the Workingmen's Lyceum, at

their room* In Cooper institute, hut evening, J.
W. K. Hill presiding, a lecture watt delivered t»y
Mr. C. 08iiorne Ward on "The Expediency of PoliticalAction by tlie Trade Unions."
The speaker started on the principle tlut no

form ol political democracy as we Una it can make
the people happy. We want an industrial form of
government. He then went on to show the differencebetween monarchical government and our
own. The former was a ring; the latter was a ring
oi rings. The greaf. question in our caBe wa# how
to break up these rings, which were the result of
the contract system. Ail the Industries of the
world were comlucred under this system,
and hence the corruption and lojbyism which
reitrned supreme. And it was the indnstrial
classes that were the cause of thi9 corruption, for
they allowed themselves to be used just as it

pleased their rulers. The working classes were

kept divided; one half was forced to starve in
oraer that the other hair might be held in check.
Had we fitting representatives in our Legislature
this could not happen, but precisely here comes in
the auestion of the day. It was true that our rov-
eminent was the best in the world, but still
among all the departments at Washington it was
noticeable that we had not a Department of
Labor, with its bureau of industrial affairs. Tbe
speaker then went on to show bow monopolists
ruled the working classes, taking the instance of
the railroad monopoly, and showing what a differencethere would be 111 the cost of transportation
11 tne people had control of the railroads, whicii
they really owned. That difference would be over
five hundred percent 111 the people's favor. There
lay the cause of the present panic. There
were in this country 70,000 lineal miles oi
railroad, the profit ironi which was $M0,OOO,OOO,
an annual income sufficient to pay the national
debt within twelve years. There were now being
constructed an additional 40,000 mllea of road, on
the railroads ot the country there were 4tt0,000
men employed at a wage ol $2 26 a day, and
every man of them, of course, voted in the railroadinterest. These railroads were run and
manipulated by twenty meu. In the government of
tne country uoo.ooo ofllce-holdtra controlled us,
having under them 1,500,000 employes, including
the army and navy.neither of which he believed
should be in existence in any country. The governmentmonopoly was better than the railroad
monopoly, just in so much as It was better to have
the 300 rulers than twenty. The whole people
should be the rulers, and tbe workiuginen
would eventually become educated up to
tms fart, so that they, and not a
few monopolists, should be the rulers.
All should be included in the King. The tendency
o! government w as that it should do as the people
willed, but the trouble wag that the people were
wheedled into consenting to a position which they
should pronouuee against. Theuce the necessity
of uuited action; that all should unite in securing
universal co-operation in governing and beiug gov-
erued. It was true that this could not be brought
about at once; but by keeping before their niiuds
the motto ol "unconditional emancipation," as
I'liillips and (larnson did in the cause 01 the
.Southern slaves, the workingmeu would eventuallybecome disenthralled. In concluding the
speaker alluded to the grants of laud and money
which me rauroau miik» uuu ictoicu

mem, and. while lie was glad tliat workingmen
should hold lngli places in the legislative halls ami
elsewhere, he was also glad that their hau<ls
should uever have known the soil which monopolyhad put upon the hands of all purchased
legislators aud office-holders.
A lew remarks were made by others on the subjectmatter of the lecture, oue speaker urging the

trade unions to endeavor to ascertain the total
number oi men now out of employment in this
city, with a view to having accurate data to lay
beiore the Legislature.
A resolution, which had been lying on the table

since a previous meeting, was takeu up at the
business portion of last evening's session, concerningthe sending of delegates to the meeting ot the
Central (Jnion, next Saturday evening, in Masonic
llall. The ie<oiutioh was adopted and Messrs.

THE DEATH IN A RUSSIAN BATH.
A. Fainting Fit tlie Cause.Pearl Studs

Missing.
Coroner Woltman yesterday held an Inquest in

the case of Mr. William J. w llcox, the wealthy gentlemen,who died in the bathing establishment of
Mr. Gibson, corner or Thirteenth street aud Broadway,on Friday afternoon, as previously reported in
the Hkkald. The evidence showed that Mr. Wilcox
had been in the habit of taking Russian baths
at that place, and never complained or reeling bad
till Friday, when he told the attendant that he
leit a pain in his chest, and thought a little steam
would do liim good. After leaving the bath Mr."
Wilcox dressed himself and complained again of
lei ling bad and sat down on a soia^n the parlor,
and subsequently was louud prostrate and in an
insensible condition, previous to which, however,
lie had sent tor some hot gin. Dr. Parker was
called, but couia render no assistance, ana ueaiu
en*ued shortly aitevwards. A policeman was
called, who sent for one or two Other odicers, who
came with a stretcher and carried ttie body to the
Mercer street ponce station. At tnat time deceasedhad two or three pearl studs in the bosom
01 his shirt. Thomas Gorer, one or the officers in
charge of the body, it is said, removed two pearl
studs from his shirt wnile in the station house yard
and handed them u> Sergeant Day, then in charge
or the station. It is alleged that deceased wore three
pearl studs, each worth about #75, and they have
not been accounted for: but sei'Keant Day most
probably cau satisfactorily explain the matter.
There was some evidence before the jury that the
police did not handle the body ol Mr. Wilcox with
that tender care which might be expected ol them.

PDST-MOKTEM EXAMINATION.
Professor Janeway, .Stephen J. Clark, of West

Houston street, at.d other medical gentlemen,
made an aulopsy on the body, but louud that deceasedhad no organic disease, and, in their opinion,death resulted ironi syncope. The case was
