In many of these
countries time was required to be givem these
children for relaxation, and in some they were for-
bidden to take their meals in the faclory rooms,
Many aots were quoted secaring the sanitary con-
ditlon of shese children and guarding them
agalnst exposure to machinery. Mr, Brace aiso
m a briel account of the legldlation in New Eng-
, and n#pemd eirnestly to the commitiee
not to let New York, with her vast muitirude of
factory children, be behindhand in this homane
and enlightened legisiation.

Mr. C. E. Whitehead, counsel for the soclety,
wio had drawn u; the bill, represented to the
committee that this act inclu three important
points—First, the entire exclusion of children
under ten years of age from [actories; second, the
limitiog of the hours of labor to alxty in the week;

4 the regu from each child either a
three months' day school or slx montha' n:gnt
schooling in the year. In case of the support [
famtly depending on minors, on permission of the
Overseers of the T a0 excepiion may be made
with such ehildren.

Other minor provisions were included designed
to support these, as well as some relasing to the
sanitary eondition of factories and the protection
of children from machinery. Mr. Whitehead urged
these humane provisions in an impressive address,

The following ia the substance of the argument
to be presented by Mr, Abbott in defence of his
claim to retain his seat @s Senator for the Tenth
district, as it will appear in the Argus to-morrow
moroing :—

The facts In relation to the above case are that,
admitting tnal the returns from the Secood dis-
trict of Fallsburg should have been canvassed by
the Board of County Csnvsssers, yet, when taken
in conpection with the evidence in relation to the
returns from the Second district of Forrest-

burg, sald retnros would not ve changed
the resuit nor deprived Mr. Abboit  of
his wseat. 1t s not denied but that
one of the Inspectors of the Hecond Election

district of Forrestburg took from the hands ol the

upervisor of that town the returns for that dis
trict and reduced the number ol votes first re-
parted as having been“cast for Mr. Abvott from
seventy-eight to twenty-eight, in order that the
votes cast for Senator suouid taliy with the entire
number of votes cast, and that a atatement of that
iact was made by suld Sa 180t before the Board
of County Canvassers and was the principal rea-
son why sald revurns were not can and dig-
allowed as belng rraudulent and void.
