HERALD representative called on hum yesterday
and in the course of a conversation gained uhe
following patlculara of the Colonel's life. When
the war broke out he was but a merc boy, & law
student in Bayamo, his native city.

Actlon of the New Jersey Legislature.
TRENTON, N. J., Feb, 2, 1874

A blll, containing twenty-seven sectlons, waa
this evening Introduced a8 & supplement
to the charter of Jersey City in the
Assembly by Mr. Washburn. It concentrates
nearly all the powers of the municipal govern
ment in the Boards of Police Commissioners and
Finance, and divests the Mayor of the little power
he nmow possesses. It reduces the salaries of aly
officlals by about $70,000, and fixea the Mayor's
salary at $2,000 per anunum, the City Comptroller's
at 3,000, the Collector's, $4,000; the City Ulerk's,
$4,000, Iy reduces he suluries o1 police-
men  $100  each, and  provides for one
captain and lour sergeants in  each police
precinet,  The sirengtu of the force |8 hmited to
160 men. The Board of Works will be componed
of 81X persons, one from each Aldermanic discricts
The Board of Finance will consist of five persons,
to be appointed by the Board of Aldermen. The
bill abolishes the olice ol registrar and appuints &
city anditor,

In the senate Mr. McPhergon introduced another

supplement o the charter ol Jersey City. It pro=
vides that the HMayor shali be elected for
two years, and nn  executive board 1o be

compused of 8ix comuissivners of police, one
Jomunsioner of the Fire Department ana vne of
Public Works. They ure Lo be nominated by the
Mayor amd confirmed by the Boara of Aldermen.
Thelr term ol oiflee wili be two years and their
salnry $4,000 cach, ‘I'he Mayor1s to be presiding
oftleer, but to bave no vote.
