THE WHISKEY WAR.

Ohio Ladies Praying and S8ing-
ing Down Rumsellers.

RETALIATIONS AND INJUNCTIONS

Boston Hotels Raided On by Pro-
hibition Officials,

EEVOLVERS DRAWN BY THE POLICE.

CiveiNNaTi, Oblo, Feb, 4, 1874,

The women's whickey war showsd no signa of
abatement. At Franklin, Warren county, the
siege of the Auloons 18 kept up withoul intermis-
slon,  On comipencing thelr work for 1nst week
the ladles directed nearly all their efforts against
one saloon, Kept by a Mr, Weuber, Nobly and
bravely did they stick to their post from early
dawn to late ot night, watching and praying in
front of the ealoon—he would not allow them In-
slde—from Monday unill Saturday evening.
Webper was summoned on Saturday afternoon to
appear before a justice to answer the charge of
selling 1o minors. He uasked his case to be post-
poned untll Tuesday of this week and started
out to get ball, but when he returned and found
that another charge had been made agatnst him,
and that they were ready to follow that one with
stiil others, he came 1o time and signed the pledge
never to engage in the business again in the
place, The eommittee then presented the pledge
to & Mr. Spader, who also slyned. After signing
the pledge Webber opened his doors and invited
the ladies 1n, and they had & general prayer and
pralse meeting, None seemed to enjoy it much
more than he did, shuking hands with the women
who had prayed so fervently for him durtug the
week, and he seemed happy that be had taken the
Btep at last. Ouly two saloons and one drug store

remain whieh have not compliea with the condi-
tions of the pledge. These, of course, will receive
all attention possible now.

AN INJUNCTION AGAINST PRAYING AND SINGING.

At Hillsboro, Highland county, the elghty-three
ladies who oceupled the tabernacle o front of
Dunn’'s drug store have removed their shanty and
suspended operations, on account of having been
served with an injunction from Judge Safford. The

¢ same, whother plank or canvas and you are each
and all hereby restrained and enjoined (rom re-erecting
or replacing the sald structure or any similar stroeture
in said locality, or upon said street, to the annoyance of
the said W, IL M. Duun.  Ang itis rorther ordered that
you, the said defendants, each and all of you, ure herehy
enjoined and restraloed rom singing, praying, exhorung
or making a nowse and disturbanee ru Iront of sakl drug
#tore of suid W. H. H, Dunn or on the sidewalk or on the
steps thercol, or 1 the victnity therept, to his nnuoy-
ance, or from frespassing in or upon his said premises, or
in any munoer (nterrapting his =aid business, and this
you will in nowlse oinit, under the penalty of the law,

The injunction will soon be argued before Juldge
Steele. The services of M, J. Williameg, of Wash-
ington Court House; Judge Matthews and Jumes
1. Thompaon, of Hillsboro, have been retained to
argue the case lor the defendants, Several promi-
nent Cincinnatl lawyers have also offered their
services to the ladies. Messrs, Sloan, Berson, Cols
lins and Parker are retained by Mr, Dunn. .fuuge
Safford, whose term of olice expires next Satur-
day, will also be retained for the prosecution, The
fight promises to be an extremely lvely one,

TEN THOUSAND DOLLARS DAMAGES CLAIMED,

Unampagnes, foreign wines,
common  llguors and uwles  were ail
confiscated  In one  common lok  Some
ol the wines, ol rare brands, hiw been on hand or
upwards of (ifteen or twenty years; and o see
tiem 80 suddenly tuken, without compensation,
must have been very disheartening. The work of
rewoval occupted about three hours, and the value
ol the goods taken 18 roughly estimated at sbhout
$12000. The ofllcers made o clear sweep ol every-
thing, and, 10 one instance, wrested Irom o colored
wilter a bottle of Behreider, which le was taalng
1o & gentieman in the diniug hall,

