A discussion on a bill making more stringent

regulations In regard to county treasurers monopolizedttie chief share or attention In the Assemblythis morning. It appeared to have more than
rdiaarr interest for the rural members. The."

county treasurer is somebody In his county. To
the rural mind he occupies a position which coin-:
mands, in the words of Dr. Johnson, "the potmtiaiityof growing rich beyond the dreams of
avarice." No rural member of Assembly can

afford to despise a question affecting an office
which is held In snch tender esteem by
his constituents. The message of GovernorDut drew' attention to what was

a virtual robbery or me Sinking Fund in

applving the moneys belonging to It to anticipate
legislative appropriations. Comptroller Hopkins
In a late communication to the Governor explainedthe principal cause that led to the depletionof the Sinking Fund to tne extent of I"
$11,000,000, and he dwelt particularly on the fart
that the county treasurers were, as a rule, ad-
dieted to the questionable habit of lending the

people's money collected in taxes to hanks, at a

rate which made quite a respectable Item in the

income of trie treasurers, a case was cueu wiiere

a treasurer, to whom |loo,ooo in taxes had been

paid, lent the same to a bank at seven

per cent, and, by furnishing plausible excasesfrom time to tune to the Mate

Treasurer, contrived to stave off the

payment into the State Treasurr of this amount

for fully a year. The unmethodical, lax and, in

many instances, dishonest ways of collecting and

accounting for the Mate taxes, together with the

equally irregular and dishonest practices of misappropriatingthe money of the Sinking Fund
vouid very soon bankrupt the State Treasury.
County treasurers have Deen In the habit of applyingthe public money to their own special uses,
trusting to be able to restore what they misapproprintedbefore getting into trouble.

$2,000,000 are to be spent now without any immediateutility and in an eleemosynary sense,
$6,000,000 may be asked next year, and in tne far
latnre, wnen the poor of New York are more
numerous than they are now, we shall touch the
confines of Communism.

OBITUARY.
Jules Mlchelet, the Historian.

By cable irotu Europe comes the announcement
or the death of M. Jules Mlchelet. the historian, in

the seveiity-slxth year or his age.
Jules Michclet was born at Paris on the 2lst of

August, 17'js. As a pupil he devoted himself, with
brilliant success, to historical studies. He became
a public teacher, and was, in 1821, alter a sharp
competition, called to a chair in the College Sum tenants,where he taught the ancient languages and
philosophy until 1820. During these yearn, and,
indeed, from childhood, Michelet mixed freely
with the people of Paris. He has himself said that
he was born, like a weed without sun, on the
streets of Paris. His ancestors were peasants
and shopkeepers beiore the devolution. His
grandfather was a music master in the country.His father was employed as a printer of
Assignats.the paper money of the revolution.
Michelet, the lather, set up a little printing office,
within the walls of what had been a church. Here,
Jules Michelet nrst drew breath. In lniancy, his
eyes looked upon the tall windows and the long
aisle, and the Gothic arches of what had been a

temple for the worship of God. In the nave
of the old church was his lather's printing
press.not long worked.lor, when Bonaparte
came into power, one of his first measures was to

put down a great number of small newspapers.Ten years later, duriug the midst of the

Imperial rule, Napoleon limited the nnmber
of printing offices.limiting Paris to so few as

sixty. Among those cut off was M. Michelet's.
The son was then only twelve years old. The two
books which most interested him alter he could
reau, were the "Heathen Mythology," and the
"Imitation de Jesus Christ," that most remarkable
book, written by Thomas A'Kempis, early In the
fifteenth century. Between '.heso two books, as

between the old and the new myth which they severallyrepresented, the youth's mind was completelyexercised. There is no donbt that these
works greatly influenced bis heart and tended to

. Xorni bis juoturestpie style. The parental Idea W&i

but took to verse making very kindly. Very

None
other would suit Micheiet, who had once been, in
his youth o. poverty and care, a regular gamin de
Parts. He constructed and published in 1826 an
octavo volume cuntainlog a comprehensive table
of modern chronology, and also in a quarto volume
a sychronieai table of modern history. In 1827 appearedhis Precis or Modern History. He
adopted and extended the new principle or
Jean Kapnsta Vico, touching the philosophy of
history, and translated Vico's "Scienza Kuova,"
which nrst enunciated those views. Condorcet aud
Moutesquieu had previously adopted these prtuIcipies. In 1827 Micheiet was appointed Maitre des
Conferences in the Normal Scnooi of Paris. The
lively, instructive and original spirit of his
lectures drew crowds of young men. The
Kevoiution oi 1830 took place and Micheiet was
placed w charge of the national archives. Boon
alter, in his-thirty-fourth year, he was selected by
liulzot, whose political pursuits encroached on his
professional duties, to act as his substitute and
continue his lectures on history Ui the P'acu.ty of
Literature at Par a.
(Now began the affluent rapidity of Michelet's

