THE ROYAL PARTY ON THE JOURNEY.

It happened that I travelled on the same traln
from Lierlin to the Rosslan frontier with the Prince
of Wales and his party, for whoge use had been set
aside one of those commodious saloon carriages, a
pombination of drawing room and sleeplng car,
walch the enterprise of Colonel Mann, an
American gentleman, haa recently wntroduced on
the raliways of continental Europe. The slght at
the Ostbahn, or Eastern depot, at Berlin was
eminently comic. The place was thronged with
English flunkeys, the “Jeameses” whom Thackeray
has immortalized, and who, in thelr long over-
coats reaching to their beels, their cockade-bearing
Btovepipe hats, and with thelr flurry, their
sell-importance and thelr impossibility of
making themselves understood, looked thoroughly
out of place.

the crowd of bustling travellers, habited in every
variety of costume, and amoug whom were to be
found English newspaper correspondents, German
merchants, Polish Jews, In long, greasy gabar-
dines, and two or three pretty French women.

The royal party at once
passed from the German to the Russlan cars, and
then an indescribable scene of confusion took
placo, In which the DBritish flunkeys agaiu came to
great grief, belng surrounded and hustled by great
hairy Moujiks, in long sheepskins, who, at the word
of command, fung tuemselves upon the baggage

and occupied themselves with it transport, push.
ing aside the English footmen who endeavored to
interfere, and uttering what seemed to be Irightfal
lapguage.

Meeting of the Commissioners—Report
of the Arvchitect—=Discusmsion and Action

The Commission appolnted by the Legisiature te
superintend the erection of a new ¢ty prison met
yesterday alternoon in the Mayor's office. All the
members were present, Mayor Havemeyer presid-
Ing; Comptreller €reen anu Presidemt Vance eof
the Board of Aldermen.

The minutes of the previous two sessrons of the
Commisaion were read and approved.

The Comptroller stated that Mr. Calvert Vanx,
Who Das been selected as the architect of the new
city prison, wa8 not present on account of sick-
ness, bul was represented by Mr, Withera,

That gentleman bad strewn upon the foor & plan
of the new Bridewell, and also 08 it will appear
whenever it may be completed,

Mr. Morrison, Clerk to the Hoard, read the re-
port of the persons selected to examine the Tomba
and see whether it is feasible to rebuild it so as
to meet the exigencies of the times.

A GREAT DAY FOR THE COCK FIGHTERS.

Thirty-seven Coek Fighters Arraigned at Bpeeial
Bessions—Fined $20 Each—Bergh's Great
Bpeech Interrupted by the Crowing of
Ons of the Captured Game Cocks.

) ‘At an early homr yesterday morning Captain
Clinchy and some nine or ten of Lis ofMicers
usbered into the Tombs Polige Court about thirey-
Beved men who were charged with being present
Bl 8 cocK ight at 122 Mott street, and were ar-
rested there about one o'clock yesterday morning.
They were a promiscuous and a motiey crowd, but
they took their ymprisonment good naturedly.
Counsellor Edmund J, Price appeared on their be-
haif and demanded an immedigte examination,

Judge Bixby, hefore whom they were arraigned,
offered them the cholee of belng tried yesterday
or Thursday before the Court of Special Sesalons,
The cock fighters, en masse, asked to be tried yes-
teraay. John Mulholland, the alleged proprietor
of the place, 122 Mott street, was bailed in §500 by
Patrick Campbell, and the rest were immediately
brought before Juuges Sherwood, Otterbourg and
Murray at Special Sessions.

The court room was crowded with the friends of
the prisoners and sympathizers, and when the
whole crowd were placed behind the raily andar-
ralgned al the bar the benches were filled with
peering, anxious faces.
