WHAT SUPERINTENDENT BAR-
NARD SAYS.

In an interview with William F. Baroard, Saper-
intendent of the Five Pointa House ol Industry, he
expressed himaell a8 being strongly opposed to
relleving the poor through the medium of soup
Vitchens, and sabd :—

“1 do not belleve that the public aoup kitchens
will be productive of auy good. They will foster
loaferism and pauperism, aid will only be resorted
to by those who will find in them & ready method
to shirk the necessity of working tor a livelinood."

“‘But do you not believe there I8 a large ciass ol
people 1n the city at present who are respectable

80 general a8 tolst

“[ do pot thick that such s class will redors to
the soup kitchems and ipcur the publicity of its
poverty in such & manner. That (here (8 a great
deal of saffering in the Qity—more than nsual In
yesrs gone by—I1 am hardly prepared to deny; but

charitable institutions whidh are in existence lor
specific purposes of relief to the neely. To go out-
slde of these Institotions Lo relleve the poor I
belleve to be unwise, for the reason that you will
belp a class which ts not deserving of 1t."

“You would not, however, refuse w give foon to
a human belng who was starving, even though be |
did not deserve it

“No, I should not; but I should establish restric-
tions. [ would not allow sach a belng to come
three times a day and expect each time a bowl of
soup. Ishould not continually help those whom I
found would not help themselves. In this institu-
tion we feed and lodge 267 chudren and some 1orty-
aine women (the latter do the work of the house) ;
but we have a city misgionary who visits all cases
and first finds oat Uf they are really as they repre-
sentthemseives to be.  Without such a system we
Bhould find our charity going to those who were
gqnite undeserving of it. We put uo conditions and
