THE EVOLUTION OF THE SOLAR SYSTEM.

The learned Blanops Beverwdge, Dom Masgsuet and
others rejected this transposition, advocated by

LEARNED OPINIONS,

Dr. Beveridge says:—*“For in forty hours who
could doubt the fact that the day must be joined
with the nighw. For some thought they ought wo
fast one day, others two, others more, and some
extended this tast vo lorty days. They measured
their day by comprising the hours both of the night
and day ; and this variety among those that observe
the last uid not begin iuour age, but long helore us
RMong our ancestors, many of whom, probably nog
being very exact in thelr observance, hauded
down to Puut.erny the customi as it had been
through simplicity or private laocy, introduced
smoug them.”
