The recital of the agonies
of starvation, given below, are as painful to write

bs they are to read. But It will be seen by the

numerous responses that we have published that

this is the most effectual way yet discovered of

promptly reaching out the helping hand to the

poor and afflicted.

A STOEY OF POVERTY AS SEEN
BY TWO LADIES.

On Friday, February 13, and Saturday, February
14, two ladles of means and social position, being
alike of a charitable disposition and of an enterprisingturn of mind, desirous of investigating for

themselves the real condition of tne poor of New
York and of taking the proper steps to ameliorate

their condition, visited in person several of the
*- -«,o ,nnn rnnvinreri themselves that

poorer w»iu»

tfar from the misery ana destitution of the poor tie!
Aug exaggerated, it had really been underrated and
toned down" in its printed descriptions.
Heariug of these visits.this seir-imposed "tour

of Inspection".a representative of the Herald
tailed upon these ladies alter they had completed
'their observations, and obtained from their own

lips the story of their adventures and investigations,which story is herein given, and as far as

possible In their own language, as though the ladies

pwere amateur reporters for the Herald, thus presentingthe destitution of the poor, looked at from
a womanly point of view.a point of view of as

gnuoh interest as novelty. The two laoies first
visited some of the tenement houses in East Elev.
enth street.

I "Here," said tne elder of the ladies to. the
({ kald representative, "in No. 4<>J, in the rear

building, ground floor, we came across a family
consisting of a German named Gustav Hohnuecker,his wife and Ave children. The father of
this family is by trade a tinsmith, an industrious,
good workman, but who has been out of work for
four months and more. The mother does what she
can.which is nothing.and the children have been
eick with hunger and cold and exhaustion. He is

In debt to his landlord, but though he picks up an

odd fifty cents occasionally, he keeps this windfall
to bay bread for his children; whereat the landlordcomplains and says that all the fifty cents

ought to come to him. Gnstav's greatest wish,
After food and fire, is to be able to move from his

present room, which is horribly filthy and damp
and unhealthy. In the same house are a number
of other cases of poverty and misery; but as they
are also cases of dirt," said the ladies, "we Old
not.we could not.leei particularly Interested in

them.
TUB AGONIES OF SELF-KESI ECTING PACTERS.

"But ttie saddest sight we saw ou Friday morning,"continued the ladies, "was that presented m
two rooms on the rront of the top, or filth, story of
the tenement house No. 4d:l East Eleventh street,
occupied oy a Mrs. Susan McAuley, who Is by trade
an embroideress, and who lives with ner son, a

boy of eighteen years, and a daughter ol sixteen.

All three are at present 'oat of work.' as, 1q fact,
they have been, notwithstanding all their efforts
to procure employment, for the last seven months.
The first thing that impressed us," said tne lady
visitors, "was that we must have come to the

wrong place.that there could be but little poverty
there, as everything was so carefully and tidily
clean and so neatly arranged. On a little table lay
» scrupulously white shirt, partly Ironed; the
room, at that particular moment, was quite
warm. Over the mantelpiece were some family
pictures which had once been likenesses of the inmates.In one corner were a lew shelves and
fewer dtsnes. The floor was, of course, carpetless,
but dellciously clean; you could have eaten off
It. On a couple of old chairs m a corner was

placed a washtub, which she removed lor our accommodation,wiping as she did so the chairs (her
only ones, by the hyj with a cloth, the whitenessof which would have done credit to a Manchi.aaeii8.ie.She evidently believed that cleanliness
was next to godliness, and had not yet ceased to

respect herselr in ner surroundings. She was

none of your squalid, foul and filthy poor.
"We found the chief occnpant of this paradise of

cleanliness. Mrs. McAuley, engaged in an attempt
to iron tne shirt already alluded to. This gave us

our clew, and we thereupon opened tne conversa-
tlon by asking tier, -Do you take to washing?'

