For some time past rumors have repeatedly
reached Fort Griffin that bands of marauding
Indlans, after depredating upon our citizens along
this exposed Irontier, made their way with their
plunder, consisuing generally of horses and mules,
te the fastnesses of Double Mountain, where, from
the rugged character of the country, thay evi-
dently conaidercd themselves secure irom pursult,

The sequel shows how far they were justitied in
thelr supposition,

On the 27th of last month Lieutenant Colonel
George P. Buel, post commander at Grimn, with a
amall force of cavalry ana rriendly Tonkaway In-
dians (enlisted {n the Sservice of the United States
a8 sconts) and suflicient intantry to guara his sup-
plies, started to test the truth of these rumors,

To-day we have received the entiglactory intelli-

nee that the command encountered a party of

ndians herding stolen hurses twenty miles west
irom Douole Mouontaln, engaged them, killed ten
of thelr pumber and captured over sixty head of
stoc

Thne casualties to the troops were one man

wounded and one horse Killed.

Tone offlcers conprisiag Lhe command were Lieu-
tenant Colonel George P. Buell, Eleventh infantry ;
Captain P. L. Lee and Lieatenants 8, H. Colliday
and E. P. Turner, Tenth cavalry.

This, to us, 18 a very satisfactory mode of hand-
ling the Indian question.

EXCITEMENT IN THE QUAKER (CITY.

PHILADELPHIA, Feb, 17, 1874,

A brighter, lovelter efection day never dawned
ipon the city than this. The cool, bracing atmos-
phere, the warm and genial sunshine, the streets
cleared from mud and the sidewalks (ree irom loe
and dampness, encouraged an enormous rep-
resentation at the polls, and seemed Lo bring from
his home every voter, young and old, in the city.
Your correspundent was out at an early hour, and
Scoured the oity from one end 1o the other. ‘The
number of voters assembled at the polls was, con-
sldering the earliness of the morning, unusual
and almost extruordinary. By the new constitu-
tion each ward I8 divided into districts or divisions,
which comprehend but 250 voters each. This es-
tablishes a great number of ballot boxes, and
renders It quite dificuit in the absence of hourly
returns to learn of the' result until the election is
over and the poils are closed. Pansing at each
bailot box just long enough to catch a gllmpse

of the popuiar sentiment, your  ¢or-
reapondent  hurried on from  post to
post and recapitulutes his  bmpressions as

follows:—In the Twenty-eignth, Twenty-ninth,
Twentieth, Twenty-sixth, Tenth, Third and Ninth
wards, despite the anticipation whieh every one
entertained rto the contrary, the election was ex-
ceedingly quiet, and, while the numbers about the
ballot boxes were unusually great, there were no
indications ol tumult or riot. Iu the Nioeteenth
ward, however, there were keveral knock aowns,
and notiung vut the presence of the pollce
awed 1pto submission the rampant Inclination
ot those bent upon & row, The excitemens in the
drearier quarters ol the city—namely, in the Sev-
enth and Fith wards—wus very great, and the
negroed down there had formed jong lines, and, In
W lulitary manner, were gotng to the polls in a
solid phalanx for Stokley., It 18 no exag-
geration to state that some of these lnes
were fully a quarter of & mile in lengn, As 1o
the (lermans n the Twenty-ninth ward, where
McOluie's chances were considered ag certaln, 1
found slmost ull of them voting for Stokley for
the Mayoralty, but repuaisting the remaloing
