The commission appointed to decide which In

venuoa to propel boats on canals by steam is en
titled to the award or $100,000 will report that tn<
owner of the Baxter and Captain Dobbins, o
Buffalo, owner oi toe Newman, have compiled
with tne law proposing the award, but tbey will
recommend that the Legislature pass a bill requiringthe owner or the Baxter to construct aua place
in use on the canals, seven boats similar to the
Baxter, tor which he shall be given $35,000, aud
Captain Dobbins shall construct three boats, on
the pian of the Kewmau, and place them on the
caual tor use, aud shall receive there/or
the sum o( $15,000. The other $50,000
are to be given to the must successful boats 01 the
two kinds, as shown by actual trials and as the
Legislature may direct. Altogether this appears
a most lame aud impotent conclusion for the eoinmission.

COOP AND BAD OAS BILLS.
Two gas bills that concern New York were

favorably reported 111 the Assembly. One of these
has tbe commendable purpose ol making the gas
companies charge no more to small consumers
than to large ones, unless in Instances of municipalities,charitable Institutions, places of
recreation aud the like, where a reduction
below the regular rates may be allowed.
The other bill provides that five toot burners shall
yield Illumination equal to sixteen sperm candles,
but it contains the questionable provis.on of creatingan inspector of gas meters lor the cities of
New York and Brooklyn, who la granted arbitrary
powers large and lucrative enough to bring him In
an enormous fortune In the course 01 a year.

THE WAR ON WHIRKEY.

sale 01 intoxicating liquors. It provides that no inn,
tavern or hotel keeper or other person shall sell
or give away intoxicating liquors or wines
on Sunday or any day on which a generalor special eiectiou or town meeting
anall be beid, and within one-quarter of a
mile from the place where the election or meeting
shall be held 111 any city, town or village of the
Btate. The fine m case of violation to be not lesi
than $30, nor uiore than {zoo, or by imprisonment
not less than five days, nor more than fifty. Nor
shall 11 be law.ui to sell Intoxicating liquors to
any person guilty of habitual intoxication,
nor to any person against whom the seller
maw Ka vrarnnii .v hu rnbiticuu «.».<!

one so offending snail be deprived of tug
license. There la a provision, however, that no'
tning in the act shall be construed to prohibit auj
duly licensed person from selling malt liquors on
isunday, and this part oi the bill may be aimed tc
exempt the Germans and their innocent lagei
beer, out the seders 01 apple jack, luael oil and
corn whiskey are doomed.

has been discharged from employment for the purposeof attending School in accordance with the

ol obtaining the required acnoollug.

> The remaining sections are taken np In defining
the duties of pai en is, guardians, trustees of schools
and boards of education, and providing for the
enforcement of the law. Justices of the pe .ee,
civil justices and police justices are given, within
their respective towus and cities, jurisdiction ofalloffences and of all actions (or penalties or fines
described in the act.
