Captaln George H. Davia, of ithe Fourteenth in-
fantry, reports from Sidney Barracks, Nebraska,
February 13, that on the day before he had an in-
terview with the Bloux chiefs Pawnee Elller, Two
Lances, Fire Lightning and High Bear, all of the
Cut Off band. Captain Davis says:—

“They came into Sidney accompanied by Mr,
Qlford, & trader, who lives in their vilage, and I
learned from ihem the following:—

“The same day the horses were stolen from Red-

dingwon they moved their camp irom its former |

location, on Pole Creck, st Brownson's, Sidney, to
the North Platte, ana they are now camped about
thirty-five miles above Julesburg and five miles
below Kiverside, nearly due south, and thirty miles
distant from this post.
