was , made in the same hall, when, a fee being
-chat ged for the admission of gentlemen, the
attendance was not quite so large. Below I give
the (details of the interesting proceedings of this
gala*day in the present great worn or temperance
reform:.

First, or matfnde performance..Mr. Chadwlck,
ef this city, opened the proceedings by naming Dio
Lewis lor Chairman. Lewis came lorward, and a

number of the most prominent clergymen took
eats in front. At this time quite a number of

rather rough-looking persons came in and ranged
themselves along the side aisles. They were invitedto take seats, which they did where they
could find them.

opening the first meeting.
Dr. Lewis, as usual, opened the proceedings by

asking the audience to rise and sing "Nearer, My
God, to Thee." lie then said this was a woman's
meeting, not connected with the State Conventionto be neld in the aiternoon. He expressed
Borrow abont the meeting held in tne City Hall
last week, which the New York Herald had pronounceda failure, and winch was a failure, in
JBct. But tt was partly his own lault. He was out
of key In the meeting, and the proper degree oi
enthusiasm was not wrougnt up. He then referredto the good work that nad been going on In
certain places, and whenever be made a point
cries of ' Amen! amen 1" would be uttere I.
Mrs. Dessellem said the ladies were coming np

to tne work with zeal, and that some or them felt
as if they were reauy to get up and possess the
land.

Mrs. Rose Stewart, of Cedarville, said the power
Of prayer did the work, out the work was not completein her locality.

Mrs. Kate bwver. of Greenfield, announced that
there was only one incorrigible ruinselier in her
vvwut

Mrs. Lewis, of Commons, announced that she
was in constant communication wita the Lord,
anil lelt assured t hat ttie accursed evil of lutcmperancewould be overcome.

Mrs. Brown, of Columbus, declared that as the
civil war made the bondmen Iree, although it cost
a deluge of biood, so would the war against intemperancenever, never cease until the demon
of intemperance was driven from the land, (tries
of "Never! never!") Good old Mrs. C. W. Cohurn,
of Brunswick, Me., declared that it was woman's
privilege, through Christ, to redeem lallen man,
and she ought k> do it.
At ins point iniormation was conveyed to the

President that the Legislature, then in session,
Had relused to congratulate the women upon the
success 01 their efforts thus far.
A Voice.My God, "Lewis," within a fortnight

those who voted against the resolution will be
ready to go through the ceiling to cry "lea."
(Great applause.)
Mrs. M. M. Brown, chief of the Order of Good

Templars, made the most stirring speech of tne
crusade thus tar. Applause that might be termed
vociferous, were it not within the precincts of a
ehurcn, followed her eloquent peroration, (she
to.« represented her order in Europe and been re-
eeived witn as much favor by the nobility as liar-
net Ueecher Stowe was by the Duchess of butnerland.

Alter some further speaking, there being a
plentiful sprinkling or hymn singing throughout
the entire proceedings, tlie audience dispersed,
to meet at the City Llall at two o'clock lor the
second performance lu the pragramrne.

THE CONVENTION
called to organize a State Temperance Central
Bureau, to promote, direct, and aid in the crusade
throughout tne ntate, assembled at City Ball
St two o'clock. About l,5oO persons were present,
01 whom three-fourths were women. Not more
than one-fourth were delegates, the remainder of
the assemblage being residents of this city.
Beveral prominent representatives of the
retail whiskey interest were a.so present. A
spirit of anxious speculation seemed to
pervade the audience. Dr. Dio Lewis, on
mot'un, was called to preside, c. M. Nichols,
01 the bpringfleld (Ohio) Uepublioan, and Rev. o.
Bradgeley, ol Afliiersbnrg, were chosen becro-
taries. Mother .Stewart, of Springfield, a kind,
motherly, earnest worker, opened the mcetihg
with a devour and touching appeal to God ior dl-
vine interposition tn bringing to a successful issue
the women's noole struggle agaiwst rhe destroyers
ol bodes and souls. Two verses of the "Coronation14. mil" ("All hail the power®/iesui' name,")

She
thought the movement would not only save the
men, but also the women; lor they were now
learning to walk to prayer meetings and around
about cities in their efforts to pray out of existence
the saloons, where so much harm and evtl are
engendered.

Why the Outlaw Steve Lowery
Was Killed.

Mournful End of a DesperateExistence.

Lumberton, N. C., Feb. 24, 1874.
Additional and full details of the killing of Steve

Lowery go to show that the men who accomplished
bis death were not alter the blood money, but have
been in pursnit of him for several weeks aa an act
of self-dclence, be having sent them,or, at least,
two of them, threats that be would kill them as

soon as he could find them. They had several
times been in sight of him, but the circumstanceswere such that there was a

risk of injuring others If they fired, and on
the morning ot the day they killed hinv they had
three times been in the same position from which
they fired; but so many others were around the tire
ana near him that ther thought it best not to fire
and retired. At the time they fired he was sitting
In a chair with his lace towards them, and had just
handed bis rifle to a boy, who was standing near
the chair, while he played on the banjo for the
amusement of those present.
A sndden opening of those in front of him gave the

opportunity, and they fired together, using two
double and one single barreled shotguns, and even
then they wounded che negro boy who stood near,
one of the shot striking him on the forehead and
running round his bead nnder the skin. Nothing
but his thick skull saved him from instant death.
Lowery fell or leaped forward out of the chair and
died almost instantly.

the wounds in tfib body.
I inspected the body. He was shot with the

largest kind of deer shot, called here "whistlers."
One shot entered the forehead nearly over the
centre of the right eyebrow, one on the right
cheek bone and nine In the breast, which were
scattered over a distance that could not be covered
by my hand. The others, nearly all of a fatal
character, penetrated the lungs, thorax and regionJust above and to the left of the heart,
Either of the balls or shot in the face would have
killed Li in. The three in the chest must also have
proved iatal. The general appearance of the boay
was natural, but he seemed to be rather
emaciated.probably from long and lonesome
watehiulness, trom Uls too lree u«e of spirits, or,
If one could suppose such a brute to have had any
conscience remaining, from the harrowlngs of con-
science. He leaves a wile and five children. Two
brothers of his wife.Oxcndines by name.are
now lying out In the swuinps, charged with mur-
uei iug a man named Barney Locklear.

DID HE KILL "KUODY'S" IH'oBAND
some few weeks since?

It has been charged that Steve took the life of
his brother, Henry Berry Lowrey, in a quarrel over
the division of the spoils of the safe oi Messrs.
Pope & McLeod, of Lumberton. On this point, now
that he is dead. I interviewed Khouy I.owrey, who
said that she was fully convinced that "Stephen"
did not kill his brother, but that her husband was
accidentally shot, as has been heretofore publishedin the Hekai.d.

A COLD FTXALE.
At five o'clock yesterday evening the body of

Stephen Lowrey was placed in a neat coffin and
delivered by the Sheriff to his frleDds, who placed
the coffin in a wagon and drove off. There was no
train of mourners lollowing him to his last resting
place. Crowds or people thronged into the Court
House during the day. but I saw no tear shed over
his body; but a feeling prevailed that stern justice
had been meted out to him and that he had met a
merited end.
