The galleries were completely filled. The Sennte
was full, and several members came over from the
House to listen to the Mmiminations of the leader of
liberal republicanism In the West. He was listenead
to attentively thronghout his discourse, in which
he analyzed the evils of a paper currency, quoting
from the experience of forelgn countries (n
the gonduct of, their finances. He ex-
hibited, as wusual, his familarity wilth book
knowledge, réeviewed Senator Merrimon's asser-
tions disapprovingl y, and reiuted in general the
arguments of the iuflationists, He avowed him-
Helf In favor of (ree banking, acoompanied, how-
ever, with the taking away from national bank
notea of their legal tender feature. Benator Crme-
ron Interrupted him three times, denying the cor-
recineas ol his aAssertions, which brought forth
some lively, good-natured rejolnders on both sides,
in which Benator Sehorz exhiblted a jaunty facility
in making prompt and telling replies, for which he
waa strikingly applanded by the eanaille In thp
galleries, who manifested their approbation in &
disrespectinl and uncalled for manner. The
Coadr notifled shem snarply that a repeti-
tion of the abuse would cause the gal-
lertes to be cleared. Benator Conkling
looked up from bls casy and saons souci repose,
gianced about with a seml-pstonished and semi-
indignant pallor on his authoritative looking face,
and there was & shudder at the manifest impro-
priety of the crowd, which must have been com-
posed in large part of opponents to the republican
party. Senator Behurz closed with anumated force
and positive deprecation, directed agalnst tha
course of the innationists, decrying the deprecia-
tlon of our alx per cent bonds, ehowing that the
rate of interest would be aggravated by the de-
preciation of our currency whenever thera was an
increase of 1t, and condemned the wpeculative
spirit of our country, which, he contended, had
brought 1t to the verge of repudlation and danger-
ous embarrassmens.
