This bill has
been presented by Mr, West from the Committee
on Approp:lations, and Mr, Logan as chalrman of
the Committee on Military Affaira Jooks with
lealousy upon the pr ling, especially as he
wants to cut down the npumber of oficers
of the army. The next business respectively
arged by Senators Cameron and Bargent
wos  the Centenplal Exlibltion and  the
Naval Appropristion bill. The Chalr roling
that Senator Sargent was in order, Senator Cam-
eron, difertng with the Clalr, attempted without
success to have the Centennial bill accorded pre-
pedence.

New and unexpected developments were made
lo-day lo the case of Judge Dnrell, before the sub-
sommittee of the House Judiclary Commitiee, In
e examination of Mrs, Myra Clarke Galoes, of
New Orieans. [t appears that Mrs, Gailnes called
the attention of Mr. Bingham, while chairman of
the Juawlary Committee four years ago, to the
renality of Judge Durell snd bis associate in the
slieged corrupt conduct of the affaira of the Court,
B. K. Norton, Assignee in Bankruptcy. Judge
Pingham proposed 1o lnvestigate the case, and if
ihe teslimony warranted to prepare articles of lm-
peachment Against Judge Durell. They were to
wve been reported to the House. Business unex-
pectedly called Mrs. Gaines Irom Washiugton, and
e matter was dropped. This fact having heen
wresented 1o the sub-commiltee appointed to take
wstumony in the Durell osse Mra, Gaines was
mmmoned belore them 10-A6y, and was examined
st length by Mesars. Wilson, Cessns and Eldridge,
fhe testimony of Mra, Galnes was substantially ns
ollows, and i regarded as ol such a character ag
w require the prompt presentation of articies of
mpeachment :—Not long after Judge Durell wua
wpoinied Mrs. Gunes, who bhad known him for
sears as & member ol the New Orleans Bar, called
wpon him at the Fith Avenue Hotel, New York, to
sopsratniate him on big elevation to the Beoch.

Juage Durell, stating shat he had referred her to
him. Norton answered that If she would
consent to the proposilion made to her by
Mr. Btones the day before Judge Durell
would sit in her cases To this she sald, *‘Under
no circomstances, sir, will | consent to that,” and
abruptly leit the room.

Provisions of the Completed Indian Ap-
proprintion Bill=Correction of Gross
Abuson.

The House Committee on Appropriations have
refused to modily the Indian Appropriation Wl to

which was constructed without aid from the
United States. The section referred to 18 as (ol
lows :—*That the Secretary of the Treafury is di-
rected to withhoid all payments to any rallroad
company and it8 assigness on acconnt of ireight or
transportytion over their respective roads of any
kind to the smount of paymenis made by the
United States for interest vpon tue bonds of
the United States lssued to any such
company and which #&hall npnot have been
reimbursed, together with the fve per ocent of
net esrnlogs due and unappiied, as provided by
law, ke, kc. The Attorney General thinks Con-
gress intended to make a raliroad company which
bas recelved bonds from the United Stares, and
which has neglected or relused to réeimburse the
government lor interest pald upon these bonds,
together with flve per cent upon its net earnings

Hitherto it has
been customary to appropriate In  grosa
for these puorposes, and it has Dbeen
lound that the larger phare of the suma In
each case has been devoted to salaries of useless
employéd. For Instauce, at Fort Berthold, Dakotah
Territory, $75,000 were allowed for the whole ex-
penses of that agency, out of which $20,500 were
expended for white empleyds. The Indians con-
sequently were short and a deficiency bill has been
sentin to make up the amount, The committee have
fixed the maximum to be expended on salaries at
this agency at $6,000, which Increases the amount
avallable for the Indians $14,600. At another

Charges of malfensance agalnst Willlam Story,
United States Distriet Judge for the Western dis-
trict of Arkansas, were to-day laid before the
Housge by Speaker Blaine and referred to the Com-
mitiee on the Judiclary. General Garfleld objected
to the resolution offered by the chairman of the
Committes on Expenditures of the Deparument of
Justice, aeking for authority to eend for persons
and papers in the matter of the Western Arkansas
district. Mr. Sener explalned that the committee
bad proceeded as far as it was posaible with the
tacilities aforded by the Attorney General and aoc-
counting oMcers of the Treasury, and the evidence
presented was such as to require a prompt investi-
gation. If the reports of the special oMcers sent
by the Treasury Department to this districr wers
not true, the honor of the Judiciary required that
this fact shouid be established without delay.
Equally important was (t for the honor of the ju-
diciary that the trauds should be checked and the
office purged by oficial action If the facts were
proved to be trne. Nolwithstanding, the report
of the committee was unanimous, and the Honse,
by resolution of February 18, had ordered that the
committee should make the investigation.
