Inspection of the Dock Commissioners’
Precinct,

The jolnt committee of the Board of Aldermen
and Assistant aldermen—consisting o! Aldermen
Rouert B, McCatferty, chairman, and Oswaid Ot.
tendorier; Asslstant Aldermen Charles M. Clancy,
Healy and Kehoe; Dock Commissioners William
Budd, Gardiner and Westervelt; General Charles K.
Grabam, Chiet Engineer of the Board: Captain
Jerome K. Colllne and several other well Enown
gehtiemen—embarked yesterday morning on board
of the police steamer Seneca, (rom the foot of
Twenty-third atreet, East River, and steamed up
to Randall’s Island, and thence inspected the de-
partment stone yard, where a large number of
men wers seen at work making tools, spile-
drivers, derricks and other machinery with which
to carry on the projected work next summer.

A rapid sall brought the commitiee and guests
to pler No. 1 North River, where the commitiee
inspected thig pier, which has been again com-
pleted and finjshed since the accident by the City
of Limerick.

In conciuding he mamtained that Archimedes,
Aristotle, Newton anda the thousands of lesser hghts
were the apostles of God as much and even more
