VAN NORT'S BILL.

The interest deepens in the approaching contest

over what ma; now be called Van Nort's bill, as It
la almost entirely framed in behalf of the Departmentof Pubdc Works. An important dtate electioncomes off next fall, and the patronage of the

Department of Pnbllc Works is something worth
the while of both parties ro consider. With all the

extensive employment now aSorded by ttila department,added to what is contemplated to ne

given by this bill, the head of the Department of
Public Works must become the most important
weight In the political balance of New York. John

Kelly seems to be aware of this, and hence the

circular, already mentioned, addressed to each
democratic member, instructing him, m substantialterms, to defeat this scheme of Van
Mort'8. If Van Nort, who is a republican,can wietd the influence of his
department with the enlarged powers which this
bill comers, In directing the cast of 10,000 votes, ne

will make himseLf formidable to the politicians, it
was unwise of the democracy, acting In conned, to
advise by circular the delegation of democrats in
the Legislature to vote against the bill. It will
nerve to moke the republicans sensitive of its real
merits, and they will rally as one man to Its support.The Department of Parks, represented by
President Wales, feels that the bill allows it little
or no share In the job under way, and Mr. Wales
Is delimited to tind that the democrats, for noil-
Ileal reasons, are determined to fight its
passage.

eeriungthe progress of the "downtown dwelling" movement.A temporary committee is organising a "South

Side Association." with the purpose of attracting a part
of the surplus population of the more densely populated
wards into the south end of the island, and. at the same
time, utilizing the unprofitable store property in the
latter district by couyertiug it into cheap aud commodiousresidences. To make this latter leature largely
successful It is proposed to organize the means und
facilities for guaranteeing against lose those owners
who may be induced to alter their buildings in accordancewiili the plans of the association; such means to
embrace a bureau, within the pale of the association,
lor receiving donations and legally ava ling oi such
ir;-is. quests and legacies as mav be uttered lor this
and kindred purposes. The immediate cause ot the undertakingot this work was a statement by Health CommissionerStephen smith that some parts ot this city are
more densely peopled than any equal area e.lsevvnere in
the civilized world, and that there were many halt
occupied stores down town which could be used asdwellings The following oompaiative table exhibits
the population to the square aere of the tenement house
classes oi New York end London according to the census
Of 1S7U

Thi Female Cmbrcllm Makeri. Wittertejr'iSecret Meetlag of tke Cnlom.
Hetamptioa of the Capmakers* Strugs'*
The strike of the female parasol and umbrella

makers in tbe employ of one of the principal umbrellamanufacturing establishments in this cltJiwhich begau on Monday, was continued y°sterday'.
No efforts were made to effect a compromise, althoughthe best season of the year has just commenced.The Arm affected by the strike.Hamberger.Lit liroad way. notified the striking
females to remove their machines with
a view of replacing the strikers b? other bauds.
About a dozen new workers were employed. Hut
In their efforts to till the place of the strikers they
are greatly hindered by ton striking girls, who are
couxUuUy watching the place, and persuade uew
comers not to apply lor work. Underneath tbe
advertisement nubbshed hv the flrm in >>ne of ihe
papers, railing lor hands, the striking girls have
caused auother to be inserted warning girts troin
taking employment with that firm. The striking
operatives elaiui that their wages have tieeu
greatly redsced since the financial crisis last tail,
which the members of the firm above mentioned
characterize as misrepresentation. They assert
that they have offered an mcrease ot ten per cent.
with which the girls were not satisfied. It is believedthat attempts will be made to extend the
strike to the other establishments, in order to take
advantage oi tne prospect of a busy season.
The Female i'arusoi and Umbrella Makers' Union

held a special meeting at room No. ii4 Cooper Institute,last evening, to take some action in tins
matter. The union is composed ot about 500 members,which is only hall the number of lemalcs cmployedin this crouch of industry. The meeting
was secret. It transpired, however, that no decisiveaction in reference to the matter was token,
owing to the absence of ex-Coroner Nelson W.
Young, the lTesident of the Union.
A number of sinking capmakers bold a meeting

in orchard street yesterday. They were the employesof one or two firms who had realised to dis-
charge some men not belonging to the society and
