The Funding bill of 1870, Anally passed July 13 of
that year, provided as follows:.
Section l..He it enuctcd, Ac., That the Secretaryot the Treasury Is hereby authorized to issue,

ta a sum or sums not exceeding in the aggregate
$200,000,000, in coupon or registered bonds of the
Cnlied Stales, in such f« rm as he may prescribe,
and of denominations or $30. or some multiple of
that sum, redeemable In coin ol the present
standard vuiue, at the pleasure of the United
States, alter ten years from date of their issue,
and bearing Interest payable semi-annually In such
coin at the rate oi Ave per centum per uouum; also
a sum or sums not exceeding in the aggregate
$300,000,000 ol like bonds, the same In all respects,
but payable at the pleasure oi the United states
alter Aiteen years Irom date of their issue and
bearing interest at the rate ol lour and a hall per
centum per annum; also a sum or sums not exceedingin aggregate $1,000,000,000 of like boudH,
the same In all respects, but payable at the pleasure01 the United states after thirty years irom
the date of their isBue, and bearing interest at the
rate of lour per centum per annum, all 01
which said several clusses of bonds and
Interest thereon shall be exempt Irom
the payment of all taxes or duties
of the United States, as well as uom taxation in
any lorm by or under State, municipal or local
authority; and the said bonds shall have set forth
and expressed upon their face the above specified
conditions, and shall, with their coupons, be made
payable at the Treasury of the United states. Hut
nothing in this act. Oil in any other i.aw now
in porce, shall be construed to authorize any
increase whatever op the bonded debt of tub
United states.

amount ol 5 per cent bonds havrng been issued in
excess 01 the 6 pei cent bonds redeemed. This
difference, we believe, can bo explained chiefly by
the decrease in the debt on which interest has
ceased.
