"Charity" at tit* Fifth Artrat Thtalra
The production on the Now York stage of a com- \

edy dealing with modern life, which alms seriously
at presenting pictures of real men and women. Is
an event to be chronicled with a feeling
of thankfulness. The English speaking public
are already the debtor of Mr. w. 8. Gilbert for
many valuable and interesting plays. Perhaps no
dramatic author of the present day has known
how to Invest the stage with so much poetic interestor clothe elevated conceptions with language so

noble and dignified. Kecognizlng the true mission
ol the theatre he has Bought to make the stage the
teacher as well as the mirror of humanity, and if
any errors have been committed they at least have
"leaned to virtue's side."
"Chanty." the latest work from this gifted

writer, differs widely from most of nts works with
which the American public has been made familiar.
It is a scathing satire on English society, and one
can well imagine that society wus not at all
pleased with the picture. Indeed, both the
author and the manager showed commendable Independenceof popular prejudice In producing the
work. It is questionable whether the lull force of
the cutting sarcasms against the snobbery and
hrnnpHllV Of KllirllRll life pan Ha fllllt/ ur\iirn<UalA/l

at this able of ihe Atlantic, where, happily, the
evils which are attacked have not yet taken root
and nourished In our comparatively new society.
The story upou which the play is baaed may he

thus shortly stated. A young and beautiful
woman, Mrs. Vaubrugh, has loved and sinned, but
her history is a secret to the world. Kbe is known
as the widow 01 Vanbrogh, and at the time
of the opening 01 the play Is residingquietly in England with her daughter,
wno is on the poiut of being married. Up to this
point the lady has been able to conceal irom the
world the true nature of her connection with the
deceased Captain; but the father of her intending
son-in-law, Mr. Smalley, being a bad and an
avaricious old man, is not content tkat his
son should become heir to Mrs. Vanbrugli's lortuneby marriage, but Is anxious to acquire It by
less honorable means. We have no clew to his
reason lor this curious proceeding, aud tula is one
of the weak points of the play. The whole
Interest hangs on Bmailey Senior's villany,and there is no sufficient cause
shown why a shrewd old man should
act dishonestly, and very lew men are dishonest
without a motive. Hmalley suspects that CaptainVauburgli's first wife was living when he married
the heroine of the play. It he could prove this he
would become possessed, as next heir, 01 a large
property left to the lady by on Australian uncle, as
Mrs. Vaubrugh. Of course this property he desiresfor the enrichment of hta son, but as that
worthy descendant of the Hmaileys has
asked the hand of Mrs. Vanbrugh's daughteraud been accepted, tho property mightfairly be regarded as already within his
reach. But such is the innate rascality of the respectableSmailey, whose remote ancestors are
supposed to have arrived In Britain with Caesar,
but whose immediate progenitor, we learn In confidence,was a brushmakcr, that he ventures 10
destroy the happiness ol the youug people, aud
bring ruin aud shame on the Vauurughs,
iu order to acquire a little sooner the coveted
fortune. Success at first attends his machinations
against the peace and well being of bis
victims, and when the curtain goes dowu on
the third act, society, in the person of
Smatley, has hunted down the woman who
haa loved not wisely but too well, and
In an agony of grief she confesses that she had
never been tho wife of Captain Vanbrugh. The
climax of tho play is readied at this point, atad
though there is added on a fourth act to enable
virtue to trinmph lu the end and to send respectable
old Siuuiley to prison on the charge 01 forgery, the
main interest of inc story nas been broken. The
play, however, Is a strong and healthy one. It
strikes at the hypocrisies of society aud more especiallyat the Injustice with which repentant woman
wno has erred is treated, even by those who have
been the cause and the partners of her sins. The
subject Is a delicate one, but has been handled
wltn rare judgment and skill, and though many
will refuse to be converted to the practice of
charity by Mr. Gilbert's satire, no one can fail to be
struck with the power and directness with which
the cause of woman is detended. The language Is
pure aud the dialogue at once solid and brilliant.
The characterization is sharp and well
defined, as though cut In crystal. It is
a play ol great literary merit, and every
part displays evidence or careiul writing. Each
scene has a merit ol its own, apart iroui Its connectionwith the general plot, and might stand
alone as a careiul and intelligent stndy ol modern
societv. It has a kind ol interest that will take
wun cue puouc, unu even tne critical audience
who crowded to a flrst night's perlormance
were by no nieana sparing ol tlieir
applause. The piece, looked at from the
critical point of view, nas some defects of construction; hut there is no lack ol interest anywhere,and the audiences who are moved by the
pictures ol human interest placed beiore them are
not likely to pause ami examine whether hv strict
rule of art they huve a right to tie moved or
not. "Charity" has the element^ of popularity,and we shall be surprised if it
does not enjoy a long run. It is magnificently put
upon the stage, and the acting, with one or two exceptions,was worthy the play and the setting.Miss Ada Liyus, as Mrs. Vanbrugh, showed herself a
finished artiste, and displayed considerable power
in the rendering ol the more diamatic passages.Mr. Fisher, Mr. Lewis, Mr. Duvldge and Mr.
Hardenbergh divided the honors between tbem,
but Mr. Clark, as young Suislley, the canting snob,
was not at all satisfactory. The conception of
the part was exceedingly shallow, and was
altogether wanting in naturalness. Miss Fanny
Davenport, as Kuth Tredgett, a tramp, made a
decided hit, and gave evidence of considerable
power in a new sphere or acting. Her dialect
speech was not quite perfect, but it was remarkablygood for a foreign stage.
Italian Opera In Brooklyn."Lucia."
The Irresistible attraction of Nilsson's name had

