BMLEOAD HEN ON STRIKE AT BUITALO.
Buffalo, N. Y., March 5, 1874.

Yesterday afternoon the carpenters and painters
and the track hands and the freight house em-

ploy Ob of the Erie Hallway stopped work and held
an Indignation meeting at night which culminated
In a general strike this morning until such time as
the railway company Bhall pay tlieir back wages,
lue since Jannary 1. About 400 men waited upon
the superintendent of the railway this morning
and stated their grievance and their ultimatum,
Hot receiving any satisfactory reply, tuey marched
tn a body to Bonney's Hotel and saluted Johu Fellirenbatcb,tbe President or the United Association
»f Machinists and Blacksmiths, who Is visiting
the city. The machinists and blacksmiths oi the
railway are not engaged in the strike, their organizationpreierrwg a dinereul mode of redressing
Chelr wrongs.
The employes of the railway on strike held a

large and enthusiastic meeting to-night. Large
additions hare been made to the number of striksrs,until now there are no trackmen, carpenters,
painters or freight ho >se emp.oyes of tne road on
this division. The meeting was one of the most
orderly ever held under similar circumstances.
The speakers used no harsti language nor lu-
Bulged in any resentmeut to tne officers of
the road here. The meeting deprecated any acts
of violence towards the road or disorderly conductin those contending lor their rights. All
they demanded was that they should be paid ar-
rearages and have a llxed time set for the pay-
meat of wages, and be paid promptly.
A resolution was passed denouncing anv attempt

to interlcre with passenger trains. The different
organizations refuse to return to work until part
Of their number Is restored the amount paid be-
lore the reduction, which was irom $1 75 and $1 50
per day to $1 40 and $1 25 per day.

OBITUARY.

Uorgsn Bates.
From Detroit, Mich., we have particulars of the

death of Morgan Bates, ex-Lieutenant Governor of
Michigan and a veteran editor and publisher,
which event occurred at Grand Traverse, In the
above named State, on Monday, 2d inst.j
Mr. Bates was sixty-eight years of age at the

moment of his decease. lie was bom in Warren
county. New York, and served his apprenticeship
as a printer at Sandy Hill, Warren county. In an
office owned by the father of Judge Emmons, of
the United States Circuit Court. At the age of j
ntneteen years he became the proprietor of a
small paper published at Warren, l'o., which he
maintained tor several years. ,

The Detroit Post supplies the following Interest-
lng reminiscenced 01 Mr. Bates' business life aud
ot ills political and ottlclal experiencesWhen
Horace Greeley went to New York and got Into
business there tie became acquainted with and
soon lorincd a lrlendslup for Morgau Hates, winch
lasted so long as they both lived. When Mr. Gree;ley started the Mew Yorker, in 1834, Mr. Hates becameone of the workmen thereon, lie continued
In Mr. Greeley's employ from 1834 till 1837, when
he came to Detroit, became first loreman in the
old Detroit Advertiser ofiice, aud then went Into
partnership with William tlarsba, in the book
aud job printing business. In 183U Mr. Hates
formed a partnership with George Dawson,
the present proprietor of toe Albany Journal.
The two purchased the Detroit Advertiser,
and conducted it with great vigor and
success. In 1841 Dawson retired aud Hates became
sole proprietor. In 1843 he sold out und retirod
irom the business witu what, far those times, was
a handsome competency. Hetug an ardent and
very sanguine whig politician lie could not let
politics alone; and In 1844 he oet very heavily
upon the result of the I'residential election, and
became so embarrassed as to speedily lose all als
property. In 1848 he wcut back to New York, and
went to work again as a printer, in the ofiice of the
New York Trioune, with his old friend Greeley.
In 1840, when the California gold hunting excitementwas at Its first height, he borrowed money of
Greeley to go to the i'aciflc in search of another
fortune. For this lean he gave Mr. Grecfey a mortgageon lorty acres ol land in Michigan, owned byTils wife. Mr. Greeley, who was never a good busi1ness man, sold this land at adoss, though.lt prcs!ently became worth morty than the mortgage.Wiiile in California Mr. Bates purchased, on credit,
the Alta Oali/orntan. which was not then making
moucy. In his hands it didiuot succeed any better,
California was a peculiar country and reqnlred peculiarjournaliBin. Untu race of young and pe-cuitarly gifted journalists sprung up, who threw
aside tneold rules, and made California Journalism
a new species, so to spcr.k, lue profession did not
flourish, though it haf< since grown to greatproportions. In abvut a year Mr. Hates
relinquished the ofllfe to his creditors; and,
in 1851 he returned tn Mu-Miran _i>h .........

mcaus. la 18M tie t Mired Caltiornia again. but
his proapecta of aacf :ess uot apnearing good lie reIturned to Detroit in 1854. In 1857 he became a
clerk In the odlce of the Auditor General. under
Whitney Jones, in which position he remained

ubouta year. He- then purchased a small printingoffice and removed to Grand Traverse, where Uo
established the Grand Traverse Herald, now a
Nourishing journal. In iRrti he was appointed byPresident Liner,m Register of tho United states
Land otltce at Grand Traverse, which offlco
he continued to hold until his death. In
IH88 he waAVjiected Llcntenant (iovemor of the
state, bctUE re-elected lu 1MT0, and serving two
terms. Tin? re was, at the tune of his first elee-
tlon, a dv.pnte as to whether he could hold
the offlev, uud continue to abio hold the oillce 01
Register »>i the Land Office, under the United
states,, kiut our state constitution only forbids
member* of the Legislature to hold National
offices, v nd it was decided that the Lieutenant
Governor does not tall within the pronibitiou.The Ulo of Mornsn Rates, as will be seen by this
brief afcetch, was an exceedingly busy one. He
had a<iair faculty for acquiring property, but not
so go«sl a faculty lor keeping it. He died, however,
lu poasesaion of a fair competence, as we are informed,He was a man who had many friends,
amo ng them a number distinguished in politics and
in Viiialness. His death will be sincerely regretted
by all classes of people of the state* by wnpiu uo *
