LABOR IS TEE BASIS OF VALUE, BUT CAPITAL GIVES

LABOK TEE OPPORTUNITY OP PRODUCTION
lrhtch supplies that value. Bread has more real
value than gold, as the one sustains life and the
other, placed where it is not exchangeable, would
not. But the price ol bread is regulated by the cost
of its production, and that cost results lrom the Interestor return which capital demands to engage
In the work of production, beginning with the
planting oi the seed and ending with the
eliing of the loaves. Now, it does not
need any great intelligence to understand
that that Interest or return ol capital will be the

lighter lor the less burden it has to endure, but
that hampered with a direct tax it will demand an

equivalent lrom the branch of trade where it finds
employment. So that taxing money simply means

taxing bread, and taxing doubly all tilings else
that need money to stimulate tbeir production.
This production would be much enhanced alike by
tne removal of this tax as by the repeal of the
Usury law. Let us have tree money lor thLs city at
least if the rest 01 the state does not wish it, and
we will soon show signs of a prosperity that will
distance all our rivals.

BOSTON HAS TRIED IT WITH EFFECT
In the abolition of her C-ury law; we may salely
try it in respect both to that and the repeal ol the
tax on personal capital. It may be asked where
will the State, county and city collect their taxes, if
not from personal property. The answer is lrom
real estate, personal property of every other klud
but money, movable capital, designed in its circulationand use to produce other and higher values
capable of taxation, bat reaching that end the
more rapidly the cheaper it is. In other words,
don't hamper production by taxing the very source
of that production, viz.the money needed to
timnlatc it, but let production be untrammelled,
and then, when necessary, tax the product and
make money free.
