A BUSH AT THE SOUP KITCHENS.
The continued cold weather has had its influence

on the hungry and destitute population of the city.
The Deimonico kitchens are now crowded every
day, and the raw and piercing winds of the early
March days are driving hundreds of the poor to
seek assistance at these places where good hot
wop can be obtained without money or extra toiL
The amount of soup distributed yesterday at tho
different kitchens under the management of Chef
Ranhoffer we give below, with the understanding
that in many places there was not soap enough,
and a number of people had to content themwiveswith waitlug for another day.

A JOURNEY WITH DELMONICO'S CHEF.
Yesterday morning a Herald reoortcr accom*

pamed Mr. Charles Ranhoffer, the chief cook of
Mr. Deltnonico, on his dally official Inspection Of
the thirteen different soap houses in bis jurisdiction.Some idea may be formed of the arduous
work performed by Mr. Ranhoffer, who is one of
the foremost culinary artists in this country, and
who carries on a scientific correspondence with
(Jrbain DuooIb, mattre (VfiOtel to Emperor William
of Germany, aud whose brother was chef to the
Emperor Napoleon lor many years, and is now
with the Empress Engenie at Chlslehurst.-when it
18 mentioned that Mr. Ranhoffer visits everyfne
oi the thirteen soup kitchens twice a day. wwlch
are scattered from sixty-third street to Water aud
Dover streets on the east sloe of the city, and from
Wooster and Spring streets to Sixty-second street
and Tenth avenue on the west side. The reporter
having ensconced himself beside Mr. Ranhoffer.
and behind a warm pair of robes, full speed
was given to the .horse "lncroyable," who
has been going the rounds of the soup houses lor
oout three weeks. Starting from Delinqnlco's, in

Fifth avenue, the route taken was down on the
weBt side, and the first kitchen visited was at No.
114 Wooster street, whicu Is on the ground floor of
a very large building. TUere were a large number
of poor, iorlorn looking men nere drinking soup
out ol quart porringers. The day had not iar pro-
gressea, ana yet a ivu gaiion uouer nail been
emptied of Ita savory couieuta. At the Centre
street soup kitcnen two hollers full or 120
gallons each were distributed at noon, and two
more were ordered to be made by Mr. Kanhoffer,which in all made 480 gallons of soup applied for
and delivered to the poor of the district. At the
kitchen in Water street, near Dover, CaptainUlman nas been exerting himself energetically for
some days, and has succeeded lu procuring a plcutliuisupply ol bread lrorn the charitable shop and
saloon keepers or the ward. Two boilers or soup
oi 120 gallons each, were delivered at tnis place,
and the next kitchen visited was in
East Broadway, In the Seventh precinct. A
bountuul supply of bread was used up here,
and 240 galious of soup were lurnished to the familieswho called by their proper representatives.
Women and children are served here before the men
or grown-up boys can get a drop. At the Delanecy
street soup kitchen the applicants are chiefly Germansand there is a ninety gallon boiler which had
U) be tilled twice, and, as there was *»juty of bread
given our, the soup, amounting to 180 gallons, did
not last but a short time. In every instance, rue
soup is very carefully skimmed l?y Delniomco's assistants,thirty of whom are employed in the thirteenkitchens under his charge.
At the fcleventh precinct kitchen In Becond

street, in the charge of Captain Murphy, tlio
youngest captain on the torce, 240 gallons ol soup
were delivered to the applicants, and In addition
% largo amount of bread was also given out. At
the avenue A kitchen, In Captain Tynan's precinct,one boiler of 120 gallons was served out,
bnt the call for soup here Is rather light in comparisona lib other districts no more largely inbabitated.In two other different districts there
was a great rush lor the soup, which was yesterdaymade oi beet, beans and vegetables.

The groceries and provisions.oatmeal,
cornmeal, rice, hominy, sugar, coffee and tea.will,when puichased, be bought from mlliowneiH and
Importers, ami the saving of proilts irom middlemenwill thus place about ninety per cent more m
food in tue homes of tne poor than could be purchasedby a per capita distribution of money.

FRAUDULENT CLAIMANTS
upon the bounty of the benevolent will be constantlyexposed, as they have beeD, for at least
one-third of tho daily number of applicants are impostors,who present false addresses, and are to
be rated as among the meanest, most heartless
and despicable or swludlers, lor they consume valuabletime ami only make a miserable attempt to
cheat the starving, the homeless, tne sick and the
dying.

