THE CUSTOM HOUSE SCANDAL

The Hearing of Complaints and Apologies in the
BRevenne Investigation Closed—Distriet At~
toraey Bliss Admits the Intricacy and Ex-
cessive Severity of the Laws—Summing »

Up the Case of the Merchants

WasnmNoToN, Mareh 12, 1874

George Bliss, United Btates Attorney for the
Southern District of New York, msddressed the
Committee on Ways and Means this morning. He
snld he was, perhaps, the only ofcer of the gov-
ernment hkely to bhe heard, as the Collector,
Naval UMcer and Surveyor ot New York declined
to wppear, only for the reason that U they came
nere aud expressed thelr opinions it wonld be sud
they were blassed by thelr peérsonal lnterests. As
to lucts, he could state more than ail of them vom-
uined, owing to the nature ol the business en-
trusted to his bands, Hisown interest in moletles
was an Indirect one, and, without golng Into
detalls, was comparatively small.
