The Hungry Feel and the Naked Clothed.
Baby Outcasts of the Poor Cared For by
the Wives and mothers of the Rich.A
Londoner tn Gotham.Old, Helpless and
Starving.A Fraudulent "Charity Ball"
Unmasked.
Seventeen hundred and fifty persons on Monday

c&me to St. John's Guild for rood; twelve hundred
of them brought relief tickets from visitors, entitlingthem to immediate supplies of provisions
and groceries. The others had to be visited. Yesterdaya formidable array of tnose equally poor
and unprovided ror appeared, and during tho
long day were being constantly furnished witn
food, clotnmg and oiten with orders lor medical
attendance and medicines. Tney presented, as a

whole, the same sad picture that every day brings
Into life at St. John's chapel. They repeated the
same sad stories of destitution, of misery, of sicknessand death. They were from nearly every
land and spoke many tongues; but the burden or
all, no matter what the accent happened to be or
the language in wnich their suiferlng found voice,
was of hunger and homelessness. They entered
the gates where many thousands of weary feet had
entered beiore them, and they bore on their arms
light baskets and in their bosoms heavy hearts.
They went back to the desolate plates they name
home with light hearts and neavy burdens, that,
unpacked, brongtit into the darkness oi their poor
rooms light and life and hope,

TWO BABY OUTCASTS.
In Grand street yesterday a passer by found

tiro little beings crying desperately in an open
doorway. He questioned them and they told
their story. A bad woman enticed their mother
to drink, and when these two became inebriated
they attacked each other and gave the
little ones many odd blows in the This
chance passer by was a volunteer visitor
of St. John's Guild. lie entered tiie house
and found the women. They were locked
in eacn other's embrace and struggling in a room
strewed with old gunuy bags, straw and ashes,
and furnished with a dilapidated table ami two
chairs. The visitor was shown the room where
tne little ones slept; it was a garret, empty, save
a little pile of loose straw iu a corner. He
called a policeman, and they brought the little
beings to .st. John's Guild, where they were fed,
washed and clothed. The little girl had only a
bandage above the waist, which was her ouly
covering. The first water irom wnicn they
emerged was black as ink, and tne clothes they
had worn were a mere bundle of rags. Still the
boy was a very fine looking little fellow, who gave
his name as Hampton Woods: and his sister, a
fragile little thing, with curly, flaxen hair, was
more than pretty. Their father was dead.

A LONDONEH IN NEW YOKE.
Mrs. Itachel flotschwits, a Londoner, married to

a German, and the mother of seven children,
thougli still very young, has been supporting her
family iu a ru<ie way by working as a tailoress.
She had purchased a Singer sewing machine,
No. 2 (tailors') or one Hahn, in avenue H,
between Third and Fourth streets, and had
paid him $17 ot the purchase money,
she owed $20 more to complete her payment, On
the occasion ot her visit to sr. John's Guild, a week
ago yesterday, her room was visited and the
machine was taken away by Hahn's men. When
she returned home she tound the only means of
support sne possessed gone. Her nusoanu, a
painter by trade, but without worn for five months
and at trie present time sick, had learned to assist
her In sewing on the machine, and he could only
tell her it was none and with it prospects of the
payment 01 rent and the purchase of bread.

The regular stuted session of the Board of Education,was held yesterday afternoon, ia their hall
on Gran l street. W. H. Neiison presided, and
there were also present Messrs. Baiter, Parr, Ifainted,Jenkins. Klamrotb, Seligman, Traud. Vormilye,West, Wetinore and Mann. After approvingthe uunutes of the previous meeting, communicationsirv-n the different committees were received.On motion, the report ol the committee
appointed to visit the public schools of Boston to
examine into the system of notation and muaic
was read. The report showed that $l&,ooo per
annum was paid in salaries to the music teachers,
and that an annual exhibition was given every
year by the most advanced pupils. The committeepronounced tavorably upon the plan
for teaching music in the sonoois, If properly
carried out by competent teachers. It was then
moved, seconded and carried, that tne report be
printed. A communication was tnen read, giving
some statistics as to the inspection of che public
schools, snowing 108,000 pupils now on the rolls,

declination of Mr. Andrews, since no honor was to

BURNING OF THE cilBBSE SUMMER
PALACE.

