Tns Volcanic Reoions, )
McDowell County, N. C., March 20, 1874. J

From my own personal observation I am able to
verify tlie accounts already furnished concerning
the premonitory symptoms or an eartuquane or

volcano uow existing on Bald Monntaln. Tins
m< u italn Is situated between Crooked Creek, in
McDowell county, and Stone Mountain, in Rutherfordcounty, lu this State. Tho first symptoms or
earthly convu slon weie noticed on tho 10th of

February, when there was a terrible rumbling
heard, evidently comlug from tlie very bowels
of the earth. This continued until the 22d
of February, when the noise became so violent
that the people left their homes aud have not
since returned, prayer meetings navo been In-

animated in the neighborhood, and lor the last
sixteen days the preachers have had their hands
full dealing with the wants of the mourners.

There never was much rc'lgton in this part of the
county, but to-day it Is hard to meet a man who
is not travelling on the narrow path to salvation.
There seems to be a general expectance of a big
bursting lorth or the volcano, und business In this
section Is generally suspended, religion being the
order of the day.
The rumbling sonnds in the mountain may bo

still bcurd.
1 attempted to ascend the mountain this morningbut was driven back by a blinding storm.

Corroboration from the Tennessee Side
of the Line.1Terror, Prayer and Penitenceof the Mountain Resident*.
Pcnticostal Gatherings.

Kxoxvillk, t'enn., March 20, 1874.
For the last twenty days the greatest excitementhas prevailed lor a distance of twenty-flve

miles around and In the vicinity oi lluld .Mountain.
This mountain Is situated between Crooked
Creek, in McDowell county, and Broad River, the
mountain also extending into Rutherrord county.
That portion of the range within McDowell county
Is generally called Stone Mountain.

THE "TERRIBLE LUMBERING."
The first signs of alarm in tins locality were wit*

nesseil on the 10th of February. This consisted in
wnat the people call a terrible lumbering, the
earth seeming to quiver to a frightful extent.
Some parties describe It as terrible thunder gradu-
ally dying away In the tllsiance, others as the

roaring of heavy artillery in the distance.
ADDITIONAL TESTIMONY. j

On the 12th of February, two gentlemen on the
highest point of Bald Mountain, known as Harris'
View, which is said to be next to Mount Mitchell In

height, heard this strange noise. One ot them says
it at first reminded him of the railing ot heavy tlm-
ber and presented a strange combination 01 sounds
and impressions. Parties living on the mountain
sides ami at the base heard the same noise. All
tuluk that the noise was in the mountain. One
man says when he was on one side of the mountain
the terrible noise was In the direction of the
mountain and when on the opposite side the same
indications were observed. All feel satisfied that
the noise proceeded alono from this mountain.
But on the 22d of February the noise had reached
such a point as to be perfectly terrible.

UPSETTING THE KITCHEN UTENSILS.

Among the persons living on the mountain are

Mr. Camp, Johnston Elliott, Noah Elliott, Widow
Nanny, George Morgan, James Gilbert and others.
From the statements of all these parties, and of perhaps

fifty others, the mountain was actually shak.
lng. The moving was as if tno entire mountain was

giving way. The table ware and the furniture in

the house all rockod and jolted with frightful
force. It Is said that the cattle have become
alarmed and have wandered from their usual

range.
EXCEEDING FEAR, QFAKIXO AND PREACHING.

Such was the alarm that at about twelve o'clock
on the night of the 22d nit. the people for miles
around began to assemble at the house of a Mr.
Camp. Camp, having gone to the woodpile for

wood, became so alarmed that he fell upon his
knees and began to pray aloud.
