PORTEOTJS ON PENTECOST.
Startling Assertions froiu the Pulpit of
St. John's Church, Brooklyn.Where In
Lies the Weakness of Our Modern
Churches.What Religion Really ConsistsIn.

J The handsome edifice of tne parish of St. John's
Methodist Episcopal church, Bedford avenue,
Brooklyn, was crowded In every part at the principalservice yesterday morning. The distinguished
Kev. Dr. George B. Porteous, late of London. Eng'
laud, preached upon the occasion, taking tor his
text"Great events are recurrent.".Acts It, 4.
The marvel* and miracles of the past are repeated
iu larger outline auu tuner meaning in the present.
An age or moral wonders surpasses one of dramaucand sensuoos display.tne spiritual is superiorto and explanatory of a miraculous time.the
dispensation ot truth Is greater tban that of lam,
for the former is at once the sublimation an lulfll|
ment of the latter. Tne Pentecost of the first cenitury, historical and auspicious as it undoubtedly
was.lull of marvel and mystery and forcible and
fruitful.was parent of peutecosts yet to come

upon the cnurcb and the world. The phenomenon
was grand; Its associations were novel aud startling,its results manifold, gracious and surprising.
Hut the recurrence of such a pentecost is more

lrequent and significant than we imagine. The
Church seems to-day to be lu throes and keen expectancyto give birth to a pentecost. The contditions tor its recurrence are gradually maturing,
aud a survey of the helps and hlnderances to its
eventual visitation will quicken in us, 1 trust, ferventdesire to participate in

direct iroin the "presence of the Lord." When the
day ol Pentecost had luliy come, alter days or earnestand prayeriul waiting and watching for the
Saviour's promised gift.the Paraclete.the hearts
of that leeble bund of believers were take possessionof; the mild, miraculous influence descended
through the airectlon and set on fire the Intellect,
and tuen outward symbols appeared iu the shape
ol c.oveu tongues of fire resting upon their brows.
The preachiug ot the Cos,,el then began in earnest.
Sts. Peter and Andrew, sts. James and John, eveiy
member of that select fra ernity, with no unseemly
haste, nor jarring, nor disputes, nor divisions, nor

jealousies, nor heartburnings, but ail as one man
and mind revealed through many organs, took
tneir places as tney were moved by the Divine Insurer.someperhaps near Pilate's judgment hall,
others Id tne marset place or on building sites, or in
porches of houses freely granted them.led by the
Inward Witness to a special spot, hunple, direct
and magnetic these teachers went (orth to preach
and teach. '1 heir proclamation was of salvation
and refuge and shelter lor mankind from evil and
tleuth. Without now alludin<r to Mm Iuw-h
willed underlie the uuusual form of muni'festationmen made.viz., that or speech
111 loreign tongues.there is a lesson in
Hie occurrence wed worthy ol special emphasis.
W hat is it r Thisthat those wuo would undertaketo preach the christian Gospel need themselves,nay, must have as a prerequisite, just such
a baptism.that or the Holy Ghost and lire. To all
who teach others, whether cleric or lay, the lessonis addressed. Are we astonished at the marvellousarauiht or fishes brought to land by St.
Peter (now Usuer of men), or amazed at the copiousoutpouring or spiritual gilts on the day of Pentecost,as compared with what are called the small
returns or genuine converts in our modern
churches ? What, we ask, is toe cause ol the prevailingpaucity.a poverty of religious vitality in
the centres ol <Ju;Istcndoin ? How does the world
answer our que.-tion 1 Must we learn irom it what
it is w hich arhicts our piety, our progress, our
whole spiritual tone and triumphs t Let the world
answer! It does not know us better than we
kuow ourselves; but it is well to hear what others
tluuk about us, though thoroughly they know us
not. how

