In the United Stat'-s circuit Court yesterday
Judge Nattiantei Shipiuan rendered his decision in
the case of the United states vs. Joseph Black and
others. The action nad been Insiltuted to recover
the sum or (13,111 60 on a dull iter's bond. The de¬
cision of the Judge is that a distiller Is bound oy
the assessment made bv the Internal Revenue As¬
sessor until a suit is brought in his own behair to
recover the amount ait«r he has paid it; that
where the principal does not pay the amount
8pecliled in the bond the security occupies the
position or his principal, aud must pay the tax, so
tbat the payment cannot be regarded as volun¬
tary, and that the assessment must be considered
conclusive as to Its amount where the government
sues a party lor the recovery or Internal revenue
taxes. Judgment uiu«t be entered for the govern¬
ment lor the amount claimed.
The President has granted a pardon to Leander

Fox and Byron Fox. who were convicted, some
time since, lu the Unites States Circuit Court, before
Judge Benedict, and scuteuced each to one year's
imprisonment aud a hue ot $5uo, for sending obsoene
books through the mull. The pardon states that,
on paying the fine and the costs or prosecution,
the deiendaots shall be discharged trom custody.

V. TH3 HAEROLD HOMICIDE.

Steffanl Found Guilty of Murder in the
Second Degree and Sentenced to State
Prison for l*lfe.Paoll Acquitted.
The trial or the Italians, rtetro Steffjnl and Sar-

genti Paoit, Tor the alleged murder o( Michael Har-
roid, was resumed yesterday in the Court of Oyer
and Terminer, Judge Hrady on the bench. Addi¬
tional testimony was Riven lor the defence, but
refering solely to the character ol the prisoners*
Alexandro Philippinl, cleru at Delmonico's, exam¬
ined by Mr. Q. C. Dennison, testified tnat he knew
steffanl to be of a very peaceable character. Chas.
Rosetti, Pietro Giovanni, Franco Piazzi, Jacomo
Catanlo, JoaC itamelli and Tomaso Petuamtnl irave
similar testimony. Pietro Giovanni was recalled,
and stated, in addition, that he had seen the de¬
ceased in possession or a knife and pistol. This
closed the case lor the defence. The prosecution
put in evidence or the peaceable character of Har-
rold, and this closed the ca-.o on both sides.
Mr. Charles W. Brooke proceeded to sum up for

the defence. He said trie lacts were lew and sim¬
ple, and he began by discussing t,.e grade of goilt
applicable to the evidence. He contended that
the deiondants were not guilty or the highest
grade of murder. There was no deliberation in die
killing, it was done in the heat ol passion. As to
i'aoii he claimed that there was no evidence
against him.
Mr. Phelps replied on behalf of the prosecution*

He commented VU ttlQ -savage nature of the assault;Paoll down under Hai'lohl, but In nodauger.noblows struck by Harroid, and Steflfoni, fixing his
kmle, with a blade six indies long, rushing at Har-
rold and stabbing him live times in the neck and
back.
Judge Brady In his charge defined murder in the

^CQUU degree to kill a w; u unintentionally, but
without premeditation. The intent was an im¬
portant element, to be determined from the cir¬
cumstances, the relattm 01 the parties to each
other, the weapon used, the number of wounds in¬
flicted and tke pari of -.he body wounded. Hie
wile saw the tWo prisoners hold Harrold down and
blood was on the floor. The deiendant must be
without lault himself. He must retire if he can do
so with saiety. steffanl old not try to drasr Har¬
rold away, but struck nun. Harroid was protect¬
ing his guest, Gobert, when the assault began.
The Jurv retired at a lew minutes tp six and after

about an hour and a hall came into Court again
and rendered a verdict or murder in tue gpcona
degree against Stelfani, with a recommendation to
mercy, and acquitted Sargenti Paoli.
Mr. Phelps then moved for judgment on the rer-

Uict, and feald though here wa» no discretion in
the sentence which the Court should pronounce,the recommendanon of the jury would be com-
munlcated to the proper parties.

Mr. Brooke applied lor delay in passing sentence
on the usual grounds until .Monday.
Mr. Phelps argued that there might be some dif¬

ficulty, as ihe new term commenced on Monday.Judge Brftdy then ordered the prisoners to rise,
And in answer to the usual Interrogatories by Mr.
¦tyarks, the Clerk, Sieffanl said he is twentv-three
vears of age, a waiter, last resided at No. 223 South
FUtb avenue, and had nothing to say why sentence
aaould not be pronou. ced.
Judge Brady in passing sentence said:."A Jury,

a very intelligent body ol gentlemen, have con-
scientiously discharged their duty and found you
guilty ol murder In the second degree, the punish-
ineni lor which, without discretion of the Court, is
imprisonment for lite. The recommendation of
the jury will be presented to the Executive. You
are sentenced to State Prison lor llle."

Paoll was then discharged on the application of
Mr. Brooke.

ALLEGED LOTTERY SWINDLE.

A Pretended Masonic Relief Association
Broken Up.

Three men, calling themselves Boyce Callard,
Montrose Bermas and llenry Hudson, were ar¬
rested yesterday aiternoon by Detectives William¬
son, Von Gerichten and Dunn, charged with keep¬
ing a lottery game and obtaining money under
false pretences. Tliey were conducted to the Cen¬
tral Office or Police, arraigned berore Captain
Irving and locked up. The arrest was made at
room No. 29, In the building Mo. 80 Broadway,
where the offices of the association
were situate 3. A warrant from Justice
Morgan, issued upon the affidavit of De¬
tective Dunn, who bought a lottery ticket
of tbe prisoners, was the instrument or arresr.
For some time pas t tliesa men have been adver-
tismg extensively in the daily journals and by clr-
culars that a "urand tuft Concert" In aid oi the
Masonic Reliel Association ol Norfolk, Va., would
be given on the 6th or May. At this concert the
circulars and advertisements promised that
"$200,000in currency would be given away;" and
the sale of tickets has, in consequence, been very
large. Being suspicious that (ho business was a
swindling one, aud was buiug carried on contrary
to tbe laws of the State, Captain Irving detailed
Detective Dunn to watch tne place. The officer's
report confirmed tiie susjjiclou, and the arrest was
c'eciued on yesterday. Y\ hen brought to the De¬
tective Office the chier promoter of the scheme
produced a copy of the transactions of the Grand
Lodge of Free and Accepted Masons in the State of
Virginia, In which the Grand Master sanctions the
giving ol a concert lor tbe purpose oi raislug a Ma¬
sonic temple at Noriolk. Ten tbousanu gilts were
promised by the advertisements. The prisoners
win be arraigned at the Tombs Police Court th>s
morning.

PBOBABLE FATAL AFFRAY.
A respectably dressed man called at the Sixth

precinct station house, Williamsburg, yesterday
morning, and stated that a man named Charles
Clelinski, residing at Mo. 206 avenue B, New York,
was lying at the aoove number in a dying condi-
tion from the effects ol a beating received in a
quarrel on Monday night tn a saloon on Moore
street, near Smith, Wiliuimsourg. Upon this in¬
formation Captain Kai*er sent out officers, who
arrested the alleged assailants.two men named
George waiter, a tailor, ol No. 6S3 Broadway, and
Christian MiKesner, a laborer, residing at No. S2
Varet street, wiio both deny the charge. The
prlsouers were held until an Investigation can be
had.