THE NEWS OF THE BAID
was rapldly disseminated through that section
of the city in which the hotel (8 situated, and in
the coorge of an hour thousands of people guthered
in the vicinity. The excirement ran high, and the
sliugions to the ofticers enga, 1 the contlsca-
tlon were more forcible than elegant. Indignation
seemed to animate the body and soul of every one,
and the floous of indignant epithets, groans,
lugses and other unoustaksble evidences of dis-

approbation on  the part of the crowd
were loud and numerous, One man was
80 nnwise B8 to allow hs feelings to

get the better of his judgment, and he went for
one of the ofMicers io o most fierce and determined
manner. His action at one time threatened to en-
con others apd an antli-rum riot was momen-
tarily lmminent.  Sympathlzers crowded aronnd
and shoated loud words of encouragment, and
snowbulls and pleces of tee were hurled (n abun-
aance at the heads of the oflcers. Appreciating
the situation and acting with prudent prompLoess,
THE OFFICERS DREW THEIR REVOLVERS
and this proceeding momentarily intimidated the
cerowid, and the leading offender and assallant was
borne in triumph to the Tombs in Coumt squure.
Bejore resuming the work of confiscation an
adaitional force of offleers cume upon the ground
t0 grapple with any further resistance that might
be made. There were no lorcible demonstrations,
but tne mukitude suill Kept up its tirade ol words.
When the work of removal was completed some
tellows, who are evidently hosille to the proulbi-
tory law, obtained access 10 the rool of some
bulldings adjacent to the hotel and tumbled a
lew hundred pounds of snow down upoen the
heads of the tndustrious constables, The crowd
laughed and the otMcers themselves thought it wus
discretion to take the matter as a joke. It was
dark before the conflscated lignors were all taken
away, and a8 the last team drove out of the ave-
uue there drove up another from Wiliams' whole-
suale store with a supply suficient for the present
emergency, and this evening the baris open and
doing business 48 usual.
THE RAID ON THE TREMONT HOUSE.

At about the same bour that Mr, Young's house
wias being ralded on another squad of ofticers was
oceupled in going through the Tremont House.
Avout §5,000 worth of stock was taken Irom here,
Including nearly everything on baud. The ma-
Jority o1 the goods seized consisted of cholce wines,
ihe quuntity of common Hguors in store being
unnsually light, The time occupled in contiseation
and transporting Awuy wWas about an hour, and
during this brief period o crowd of several thou-
sund collected 1n the vicinity. Thewr demonstra-
tions were mostly of the same kind as at Young's,
but not 80 vielent or J.vrulansell. As s00m a8 the
wholesale dealers could send up another supply of
beverages the bar was opened again, snd busingss
18 proceeding this evening as before.

THE HAUL AT THE SHERMAN HOUSE.

The Sherman Honse, in Court square, did not es-
cape attention; but the pluck and coursge of Unp-
tain Hull, the proprietor, prevented the oficers
from making & clean sweep of the prennses. ‘Ihey
cleancd out the barroom of about $M0 worth of
Virous common lignors, and while thua engaged
Mr. Hull logked up the other apartments where he
bad liquors stored,

“Give ud the keys," demanded the constables.

“No, sir,” replied the Captain. “If yon moe mn
there you have got to break tn the door. Il you do
that von do Lt ut your peril.’

The oncer went up to Pemberton square and
consulted with lus chlef, and the lutter advised
the subordinate to use nv violence. The warrant
umder which the seisure was made permitted a

seardh of the entire premises, and autborized the |

brewkiug iu of doors if necessary ; but the fears of
@ rlot prevented the exercise ol full powerds. At
the Sherman House, 8 at Young's and the Tre-
mont, business i3 resumned this evening.

PUBLIC FEELING,

As before intimated the feeling in the commu.
nity is one o! anger—not at the officers, perhaps,
but at the law which authorizes their proceedings.
The events of the alternoon are, of course, the
chief topics of conversation everywhere, and
among the other hotel proprietors and saloon
Keepers there are serious doubts about the iuture
moveéwments of the officiais. One of them informed
the HERALD reporter this afternoon that the law
was to be enlorced impartially and indiscrimi-
nutel{‘, and that the proprietors of the big hotels
would soon find it out.

“We don't eare for public opinion or newsna-
pers,” e added, with an emuphatie oath. **We are
wund to keep up the war until we kill the rum
business In Boston,™

The ¢ases of Young's and the Tremont are the
first instances where any leading hotels have
ever been  thoroughly cleared out of
terdicted bevernges, On one or two previous oc-