authorship, in 1831 an "introduction to Universal
History," and his "Koraan History," believed oy
many to be his chej-d'iruvre ; in 1833, " 1 he Precis
of French History to the Revolution," which was
the introduction 10 his "History oi Prance." Early
in 1833 Michelet was decorated with the cross ol
the Legion or Honor. Boon after was published
"Memoirs of Luther." In this book, without reserve,he gave the private lite of the great religious
reformer, exhibiting its worst traits, anu particularlydenouncing and exposing Luther's marriage
with * atharine de Bonren aud its motives.
In 1837 Micnelet published "Origin or the
P'rench Law" to be found in the symbols and formula:of the universal law. lb the following year he
was elected, as successor to Daunou, to tne Chair
oi Morals and History, in the college de Prance,
and at the same time was admitted to the Academyof Mora! and Political Sciences, occupying tne
chair of Count Keinbard. lhus, before be had
reached his fortieth year, Jules Michelet bad obtaineda very high position.the proiessorship,
fellowship in the Academy aud cross of the Legion
of Honor.making a total ol great distinction,
ills place as a man of letters was high, be resolvedto enter into a new path. Like the Greek,
he wauted to conquer other worlds.
Scarcely was he seated in his professor's chair

in the College of Pans tuan he commenced a crusadeagaiust the Jesuits.a crusade which he continuedon the .Spanish principle o! "war to the
knife." He attacked the Jesuits in his lectures on
morals and history. He praised their institutions
in general to make more pointed his denunciation
of the details of their constitution and action. He
treated the Jesuits as U he had them beiore him,
present as well as past, only iu a history. Kany
in 1842, when these lectures were drawing great
crowds, he attacked the Jesuits for naving. he
said, sent young saints from the College of Prance
to stifle his words with murmurs and salute them
with hisses. In 1843 he visited Switzerland and was
nearly persuaded, at the convocation ol Lutheran
Ministers In Geneva, to become a Protestant. At
the close of that year appeared his work "lies
Jesuites," consisting of Ins own lectures, mingled
with those of M. Edgar ijuluet. In 1844 was publisheda work all his own. "Priests, Women and
Families," translations of wtiicb have been very
largely sold In America and Kngiand. In 184d,
While yet bis campaign against the Jesuits was in
progress, Michelet published "The People," a
boldly pbilosopnical book, crammed with the
broadest doctrines oi democracy. The daughters
ol Louis Philtipe, who were among the most
accomplished and amiable young women in
France, received their lessons In history
from Michelet. The Princess Clementina
was the pupil he most loved. Immediately
after the revolution of 1848, Michelet was reinistated in his professorship. He-stored to his pro!lessorship, Irotn which he had been ejected under
the Ministry of Guizot, Jules Michelet may be said
to have lairly beaten bis enemies, who were principallythe ciergv and their adherents. He conItinned his lectures In the College of France until
March, 1851, when the governmeut, annoyed at his
ultra-democratic principles, closed the course.
Michelet remonstrated, without effect, In the newspapers.After the coup d'-'tat of December, 1851,
he resigned his situation as Keeper of
the National Archives, declining to take the
reqnlred oath to support the new regime.
Boon after this sacrifice of position and
profit for conscience sake. Michelet, wno was a
widower, married a second time, and continued,
in retirement the composition and publication of
his works.chietlj his "History of France" (18331857;,and his "Historv of the French Revolution"
(1847-1863). He amused hlmseli, philosopher
though be was, with writing what he called symbolicalpoetry, L'oiseau. published in 186«, and
VInsects, to 1857, both of which have gone into
numerous editions. He also wrote several reports
of the Academy of Science in Parle, articles In the
Hemis ties 0WS Months, in the Kncvclopedie ties
dens tlti Monde and in other publications. Like
most other men ol ability who have taken pen In
hanrl Michelet haa written a irreat deal
it u Lnowa that M. Mtchelct married a jonng

wife in tile old age, and that hie work "La Femme"
la to a great extent made np of the result* of his
experience of married lile. Mine. Mlcbelet
made her cU'but as an authoress. Hne was a governess,and for aome time Uved In that capacity
with the family 01 Prince Cantacuzeno at Kncharest.
Daring some years past Mlcbelet has lived In retirement.
Hippoilte 0a*telle, French biographer orVlchelet,

gives a favorable view of him, and respects him
lor his great regard for pomilar rights, and for his
great sympathy with angering nnmanlty In all
ranks and classes. Another estimate by M.
(I. Vapereau, In the Dictlonnair* Untrerspl (Utt Contemporaina,places Mtchelet on a far more lofty
pedestal, and says that be la a historian of tti«
philosophical school; toat, to hfa eyes, the individnalis nothing, and the mnKltode all.their movement*conaututing the lawa of hlatory.