« 'No,' she replied, In a tone of subdued sadness,
'I am not able to do any washing. I was only tryingto do up a shirt that my son, who has been
Very sick, may look clean to go to the doctor.'

"one ot us then abruptly asked, 'Have yon felt
tne hard times V 'Indeed I have,' was her Instantreply. "I have been a widow for eleven
years, and in that time have struggled hard to
raise and educate my two children. I have been
an embroideress; I worked for years for four good
ladles, all of whom are dow dead. I would have
done washing, perhaps, hut my right arm, as you
see. Is deformed, anl has never grown any since 1
had a fall when I was a child, while my left arm
and shoulder Is drawn up with rheumatism.'
"She was indeed a pitatne object. She then contlnuedthe recital of her history, which is one of the

most wonderful stories of real liie which we have
over heard. On two occasions *he has been turned
out of her lodgings by landlords lor non-payment of
rent.literally Into the street, on these occasions
for several days and nights she and her children
had notnlng nut 1

The mother, leaving her two little ones in the
public squares, would go round seeking work or

begging bread all day, aDd then when the dark

"Finally Mrs. McAuley reached herpreaent quarters,where, lor a while, she struggled on, but dorlugthe last three weeks has been reduced to the
utmost misery, she tloally lost her reserve as she
talked with us, and told us with illustrations more

eloquentthau words uf her unutterable wretchedness.
"We had noticed that the room was comparatively

warm. Mrs. McAuley now explained this fact.
Home one in the house had given her a half pall
of coal, the only fuel sue had had for a week, and
the first use she had uiade of thus uuexpected Are
was to try to wash and iron her son's only shirt,
that he might see the doctor. Kut the fuel had
not lasted, the tire had gone out ami the snirt was
still but hall lroued. ^elf-respecting poor woman
that she was, she did not seem to imagine that It
was possible lor her son to visit a physician in a
dirty shirt.
"we noticed that neither in the front, room nor In

the back were tnere any signs ot beds or bed
covering, there being one thin comforter and a
straw mattress on a low iron cot. Mrs. MeAuicy
Had sacrificed her

bbdcovertno for mi rest.
fibe had pawned the pillowcases, two bedsteads,
three blankets and two sheets to keep a wretched
*ool over her head.had for the same purpose
parted with almost ail her own clothing, urnl now

suoh as it Is. on the boards lu the irout rootu.

"The son la a terrible object to look upon.a growingyouth with a natural appetite, but nothing to

more pitiable tnaa that of the aon. At the time of
our visit she lay

on the little Iron cot in the back room, which her
brother occupied at night, .-.he was a raihei pretty
blue-eyed g.rl, with Hue hair, but the palest, thinneat,most pinched lace in the world, and so weak
Iroin want ol lood that she was unable to apeak
above a whisper. She was literally starving.
"She was lying in lier petticoat, thin, but cleiD.

with a towel wrapped round her neck. She had
no dress to wear.her only other jioasesnions, a partiallyburned balmorai petticoat and a laded silk
skirt (given to her by souie benevolent ladies),
hanmug on the wall beside her. Nor had she any
shoes to wear. There were but three shoes to this
farailv or three.

"They had no food in the house, saving a small
bone ot c4dd roast beef, which had been given to
them; but although Mrs. MeAuley con leased that
this piece oi meat was very nice, yet she said that
It couid do (hem no good, as, said she, 'we are all

their stomachs being so onieebied by long fasting
as to be unable to retain lood. 'My son,' she continued,'is uot able to swullow anything but a
crump of sweet cake yesterday, while my daughter
has had nothing pass her mouth but a piece of
bread and a cup ol lea since Wednesday night
(It now Friday noon).' But what strucx us
mo.>t cm all," said the ladies, "was that, although the
daughter had a very soro finger.a finger whose
soreness was produced by loul, weak blood, arising
now au euieebled state ot the system.it was uot
poulticed. Askiug why it was not, we received
the simple answer.which under the circumstances
was uiore eloquent than volumes.'We did not
have bread enough iu the house to make a
poultice.'
"Among the other caseB we visited on Friday,"