the usual result last ulght at the Brooklyn Academy
of Music. The house was crowded, and the accustomedapathy of a Brooklyn audience gave place to
enthusiasm of the most emphatic kind. The opera
was "Lucia," and the Interpretation ol the title
rOle by Mme. Nllsson will ever be remembered as
one of her most beautiful lyric portraits. Last
evening her impersonation was charming, and
her pure, sympathetic voice, which reflects so
faithfully every phase in the career of the
hapless bride of Lammermoor as the librettist
gives it, was in its best condition, capoul,
although the music of Edgardo at times is beyond
the reach ol his natural voice, seems to nnnreciate
the exigencies of the rule so well and acts in sued
an impassioned manner that lie gives satisfaction
where a less demonstrative tenor would lall to win
applause. Maurcl's Ashton is lull ol histrionic
and vocal attraction. His nobility of expression
as an actor and singer lu any role lie undertakes
stands liltn In good stead in tbe role
oi the revengelul brother of Lucy Ashton.
A word ol praise Is due Messrs. Scolara and Boy,
as Raymond and Arthur, lor their conscientious
efforts in roles which are generally butchered In this
city. The chorus and orchestra were admirablyconducted last evening by Signor Muzio. The
sextet, "Chi mi Foina," was tumultnously encored,
ana we cannot recollect an occasion on which it
was sung with such electrical effect.

Giving Wrong Certificates.Arrest or a

Doctor.
On Monday afternoon Dr. Max Broeker, of

It being clearly a matter for the Coroner to investigate,as decided by the Board of Health, they
having rejected the certificate.

a pest-mortem examination. For this gross disregardol the law the Corouer determined to arrestUr. Broeker, and accordingly issued a warrantand placed it in the hands oi the police for
execution. TUe penalty for such violation is lin|prisonment m the County Jail not exceeding one
year and a fine oi not more than {500, or both
such fine and imprisonmen t._

Harder and Suieide.