AID FROM THB CHl'RCnES.
As the churcnes are taking hold of thlB matter

ana lorwardiug contributions to the Uuild, it id
probable that, with these sums and the additional
ones tue generous Irotii every quarter are sending,the Guild will be able totcontiuue Its extended
work until auch time as the season lor outdoor
labor la fairly opened. In the ineautime it will bo
well lor those who intend trendiug donations or
clothes, lood or money to remember that every
moment Is precious, and that starving people cannotvery well postpone their hunger till "to-morrow."

tiib ladies who volunteer.
It is well known that hundreds of ladies of tho

most reiiued and wealthy circles are among tne
volunteer visitors of the timid; but it may not be
bo well known that there is a wide field in which
the services of many additional volunteers will,
for the next lew weeks, be of great value. Not
only are they needed among the tottering hovels
and noisome tenements of the Five Points and
of Water and Cherry streets, and in the attics and
basements of Muckerelville and the shanties ol the
slaughterhouse district, where many noble women
bave feariesslv gone, but in homes wbere refinementand delicacy has not aB yet been blunted by
poverty.

those whom toe guild iias saved
from destitution sud death have not all been
vagabonds.and the word "vagabond" is used
with reverence.but were those whom the great
storm found strong and lull ol hope and promise,
only to be wrecked without word of warning.
Men wuose music has delighted millions ol ears
and hearts; actresses who have won the plaudits
of the most lashiouable and cultured assemblies
by their genius, while they have delighted the
senses of their auditors by their grace and beauty;
girls who have basked in the sunshine
of an imperial court; authoresses whose
pages nave evoked a world or pleasantfancies, and have glided many a heavy hour;
preachers whose denunciation or sin and words of
hope and taith and chanty have echoed in fashionablechurches, auu lawyers, physicians and merchants,have felt the strong right hand of the Guild,

Packages ot clothing
will gladly he sent for on receipt it the donor's
address, or if ieit at the Niuth precinct station
house, No. 94 Charles street, at auy time, they will
be, through the kindness ot Captain Wasnburn,
promptly lorwarded to headquarters. The ward
has been divided into thirty-two districts, each of
which is now being thoroughly canvassed by a
member 0/ the General Committee, who voluntarily
obligates dluiseir to discover and relieve every case
of distress that may exist in his district. Many
persons are now suffering keenly, who, until this
winter, have been in comfortable circumstances,
and who consequently shrink from either applying
pnhlicly for assistance or even from making their
needs known, and lor their benefit we would state
that a Coufideniial Advisory Committee has been
appointed, whose duty it will be to investigate
special cases in strict confidence and to administerwhatever relief they can. without any pub-
licity whatever. The address ul the chairman of
this committee will be lound below. While we
have eiiougn to begin with, we must remind you
that calls on as win be constant, and we depend
upon you to see that the supply Keeps pace with
tne demand. Donations of money, clothing or other
necesanries will be very welcome In auy sums or
quantities, and remember distinctly tnat whatever
you give goes directly to the poor. We are under
no expense whatever, and we know no distinction
of race, creed or color in our giving. Messrs. Herring& Farrell very kindly tender us a commodious
room tor our headquarters, tree ot rent, aud the
arduous and detailed dady omce duties are periorinedby gentlemen who voluntarily give their
services to the cause of charity. All citizens are
tnvlted to visit and inspect our headquarters at

THE PACIFIC GOULD.
What Is Thought of Jay Gould Becoming a

Dmetor in Union Pacific.

Frominent Financiers on the Subject.Is the
Union Paciflo to leoome Another Ericl.
Goal Hot a Controlling Power in the Directcry-HowHe Voled Himself In.

The Probable Fctnre of the Koad.

The excitement In Wall street over the election
of Mr. Jay uould as a director of Union Pacific continuesto increase. It may not, perhaps, be properlycalled excitement, but It certainly is a feeling
of Interest, doubt and Insecurity among bondholders,which may bo productive of some change In
the status of the road. Though foreshadowed in
the Herald, this election was viewed with great
donbt even by men who believed they had the
"Inside track" on all matters pertaining to Wall
street news. To the very moment of the election
mauy of these am not believe Mr. Gould could bucceetlin his project, but they found themselves
amusingly deceived when the moment came. The
whole election Is slated to have been controlled
entirely by the coalition of the Ames-Gould interest,at least as far as themselves and their partisanswere concerned. i'eoplo in Wall
street are variously airected by this election,though none of the prominent ineu
seem to care to give their opinions too