To tui Editor op thr Herald:.
Having read in your paper this morning an articlereferring to tbe late Emperor of tbe French and

the burning or tbe Summer Palace at Pektu by tbe
British Army, I beg you will allow me to make a

few remarks tbereon, as 1 had the honor ot being
one of the British expeditionary force, and served
witb my troops throughont the campaign, which
endea with the capltnlatlon of Pekin, October 6,
1360.
The burning of the Summer Palace was decided

upon at a council of war, held on the part of Eng-
laud by the Earl of Elgin as Ambassador,
and the Commander-in-Chiei, Lieutenant Central
Sir James Hope arani, G. C. B., and on
the part of the French by Earon Cross, as Amibassador, and General Mautauban (now count
Palikao), Commander-in-Chief. By that council of
war the late of the Summer Palace was decided,
and the French troops had their oortlon allotted
to destroy, equally with the English, whicn they
carried oat to the letter, as they did all operations
which were assigned to tneui throughout that
campaign. I may here remark that the burning of
the Summer Palace was mainiy due to the nor1rible barbarities commuted by the Chinese on
English otiicers, together with members oi Ills
iiAi cucutj uuiu ni^ui n mau «nu ncio ouuio

previous made prisoners wane under a flag of
truce.
Of the whole party who went within the Chinese

lines Colonel Walket, 0. B., second Dragoon
Guards, serving on the staff of tne cavalry, was the
only one who escaped, aud that was owing to his
being so well mounted as well as being an experiencedhorseman and pericct swordsman, as, by
aid of our glasses, we could see turn cutting Uls
way through the enemy, and. amid a cloud of dust,
smoke and gingai bullets, presently cantered luto
the British lines.
The victims who were so tortured by the enemy

were Mr. De Norman, chief attache to Lord hlgiu,
and Mr. Locke, his private secretary; Mr. Parses,
now Sir Barry Parkes. then consul (tlnglishi at
Canton; Mr. Do Buiby, Times correspondent; CaptainBrabazon, Royal Artillery; Lieutenant Anderson,Pirst Bikh Irregular Cavalry; PrivatePhipps,
First Dragoon Guards, and twenty Sowars of the
First. Sikh Irregular Cavalry, who comprised Mr.
De Norman's escort. .

They were all tortured to a death dr the most
brutal description, with the exception 01 Mr.
Parkes and Mr. Locke, who were returned three
weeks afterward in a inghtful condition.

near the post that he cannot go, and doubts
whetuer he can keep them out of the tort."

dated ban Antonio 12th:."The Indians are raiding
into the towns below KL Paso. On the 2d inst. they
stole eleven horses and killed several men neur
San Kllzano. It is believed that they cauie from
the Fore Staunton, New Mexico, reservation."

trouble with me; the trodWe was on account of
the shotting. beveral other witnesses who

shooting, and whose testimony was corroborativeor the witnesses examined on Tuesday,ail testiiylng that the prisoner was sober on
the night of the shooting. The Inquest will be resumedou Friday morning, at eight o'clock. The

About 400 men and women, sympathizers orthi

Parisian Commune, assembled last evening al
Gernuanla Hall, In the Bowery. The proceedings
commenced at nine o'clock by a banquet, whers
wine and French gayety flowed galore. The buttonholesof nearly all the men were ornamented
with a red ribbon, and the women wore the same
color in some portion of their dress.
The enthusiasm of tlrf meeting was at its height

when Mr. Sauva, the President of tho meeting;
announced alter the banquet that there were two
honorary presidents of their gathering whoso
names, be thought, were worthy or all honor lot
ttieir woDdrous patriotism.u« wmucu iu uim

bruve heroine, among others of the Commuue,
Louise Michel, wao lought like a lion, ana the
single hearted Dr. Baspall, now in prison. The
mention of their names was received with dealeuingcheers. Mr. Sauvatlieu told, in forcible terms,
the story 01 the struggle of the Commuue lot