WHAT DOES TnB WORLD SAY
of oar denominational and general capacity as
preacuers of truth and messengers 01 Christ r
Hoes it not call uur sermons "paper pellets".cold,
passionless, commonplace; at best brilliant or
ornate displays ol rhetoric and scholarship, of
mingled maimer and uncertain influence, aud in
teeir impression as smoke to gunpowder r The
world, too, declares that the occupants of the
modern pulpit are principally "proicssioual" men,
who wear the iiveiy of the sect lor pay. and whose
Zealand piety are marketable; aud, further, that
the insincerity aud loriniluy ol the puipit are reflectediu the pews. "Like priest, like people."
Are these accusations true i 1 tear we cannot
deny their uccuracy. It Is well to know what our
weakuess is and wuerc it lies. But apart troin our
persouai and associated tailings, wlifch luigely accountlor t ie scanty nature and long delayed adventoi Pentecost, there are influ*nces at work in
trie world winch reuder it more difficult than ever
lor the Churcii to come into peutecoscul inspirationand effectiveness.influences outside
the Church ui altered conditions oi humanity,
altered conditions ot the intellect, altered states
ol knowledge, which make It impossible to the
unitarian corporations to win over to themselves
the souls oi men in such sudden, miraculous
lasiiiou as the disciples did on the great dav of
Pentecost. Our success in the latter half ot the
uiueteentu century must differ troui that of the
tirst age. The agencies brought to bear upbn the
comparatively sunpie hearted times ol the apostles
are uot adapted to the present times. There was
little ol an external character to agitate the populaceor move the current of Hie in Jerusalem. Hie
movements oi i.nougui were an<w, me pui.se 01
enterprise languid. tue mind, unaccustomed to
the anuiciiil stimulus o( novels and a daily press,
lay open to tne mode or attack so lorcibly employed
by i Lie apostles on the day oi Pentecost. The
soldiers oi tne cross went out lue the
mailed horseman of Cortez ugaiust combatantswith leather helmets ami sulelds of
padded cotton. We have to Ujrnt against
masses ot armed men, Intrenched behind a sevenfoldwall or lortillcations, auaiust men built up in
proud Atheisiu. seasoned In subtle disputation,
guarded at every turn in t elr thought by negative
arguments and unsympathetic bias. Against such
an array we have to inarch, requiring lorcheads
ol Hint anu hearts ol ripened patience or the light.
'1 ne resellers ol the llrst age had not. our modern
difficulties and'disahilitlcs 10 struggle with. Then,
again, those tir.,t Christian warriors had the advantageoi unity. They acted in concert,
sr. andrbw hid not call .st. peter a heretic.
tit. James did not denounce St. John us a mesne.
When the truth was urged upon Arabian, Mcde
anu Parthian trey could not reply, "First agree
among yourselves concerning the essentials of
your lalth beiore you press it upon the attention
of others." Wc suiter diminution of our powers
and influence by lamentable divisions in our
our churches. We denounce each other lor
the slightest divergencies of opinion. One
sect thrives and lattciis upon the Uowuiall of another.The bankruptcy of one denomination is
taken advantage ol to swell the pretensions ol anotherdenomination, scarcely three sects in
Christendom cordiady love each other or have a
word oi praise or commendation ior each other's
organization. Feariul ecclesiastical mood this
and true! Tills alone, in I lie absence oi deadlier
reasons, is cause enough lor the slow progresswhich Christianity makes and ior the rarity oi revivalsin our churches. But once more, In the
first century, and especially at the tune ol the
meeting oi the people ou the day of Pentecost, the
presence o Jesus was iresh ii|.on the world.that
preternatural life had not become as yet historical.
Living witnesses rose up from every hamlet and
village where that shining wonder had passrd
upon Us wav. Lazarus still l.ved to testily that
he was raised ironi the dead. The fig tree
still stretched out Its blasted limbs that
withered at Ills command because they bore
but leaves instead of iruit. Men, wneu they met
together in "upper rooms" or in large assemolies
to discuss the charms ol the Great Mysterious Personage,could speak ot Hiui from personal and
practical contact with Ulni. One might start ior-
wuiu a mi !>h», -I «»n uuiiiuj ne restored rue
power of speech to me." Another might speak
out, was lame irorn my birth; He toui heu me
and i leaped ami ran." Another count attest, "I
was dying; tie called me back from the dim border
land, wiin all its strange sounds ringing in toy
ears, and bade me live." Or still another mIklit
testltv, "1 was one of 6,000 hungry people wnoiu
He ,eil at once, dividing live loaves and three sniad
llslies into hij abundance tor that multitude."
And behold yonder nervous man and listen to his
testimony, was mad for years; evil spiritspossessed my mind and memory; no man could
bind ine: 1 dwelt lonely and bewildered and

THE OHUSCH OP THE DISCIPLES.
Sermon by the Rev. Dr. IIrpworth.
"By Faith the Wails of Jericho Fell
Down."
The Rev. George H. Hepworth, pastor of the