said one of the ladies, "were several which strongly
unlisted our sympathies; but it was during our
tour on Saturday that we met the saddest aad
strongest cases.
"Among these latter were a Mr. Leopold Unger,

wile and iour little cuildren, 01 No. i'M Sixth street,
rear basement.a deep down, dark, damp den of a
baseraeut. lie once kept a restaurant, but now
is hnnseli iu want ol tuod. His lire lately lias been
a series of mislortunes. He has cut his head oadiy,
broken his leg three limes, then broke u s arm,
while his wlie 19 goiug blind. His cup of misery
has been brimful, and now cold and starvation
have been added to his own personal and lauuly
distress. His wife yearns lor meat, meat, meat,
wtuch she only tastes once a week or so, and then
only in the smallest quantities. The little girl,
seven years ola, does the washing, and the girl,
lour years old. does the uursiug, und they all do
the suiferlng," said the lady, parenthetically. "The
next lamtly we visited was that ol Mrs. Iburg. No.
122 blast Fourth street, in the rear, there are five
little children, and their mother is ft widow, she
canes seats for a living, but, alas lot late she has
had no seats to cane. For two years this interesting
family have been on the very verge ol starvation.
To use tne motner's words, her childreu have been

'hungry for two ykaks.'
"Then we saw a Mrs. Maker, 321 Kast Eleventh

street, down in the trout basmeent.a wet. cold,
deep, front basement.tuc walls all cracked aud
the door letting In all the wind, She has a
husband aud six children.the latter all
vmng and helpless, and the former out
of work for six months, and a filleted
with an incurable disease, which totally iucapacitateshim lor any heavy work. Tne man
aud the eldest child go out begging when they
can, and lrom the proceeds of this spasmodic alms-
asking me wuoie oi uie wreioueu 11111111; manage
to live.as no accent uian or woman woulu iiave
Ins or Her pet dog or cat live lor tlie world.a livingdeath, a misery indescribable. And yet this
miserable mother has a nursing baby.
"Then there is a Mrs. Mack, No. 33a East Eleventh

street, second story, iront room, rear house, first
house in the alley. She has a husband (crippled
lor two years with rheumatism) and six
children. The husband tries occasionally to sell
newspapers on Fourth street and Broadway: but
things have gone wrong of late, and now the
whole family are cold ana sick and faint from the
want or.iood. llod help them! And she, too, lias a
nursing baby. 'God knows I have only one thing
to wish for, and that's a coffin,' said poor Mrs.
Mack as we left her.

Then we visited Helen Handlon, No. 331 East
Eleventh street, front room, drst floor. She has
Ave children, one a babe only ten weeks old, yet
siie was scrubbing the floor when we eutcred. Her
husband is a tailor, who has been out of work since
three weeks before Christmas, since that tune she
has Uvea 011 a barrel 01 flour; 'Bui now we have

MO FLOCK. NO COAL, NO B£i>, NO CLOT UBS,'
said Mrs. Handlon.

' Ttieu we saw Catherine Hoy, a widow, at No. 263
East lcnin street, rear house, second floor; five
children: lormerly a tassel maker: now ont of
worti altogether. Uue 01 her children, her boy, had
the hip disease. She pawned all her clothes to buy
him mediciue to keep him out oi the hospital; but
when work faued and clothes were exhausted
she was forced to send him to the hospital,
borne ol her children were in stores, but
they had ail lost their places. She is now trying to
learn to work a sewing machine; and oh! 11 anybody
can but give her work to do, It will be such a God's
mercy! Yesterday they had half a pound of beefsteak,which was divided among the four children,
the mother herself eating 'a bite of bread' and a
half cup of tea.
"At >o. 331 East Eleventh street, second story,