The Eighth ward has been again the scene of
mother tragedy.

tre known as opera hats. Barli appears to have
peen au adept In this particular manufacture, and
>oth employer anu employed were well satisfied
irlth each other. This arrangement was,
lowever, at length disturbed by the cupldtyor enterprise ol some fellow countryman of
Jarli's, and proposals were made to him to leave
;he employment of Mr. Duulap and go Into ousiiesshimself. This proposition, after some little
Ime had elapsed, was accepted by llarli, and be
sntered Into partnership with two Italians named
Tarchlnl and Sicardt. These men opened a store at
<o. 575 liroadway, and the firm was kuowu as Kuril,
Tarchlnl & Sicardl, opera hat manufacturers.
There is a conilict of testimony as to the rela;ionslupexisting between these men, some
tllegiug that It was peaceful and pleasant,
>thers stating the contrary; out the tesuinonyis uutiorm that tho business was
profitable. Whatever may be true as to the
notives, it Is certain that llarli, who was the head
>t the Urui, was eith r induced or compelled to
lissolve bis couuexlou with the firm some two
months ago. About a week ago Tarclnnl met
llarli at the Hotel de Koma, No. ttO East liouston
street, where the latter boarded, and there was
then a very excited and very angry talk, and it is
kuowu that it was about business, and the way In
which Barli had been put out of the firm. Mince
llarli leit the firm be has been doing
business in liroome street, near Broadway, and
there is reasop to suppose that his meeting with
Tarcldul yesterday morning was not accidental,
but meditated, anil probably with a predeterminationto carry out this dreadiul tragedy. Tarclnnl
resided on the west side of town, namely, No. 261
West Houston street, near Varick. and was going
to his place ol business when he met Barb, or uarii
who accosted him. There are several witnesses to
the shooting, and all say that previous to tho tiring
angry words passed lroin one to the other. Barll,
in a minute aiteiwards, drew a revolver
from bis pocket and shot Tarchlnl in the
breust, the ball passing into tne body.
Tarchlnl fell heavily to the sidewalk,
whereupon BarU placed the muzzle of the revolver
near his right temple aud fired. He lell dead besidebis lifeless victim, and a crowd speedily gatheredaround the bodies. The second shot was
heard by the Sergeant of the Eighih precinct, who
was sitting at the desk, and he immediately despatchedan ottlcer who had just come in with a
icmule as a prisoner to see where the shooting
was. A message was speedily afterwards sent to
the Station house that the stretchers
were required, and ttie two lileiess
bodies were taken there to await tbe action
or Coroner Woltruan, who was Immediately
notified at the Coroners' office of the dreadful circumstance.On the arrival of the Coroner the
bodies were searched, and on Tarchlnl was round
$100 10, sixteen gold English sovereigns and a /old
watch and chain, ilarll had $0 til, a snutr box and
some other small articles of little vulue. For
purposes of medical examination the bodies were
seul to the Morgue, but the frieuds of both of the
d eceased will undoubtedly claim their remains lor
deceut intermeut. Tarclilni, who has the reputationof being the moneyed partner of the business,
was thtrt.v-slx years old. He leaves a widow and two
small children. Uarll was flity years of age. He was
unmarried aud had bourdeu at the Hotel de Koma,
In Houston street. The inquest win be held to-day
at the Coroners' office. The lellow-workmen ol
Uarll, who called at the station house could not
believe that it was B&ill who had committed the
murder. They said he was too inoffensive: he
could not speak a word or English, and they also
say that this was a difficulty sometimes and caused
lum annoyance, out that he alwai s bore It good-
naturcdiy. They were therefore at a loss to accountlor the outbreak 01 so drbadful a spasm ol
passion as that which they were compelled to heat
about from the police. His late partner, Mr. Sicanil,gives a altfetent "vefSldtt to mis. He sayf
that Barll was a man of violent temper an<
that he was determined to have his own way, ani
that Tarchlul remonstrated with Barll about this
and that Barll conceived a great dislike to Tarchin
In consequence, and that Tarchlm had told hlu
that Barll had frequently threatened him. Tarclilm
however, took no notice of these tUreats and re
garded them as idle words, and thought that Unit
would heal all ditferences. Barll had evidently
given up ail Idea of reuniting with his late partner,
lor he had applied to Mr. Dunlap to take ntm hack
again Into his employment, and Mr. Duuiap had
promised to do so in the fall.