iruukly upon the subject. They appear, on the
contrary, to rather wish to bo left alone about the
matter, aud express no opiuiun until they llnd how
the land lies. Some believe that the elect,on of
Mr. Gould will exert a baaetul Influence upon the
road, while others think tuat tne effect will be
neutral. None go further than this by openly statingthat they believe the influence will be for good.
Messrs. Morton, liliss k Go. are the llnancial

agents of the Union Pacific Railroad. A reporter of
the iiejiald called upon Mr. l. p. Morton yesterday
with the Intention of ascertaining bis opinions
upon the new deal, and also as to the statements
about IiIb declining election to tbe directory becauseof Gould's presence among ttiem. Tbe views
or Mr. Morton are all tbe more important in

consequence of his being the representative here,
and the mouthpiece of tho house or Morton, Rose
& Co., of London, the financial ageRts of the road
there, and whose Interests are greatly centred in

the road.
VIEWS OP MR. L. P. MORTON.

Mr. Morton said that he wished It to he distinctly
understood that he had not in any manner opposedthe election of Mr. Jay Gould to the directory
of the road, nor was he to be counted ugainst Mr.
Gould in any manner. He said
"My interests as a banker would render it un!wise for me to be a partisan In the matter. 1 had

stated in Boston at the meeting that 1 did not
wish to be in the Board because I had too much
else to attend to. People may draw their own Infeienccsof my action In the matte*"
"Opinion seems to be pretty general," said tho

reporter, "that the influence of Mr. Gould in the
directory will be for tbe bad 01 tbe road. Is this
your opinion f"

"It Is not. I do not think that the fact of Mr.
Gould being a director will hurt the road In any
manner. People who laoor under this fear may
reassure themselves from the lact that of the
tweniy-one directors of tho Union Pacific six are

government directors, and of the liiteen others
only five are in the direct Interest of Mr. Gould.
With five lu twenty-one he certainly caunot controlthe policy or tne counsels of the road. Hhould
he wish, which is not probab.e, to run the thing in
bis own particular Interest, he would have a

majority of eleven to overcome, six of whom are

directly In the interest of the government directors.U is not possible lor Mr. Gould to overcome
niK'.li n. muinrltv ah Lliitt. Hut. heHtdftM. V urn nf thn

opinion that Mr. Gould sincerely has ttio Interests
01 tue railroad at Heart, and that he will not
attempt to run the thing as lie has done other institutions.1 am a Arm believer in the theory that
Mr. Gould purposes to

PURSUE AN HONEST CAREER
and give up hie former ideas. He sees, as we all
see, that the ruture ol the Union Pacific Is a great
one, and thut properly managed It has prospects
surpassed by none. Hut, as i say, even did he
look at things in another light, he would De powerlessto do anything."

'Wae it not a general surprise that Mr. Gould
succeeded so well In his design to become a power
in Union Pacific v"

"Well, the matter has been affirmed and denied
one way and another lor some time, but his intentionswere generally known. He has been buying
stock for some time, and his strength may be
imagined by the lact that he voteti on 167,000
shares ol stock.that is to say, the controlling interestin the road. Ot course it was impossible to
resiBt thl>; nor was toere any attempt to do so.
Mr. Ames and Mr. Gonld had a consultation beiore
the meeting, and whatever was done may be attributedto one as mucn as to the other."

"1'ne statement, then, that you reiused to serve
in the same board with Mr. Uould is'without
foundation T"
Mr. Morton Hesitated a moment beiore replying.
"1 do not say that," he answered. "1 rerused to

be a candidate, but I do not say it was because Mr.
Gould was a director. Outside of the Gould inter-
est the directory is composed of the most respect-
able men in Hoston.men who conid not In any
way be Induced to subscribe to measures whicu
were not in every wav correct.auil the President.,
Mr. Sidney Dillon, is a man we all know and would
trust. Taken altogether, I believe the directory
to be a very good one. As lor Mr. Gould personally,no man understands himself ana the business
Pe ter, and be is able to put it, witn the assistance
ol others, in belter position than it has ever
been in.

WHAT MR. A. S. HATCH HAYS.
Flsk A Huicu aru the llnaucial agents of the

Central Pacific Kail road, the combination ol the
Union 1'acillc on tlie Pacific side of the continent.

Mr. A. & Hatch, of tuis firm, was called on by
the Herald reporter, and his views asked lor on
the question wlucb is agitating Wail street Just at
present.