Church of the Disciples, Madison avenue and Fortynitlistreet, preached an eloquent, impressive sermonyesterday morning, from the eleventh chapter
of Paul's Epistle to the Hebrews, beginning at the
thirtieth verse with the words, "By lalth the
walls of Jericho fell down."
The preacher looked upon this remarknble but

consistent Biblical lact as eminently Illustrative of
God's power, while keeping His covenant with and
developing lus marvellous Israellslsh people, to do
thlugs that, In our finite minds, seemed impossibilities.Moses had looked irom alar, on the
mountain top, down upon the beautilui valleys and
vine-clad hills of the promised la id. Ills eyes had
seen the sight of the oountry whose riches
and glory it was decreed that he should
not enjoy. He ascended to another and
even better land, there to receive the
reward of long and faithful services in the
ways of the Lord. Joshua became tho people's
chosen loader. After a while the children ol Israel
were ordered to arm with spear and sword, shield,
battle axe, banner and bow. to march against tne
heathen. They soon stood round about encompassingthe walls of Jericho, the key to the MediterraneanSea. But tms great city was encompassed
about by walls, extremely thick and high, so that
It was to them, who had neither catapult, cannon
nor mortar, impregnable. It seemed as if the
blossom of the assailants' hopes were about
to be nipped In the bud by the frost o(
cruel disappointment. Faith, and that only,
was left tbein. The incomprehensible order to
stann still and see the glory ot the Lord was obeyed
mechanically. For seven days did tney patiently
ci v oat unto the God of Israel, and upon the last
their prayers were Heard. The walls, no one knew
how nor could understand wherefore, crumbled
and fell beiore them, and the barbarians yielded
unconditionally the land of Canaan. This teaches
us that the ways 01 Jehovah are inscrutable. We
have no human standard by which Uis aim ghty
will or power can be measured; nor can we judge
ol the eitlcacy of a pi aver whose words are made
heavy as gold by genuine devotion.

The Hindoo may look upon the turning ol water
luto ice as a miracle, but our better knowledge
and wiser experience teach us that It is an everydayoccurrence, and we do not regard it as a wonder.The preacher believes this miracle of the
walls ol Jericho, as irorn his heart and soul he believesevery chapter of the Old and New Testaments.There are quantities ol laws and lorces iu
nature whose very existence is unknown to man.

This, indeed, would be taking the cover for use and
allowing the leaves to blue-tnould on the shell;
without these principal Ingredients the books 01 the
Scriptures would nave no significance. Errors of
translation, mistakes iu ctironology, things that
would require correction, there might be in the
Bib.e; but, with all that, it contains
the word to the way, the truth uud
the light; and wanting its miraculous
element that exemplifies the manner in winch Uod
has cnoseu to deal with man It would be valueless.

We do not love angels, bur, we admire
them, as far as we know of them. They are around
us continually, and we admire them for their purity
and holiness. Nothing can be happy in heaven,
their abode, unless it 1b pure ami holy, It would
be u place of the greatest torment to
a sinful, unregenerated man, having nothing
in sympathy with the holy beings there, lie wou.d
shrink from the presence ol angels, who are holy,
and who have an interest in man, in proportion to

his penitence. We rejoice at the introduction of
the first-born in the family, tor Its innocence and
purity ; alao at the reclaiming and returning of a
long lost wanderer or the finding of a lost treasure.So tne angels rejoice at a aiuuer saved and a soulredeemed, as It la the work oi God. The angelsrejoiced at the creation of this world and the creationof mau in the image of God; also at the birth
oi Christ In the manger. The beasts wondered,not understanding It. But the angels kuew Iliamission and understood His work, and rejoiced atHis comiug to accomplish so great a purpose. Angelarejoices at the fall of an acorn, lor they knowan oak is planted. As they see decay they rejoice,as they know new life will follow. But the heightor tuelr acclamation Is reached when they see anundying soul converted, a new companion oftheirs, lu the presence of God forever, lu whom
they have a peculiar Interest, as it la the work ofGod. The angels do not properly know all of God'sdoings, but rejoice in all thevdo know, as it Is rlghkand just. They see God's love and powerextiltiited
in man's redemption.