back room, lives a Mrs. O'Brien, with

and who sits up all night to keep their rags together.Her husbaud is a tailor, and during the
last month has nad one day and a null's work, at
$1 a day. bhe is three months oehind in the rent,
but uer landlord, a Mr. Logan, a liquor dealer, has
'forgiven her the rent'so ur; but they have no
food and no lire. How are a lamily of eight to live
through February and March without them t"
Among other terrible cases of poverty and miseryseen by those ladles may be mentioned CatherineKeenau, No. 333 East Eleventh street, third

house in the alley way, first floor, with two children,but no work and no clothes, and a Mrs.
Terry, next door, who has three children, but 110
clothes and 110 work.

WUAT A LAPY FOUND IN MOTT STBEKT.
A third lady, residing in Ninth street, took a

tour oi observation, for purposes of chanty, among
the poor of New York, near the Bowery, along
Mott street and EUzabetn street, Ac., near Grand
street. Ac. She reported the result of her tour to
a Hkkalp representative, as follows:

"(meol tae saddest cases I have ever heard of,
and one ol the most peculiar in its misery, i came
across yesterday, aoout noon, in a room In the
house No. 132 Mott street. In tlus room there live,
or rather breathe, an old blind man, infirm and
useless, who sat biting his old fingers (tor waut of
auytiung else to bite), and his three daughters,
the youngest twelve years, the oldest seventeen,
all neiug out of work.' What struck me most
forcibly was that there was not a bit of lurnnure
111 the room, save a chair on which the old man
bat. inquiring, 1 lound ttiat the three children
had, piece by piece, burned up tnetr furniture to
make a fire with to keep themselves warm, Havingexhausted all their means, and having In vain
struggled to obtain work, they had, rather than
betray tneir unfortunate condition or solicit
Charity, made kindling VOOd of their furnitnre.
Meanwhile they had lived on garbage for some
weeks, and liually, despite their griei and their
honest pride, were compelled to ask charity. By
this time their pitiiul condition had become known
to their neighbors, w-ho raised a small subscription
for them: but they are still terribly in want of the
commonest necessaries 01 llle.
"In No. 138 Mott street, 'in the rear,' there are a

number of very deserving and horribly destitute
poor; among others an old man named William
Dunn. In the basement of this building Is a very
pltbul case, a Mrs. Kahoe, who is bare-footed
and almost naked, sore-eyed, starving and with
four children.
"A Mr-. Julia Iteiilv, In No. 128 Mott street, rear

nonse, first floor, is a widow, with three small children,and without a cent. A Mrs. Hewitt and a
Mrs. Anderson, with three children, ure partners
in misery at No. 138 Mott street, in the rear.
"Mrs. Dunn, 136 Mott street, rear, has tramped

the cities of New York and Brooklyn, day by day,
lor work in vain, and is now on the verge of
starvation; and Mrs. Matilda Moran, who
boards' with her lour children (one of them a
bright-eyed, smart, g* od little girl) with auotlier
in null 11* 11 n ul.r. f'llu in 'nthnr- l.r. i r,l<. i-u Inthn

basement ol No. 18D Mott street, snys tliat she has
hut two wishes in the world.one, to get enough to
feed her children; the second, to get a lew dollars
together so that she can move Into 'a room ol her
uwu.' Jn Hes'.er street, near toe Bowery, are live
rrame houses, hardly flt for pigs to live In. which
are inhabited by several very wretched lauulies.
On the top floor of No. Hi Elizabeth street live two
widows who are in every sense of the word 'destitute;-andmany other cases could be cited; all
thai neighborhood abounds in misery and children.
Speaking ol children," said the lady, "Mary Dounelly,ol No. lis Mott street, has lour, whose joint
earnings have not. averaged ten cents aday for the
last ten mouths, the mother hersetl having earned
about ten dollars In that time, making a 'grand
total'01 about $i 86 to pay all the expenses 01 a
family of live people lor one week, being ati allowanceol about