Mr. Hatch seemed to be more willing to give his
opinion on the subject than the gentleman who
preceded film in the successionoi Interviews. The
conversation which took place between ttie reporteruud tlie bunker ran as lollows:.
reporter.What has oeen the etiect of the clec-

tlon oi Mr. Jay Gould as a member of the Union PacificDirectory f
Mr. Hatch..The eflect has been or rather was

at first, to depreciate the bonus und to put up toe
stock, the bondholders, who are the owners of
the road, seemiug to be afraid ol the new man in
the directory, wlule Mr. Gould's friends pushed up
the slock us a compliment to film. Tnat there is a
Iceliug oi uncertatnity as to the new management
can hardly be denied, and the want of confidence
has been expressed in many quarters, mill, the
fact, ol Mr. Gould's having

far from a*controllino power
in the Doard is probablv reassuring to a great
many who lear Ills having the same control here
that he lormeny had in Krie. mill, of course, a
railroad is like everything else, you can't prevent
a man becoming owner oi It if he can and will pay
for it. Mr. Gould paid his way into the directory
or tire roati ior nunscii aiiu ins incnus, ana tie has
tin unquestionable right to do ho. What he proposesto do with the property 1 of course cannot
say. It would seem as If tie could not bring in
many of his peculiar tactics In the lace of a large
majority 01 the directors who are not in Ins in*
tercst.
"There seems to be, however, a prevalent opinionthat Mr. Goirid Intends working lor the beat interest01 the road?"
"It is quite possible," said Mr. Hatch, "that he

intends to retrain from lila old practices, and If he
does it Is all the better lor the bondholders. Hut 1
have no opinion on this subject. It has been known
lor some two weeks lu Wall street that lie was
buying in the stock, and the Impression was that
he' intended to get in as a director of the road.
silll, even among Mr. Gould's friends, it is
thonht that he was

NOT WISE IN SO PUTTING HIMSELF FORWARD
as a director and getting lu witn the controlling
Interest that he held* It seems to tliem, as to me.
that he would have done just as well to have pat
m/oioovur uinr in, nounn w IIIB imere sis, l)UI
whom tlio public would not have recognized.But as It is, with his own
name boldly thrnst forward, It is qn.te
possible that it may not bcnetlt the bonds of the
road either oil I he other side or here. In England
they do not like to ,«eo Mr." Gould's name coninee ted prominently with a road, liut then, again,
by becoming a director he may wish to give a guarIantee oi the good laltti winch he mav be moved
by towards the best tutcresta ol the road, aud 10
rehabilitate hiniseir in the pnbilc esteem. In this
case lie was, of course, quite right in doing what
he has doue.
"A statement has been made Mr. Hatch, that

the lact of Mr. Gould becoming a director of the
Union Pacific hinds the nueresis ol all the routes
to the Paclhe coast together. What can you say
as to this?"
"That It mar be true of the Union Pacific, as well

as the Pacific Mail and the Panama railroads, in the
two lost ol whtoti Mr. Gould and his lrlcnds are
largely Interested; bat It canuot be said of tne
Central Pacific, us you know the latter is an
Important adjunct of the Union PaciQc, which
would be 01 comparatively

and Mr. Gould and his associates in no wav eon.

trol the Central Factflc, and I don't think thet
will."
"Hut do/on not think it possible that It may be

a part of Mr. Gould's plan to do wl'li the Central
Pacific as lie has done with the t'uionr"

"It is of course possible for Mr. Could, or any
man, as 1 said before, to obtain a controlling influencein Central Pacific If he pays enough lor it.
Hut it wounl cost htm a good deal to buy frotn
men who have no Inclination to sell at present,
and would come a little dearer than his Union
Pacific venture. Of course, such a tiling is possible,but hardly probable, and I don't believe
Mr. Oouid thinks of It. The weight of Mr.
Gould in Cniou Pacific cannot influence tuu
other road at all.In fact, the Influence will
be neutral. I have no doubt thai Mr. Gould
can, by persistency, obtain the controlling power
m the load, even in spite ol the majority onanist
him, If lie ao desires. True, there are only ttvo
against sixteen, leaving out the government
directuss, but with six more tliey would have tno
whole power in their own hands. I don't, mind,
say this is their object, but I believe the thing to
be possible it thev wish it. The coalition ol Ames
and Could has (lone a good deal, aud 11 Is veryprobable we have uot heard the end of It."

'.still, efforts have been made on several occasionsto identify the interests of the two com;.antes.
Why should not this be a solution of the problem?"

don't believe there ta any such project on toof.
Pacific Mail can get on without Mr.
Gould, and 1 believe It will. It Is highly
prosperous at present, and asks no lavois
oi the Union Pacific, There was a time when tuo