cleaving too much to the letter and ignoring the

Father Stumpd, 01 Meirose, was about to aupply
that want, he gladly gave the proposed work his
blessing, and bade the zealous Father Stumpd
"God speed."
The new chnrch, which Is situated at the corner

of Mott street and Washington avenue, Trcmont,
is a very good specimen 01 Gothic architecture. It
was designed by Father Stuinpd and erected under
his supervision at a cost ol $46,000. The s'.aincd
glass windows, which give the building a medieval
and strictly ecclesiastical appearance, were donatedby pious lrieuds or the zealous pastor.
Long beiore the commencement of tue services,

at eleven o'clock A. M., the streets or Tretnonl
were alive with thousands of devout Catholic Germans,while the children of the "Island 01 .saiuis"
tnronged iu crowds to do honor to ist. Joseph, the
patronai saint 01 the new cnurch.
Xne chotr, winch was under tne direction 01 ProfessorF. X. Killer, was composed ol Miss Louisa Morrison,first soprano; Mme. linger, contralto; Mr.

Lesclio, tenor: Mr. Schlnghardi.i>asso, and tue St.CeciliaSociety chorus of forty voices, supported by au
orchestra irom the Philharmonic Society. Mozart's
No. 12 was the mass selected lor the occasion, and
it is oniy due to the choir to say that the beauillut
music 01 that mass was given in a highly creditablemauuer. Tue offertory solo, Wiegand's "O
Haiutarts," was rendered by Miss Fiset with that
high artistic skill which characterizes her execution.Miue. Ungcr sung the "Dona Noois" with
very pleasing effect.
At eleven o'clock A. M. the procession of cross

bearer, acolytes and Vicar General (Juinn formed.
As the sun shone 101*111 in all his midday glory,
lighting up the scene, the sight was truly solemn
aud Imposing.
Tue celebrant having recited the prayer "Actionesnostras'' and intoned the "Aspergcs me,"

the attendant clergy chanted the psalui "Miserere "

The procession then marched urouud the exterior
uf the new church, the Vicar General sprinkling the
upper and lower parts of the walls with holy water
and repeating veralcle ol Psalm Oity:." Asi^erges
mi' hussop the muudabor; laoabte me el super
nivrm dCixlbator\^. (Thou Shalt sprinkle me with
hyssop, ami 1 shall be cleansed; iliou shall wash
me and I shall be made whiter than snow).
on the return 01 the procession the assembled

priests chanted the antlphou "Asperges," and the
celebrant offered a beautilul prayer, in which he
besought God, by the intercession of tne blessed
Virgin and all the saints, to cleanse and
purity and preserve iree from all spiritual contaminationttie new church erected to His honor.
When this prayer was finished tne procession reformedand marched two by two down the centre
to the high altar. Here the Litany of the saints
was chanted by tne priests, aud when they euine
to tin; petition to (JOU to OICBS ill" "u" viimi II me

celebrant stood up and pronounced In clear iiud
ringing tones tiiese words :."U( fuina eccleeiain et
altorr ad honorem tuum et nomen Sancti tui Joscp/upuryare el benedioere diaiuris, fe rogamue,
audi no* (that Thou tnuyest deign to purity and
bless tills chorch and tills altar erected to Toy
liotior, and in tne name of thy saint, Joseph, we
beseech llice hear us). At the conclusion 01 the
litany tnc celebrant oifered up two more prayers,
asking Hod to prosper and bless the work 01 Ilia
ministers. The priests Mien ciuinted psalms
cxtx., cxx. and cxxl., and preparations were
made lor the celebration ol the first mass in the
new church.
The uev. Father Clena lon officiated, assisted by

Rev. Father Youngbauei as deacon. Father Dircmleras sub-deacon. Alter the first gospel the
Rev. Father Sorge, 01 Buffalo, delivered a Very able
sermou lu the Merman language. He spoke of the
fidelity of Herman Catholics 10 faith and latherlaud.and administered some pretty sharp thrust*
to Prince Bismarck and Ins supporters. Father
hotge is a very eloquent speaker, and his word*
seemed to produce a great efleot on the Germans
present.
At tne close of the mass Very Rev. W. Qulnti, V.

(i.. addressed the vast, audience. He said ho era*
delighted to be able to congratulate the peoplo ol
Treinont on the generosity which they had inanllostedIn rearing this monument to tne worship of
Rod. Faiuci yuliiu also alluded to the persecutionol the Church in Meriiiany, and hoped that thn
Hermans would prove tlioir stability in the liiuh »s
the Irish have done for the last :a)o years. He con|eluded by thanking those vocalists who had coniirlbulcd so much to the sublumtv ui iuc tuuauk