SIX CKNT3 A DAY PEK HUMAN BRINO.
"A Mrs. Commons, ol No. 139 Mott street, has for

some weeks eaten never more than oue meal a

day, and has oiten been unable to eat even one.
She has two sons, both of whom are 'out of work.'
A Mrs. i'rliurose and a Mrs. Haines, of No. 134 Mott
street, are wretchedly poor, and a little follow,
'Ned' Dutfln, who 'boards' In the candy store
No. 134 Mott street, says that he 'don't know
whut it is to get a square meal.' "

The note nooks ami the memories of the ladles
are not yet exhausted, but enough has been extractedfrom them to serve as "hints lor the charitable."

Shoes for Barefooted Children.

should meet barefooted. It is needless to say that
Mr. James had not to go far to accomplish this
object. He soon lound a family of several persous
who sufTerod from cold feet, and expended the
$i 50 sent to him, with $8 50 more, thus making
the family happy.

THE POOR IN WESTCHESTER.

Considering the gloomy auspices under which
the winter commenced in Westchester county,
owing to a partial suspension of almost every
branch of manual industry, the number of indigent
poor lias been remarkably small, wliile, excepting
isolated cases, instances of absolute destitution
have thus far been almost altogether unknown. In
the city of Yonkers and alBO In some or the thickly
populated towds this gratifying state of affairs
among the class who, in the best times only
live "from hand to mouth" is, in a great
measure, due to the timely action of benevolent
persons, mostly connected with the churches, who
organized relief societies and other means of
assisting the poor in their miast. In all of the
towns there is, of course, the usual aid extended
by the local authorities to those in need of assist-
ance. It is doubtless true that there aro families
in various portions of the county which are at this
moment the victims of "chill penury," while being
too sensitive to incur the humiliation widen is
popularly supposed to clothe, as with a garment,
the recipients of charity. These latter consequentlysuffer in silence, carelully keeping the
secret of their "outrageous fortune" to themselves.
The only place In the country where several familieswere at one time threatened with destitution

was at North Tarrytown, in the town of Mount
Pleasant, a neighborhood chiefly inhabited by poor
artisans, factory operatives and day laborers.
Here it whs said that several ca«es of sufferlug for
the nocessaries of life were bronght to the notice
of the district Poormaster, M. J. Slnnott, who, after
partially relieving their wants, was seconded by the
efforts of the Young Men's Christian Association
at Tarrytown. the members of which are making
personal visits to the indigent with a view
to assisting tnosc who are really in need. The
neighborhood Indicated would seem to offer a wide
field lor the exercise of chanty, as a prominent
physician of the village above named Informed a
likrald representative yesterday of two or three
instances of poverty which had come under his observationon the preceding day. In one case,
where he made a gratuitous visit to the miserable
abode of a man and wife, who are both Invalids,
he found the parties mentioned endeavoring
to boil a quantity of potato parings,
turnlD peelings and other garbage, these
being" the only food they could And
wherewith to appease their hunger. It is not improbablethat some ol the destitute may be overlookedby those inclined to be benevolent, as thus
far no organized system of relief has been matured.
During a conversation with Poormaster Alfred
Lawrence, of the town of Ureenburg, It was ascertainedthat in his district there ure some latnilles
who are believed to be in want, but who are too
proud to acknowledge their poverty or to receive
assistance from those who would be willing to help
them. This official states that he has, up to the
present, relieved the wants of all who have appliedto him tor aid, and adds that no persons in
nis town need sufler U they will only apply for
assistance.

THE POOH IN JERSEY.

Condition of the Laboring Class In Jer.
sejr City.

It is cheering to be able to state that, amid all
the distress and lack of employment among the
poorer classes during the past lew months, the
generous and charitable people of Jersey City arose
to the height of the occasion and warded off actual
destitution. Not a single case of starvation has
come under the notice of the Hkkald reporter or
his informants who are engaged in the good work
of relieving tlie needy. Hut whyf The reports of
the relief committees will furnish the answer.
Take these committees away, and Jersey City, like
other cities, would quickly become the abode of
wretchedness and misery. i

First of all comes the soup house opened by the
Youn? Men's Christian Association at Kepler Hall(in Warren street, on the loth of December. The
uverage namicr of persons relieved at this place is
H50 a week, while seventy-dvc families are supplieddaily with soup or coffee and bread sent to their
houses. The uppiirant for relief either pays live
cents lor each meal or produces a ticket furnished
by the b'niou Keller Association or by charitable
citizens. No one Is ever sent away hungry, however.If a man Is not known to he a "bummer" lie
will be supplied, gratis. Many cases have been
known in which tickets have been sold by the recipientsol charity, and the money so obtained
spent in a giumill. The tollowing is the form or

Ten Per Cent of the Mechanics Ont
of Employment.

rhe Good Work of tfao Overseers.A Hint to

Our City Government.Better
Proopeota lor Spring.

Olotbtng, bread and groceries are much needed

n this city, and the resources of the various charitableinstitutions have beeu deeply drained duringthe past two months by innumerable demands
mining in irom all sources. Kostonians in general
augh at the Idea of poverty in this city. I casually
nentloned to one well-known citizen of the flub
[bat Ha tended writing a letter to the 1Ikrau>
ipon the'destitution in Boston, and he actually
augned in my face, saying, "There are not ten
-eal cases of poverty within our city limits, as all
die poor are taken care of by the Overseers of the
Poor." There Is no doubt that the last-named
nstitutlon does accomplish an immense deal of
rood; but (luring the present time the suffering in
Boston would be very great if it were nor for the
lid lent by such private charities as the Boston
Provident Association and others.

he number of persons assisted in February will ex;eedthat of last month. The Temporary Home,
ilso uuder the supervision of the Overseers of the
?oor. is iu a house adjoining the Charity Bnildlng,
ind provides lodgings for destitute females. By
ts rules no male, excepting the Janitor, is allowed
;o nave lodgings within its walls. For men meals
ire provided, ana ir respectable in appearance and
Character arrangements arc made for tncir lodging
mtside of the institution at expense. Last year
,023 were admitted to the Home, and 12,644 meals
urnishcd.

THE DEMAND FOR MEALS.
The demand for meals, however, has been nearly

quadrupled within the past two months, as may
je seen by the following statement;.

It will be seen by the above that the demand for
meals in January Is over sixty per cent greater
than that of December. At present the Overseers
ire hardly able to leed all the hungry, and, in order
to make men exert themselves to obtain work,
will not feed the same person regularly, only giv-
iug occasional meals.

THE BOSTON PROVIDENT ASSOCIATION
has an office in the same building, and in a con-
versation held with the lady In charge I discovered
that the distress in Boston was nearly, II not
rully, as bad as that at present existing
ip New York. This society Is modelled
after the New York Association for the
Relief of the Poor, and as I happened to visit their
office belore my departure for the Cast, l can place
the figures furnished by both side by side, and they
will speak for themselves. The New York society
has 371 visitors.all voluntary.and the Boston oQjhootsome 71, a lew of which are paid sums
carving from f 150 to $200 per annum for their Her-
vices. The lollowing table will show their monthly
expenses:. j

The above figures show plainly that In New

York, where 371 visitors are watching over the
condition of the poor, the expenses have been
a little more than doubled, while in Bosion the
II visitors have lound sufficient deserving
cases to necessitate their nearly quadrupling their
regular outlay.

THE GERMAN EMIGRANT AID SOdElT
have also their office in the same building, and,
although hardly a year old, have done u great deal
of good in a small way in assisting their destitute
countrymen. They icel the disastrous condition
of the tunes in a like manner, as their expenditure
during the last two montns has trebled tliut or any
preceding one.
Other charitable societies, such as the Children's

Mission to the Children of the Destitute, the Massa-
chusetts InfaDt Asylum, the Home lor Aged Men,
ttie Temporary Ilome for the Destitute, the BaldwinPlace Home for Little Wanderers, tlie Children'sFriends' Society, the Washingtonian Home,
the Home tor Aged Women, Industrial Aid Society,
Ladles' City Belief Agency, Iloston and Ladies'
Sewing Circle, are also experiencing constant demand*for Mtlitance, and make bo secret of the
number of lamilies requiring food and clothing.

TUB DEMAND FOR I.AIIOll.
In the face of the above rather alarming facts in

reference to the condition of the poor In Boston
there docs not appear to be a corresponding lack
of employment. For the past two or three days I
have driven around the different sections and suburbsof the city, and, irom the statistics given below.the demand for labor appears to be on the
increase rather than decline; that is to say, Hie
demand lor skilled labor, such as machinists,
boiler makers, iron casters, wheelwrights, joiners
and other mechanics. The common laborer appearsto be the sufferer, and that, impression was
corroborated wheu I saw the class of men who
were waiting lor their meals at the Temporary
Home.

IN SOt'TII AND EAST BOSTON
I made some personal inquiries from policemen and
worklogmcu that I met, and they all agreed in
saying tint there were more lamilies out o! work
than they had knowu for some time beiore. One
man told me of a ease in East Boston ot a man and
wife and seven children who had suffered severely
during the past two or three weeks. The man had
been employed in the Navy Vard, but was dually
discharged," and. not being able to obtain work, was
completely destitute. He had since obtained a
few meals at the Temporary Home, and his wife
had received some groceries and coal from the
Provident Association. There were numbers in
the same district In a like condition, and
although the charitable institutions did a
great deal to alleviate this suffering there
was still a field for much work lor the benevolent.The recent discharges in the Navy
Vard have been the occasion of considerable suffering,as several hundred families were suddenly
thrown out of their means of support, and serve
now to swell the list 01 those existing on the
charitable institutions.

WORK FOR ALL.
Looking over the above list it will he seen that

1.202 men were cniiiloyetl by ten firms in January,
1873. and that last month t hey hud decreased that
force to 1,077. This, on a rough estimate, will give
ten per cent, of the mechanics out of work. That
alone Is an appalling number when one comes to
consider the amount ol skilled labor employed in
Boston alouc. Again, the figures given by many of
the above firms can hardly he taken "as a fair
estimate, l-'or instance, the holler works have an
increase of sixty-one men at present, and they
have only been put on In order to complete a
government order lor some hollers for revnuc
cutters and sloops-of-war. When that order is
completed those fifty or sixty men will probably
have to seek employment elsewhere. Again, on
the other side, the furnace shop will probably in-
crease their numbers another hundred within the
next three months, aud the carriage factory ex-
pect also to make additions to their help. Taking
all In all times are not so very had lor machinists,
and employers Invariably told me that the really
good, steady workmen have had regular work all the
time, and that wheu a reduction of the force had
to be made the drunkards and good-for-nothings
were the ones to suffer. Wages are the same as
last year, aud there have been some few 4nstancesof lata when a nor turn of the baud#

were pet temporarily on half time, one gentlyuiaa told me that lu the latter part 01 the year
business was rather dull, and he called his bands
together and reduced their wages ten per pent.
They accepted the position without a murmur,
and ho has since put them back to the old standing.
"If I had dared to do such a thing in New York,
he aatd, "I suppose they would have all struok
and we should have both been the losers; hut hero
the mechautc appears to have sufficient good sense
to appreciate the condition of business and grade
uis wages accordingly."The proepeots here, however, appear to be improving,and in another couple of months employersthink that there will be work lor all.
