WAITING FOR THE RESCUED.

The loss of the steamship Europe, belonging to
the French Transatlantic line, formed the prinei-
pal topio of conversailon yesterday throughout
the city, and oft repeated were the expressions of
gratification that no sacrifice of life had to be re-
corded arlelng irom this latest disaster in mud-
Ooean. OUm Inquiry at the ofice of tne company,
lats in the afternoon, Mr. Mackenzie, the ageot of
the line, stated that he had received but one de-
Bpatch ifrom the headquarters In Paris. This de.
8patch was eXwremely brief. It merely confirmed
the cable telegram published yesterday, stated
that the cause of the disaster was unknown and
concluded by aaking Mr. Mackenzie to forward fall
details by tho wire as soon as particulars could be
obtained »% the arrival of the Greece here with
the passengera and ¢rew rescued from the ili-fated
vessel. From the deapatch It appears that the
burean in Parls had first been informed of the mis-
fortune by a telegram sent there by Mr. Mackenzie
arter he had been Informed ot the logs of the Eu-
rope by the HERALD representative.

Former Attempts to BSecure Them to
Great Britsin—American Infiluence in
the South Paeifio & Bugbear.

The matter which now seems lkely to
be setiled by the soquirement by Great
Britaln of sovereignty over the WFijl Islands
bas been for many years one of intense
interest for British subjects. This Intereat
Was not always shared by the Britlsh government,
8 it several times lot alip opportunities 1o PossLES
itaelfl of the islands, Tbe ldea began ln the avari-
ciouns desire of Inalvidual Britons to destroy
the (nQuence of American setilers. But this
small purposé was overcome quickly as the
islsnds Dbecams popuiated by Europeans,
by whom their immense wealth was developed.
The patriotic Australians oould not bear tne
thonght that was continually pressing upon them
that the United Btates might procure dominion
over the islands, and so they jolned wish the Brit-
{ah settiers to work for their annexation to the
colonigs of the British Empire. They worked for a
number of years without encouragement from the
home government. Their succesa will point an
unconquerable persistence as may beé judged from
the following sketoh of the

HISTORY OF THE FIJI ISLANDS,

These are probably the richest of the islands of
Polynesta, They are covered with dense vegeta-
tion, and fruits of various kinds abound. Thelr
soll and ciimate are fitted for almoat any frult or
vegetable, and the upgrowth of these alter plant-
ing 18 wonderiully rapid. The Fijls consist of 154
islands, varying from the rocky isiet to the immense
island of Viti Livu, whose area Is about 4,000 square
miles, ahout the same aa that of Jamaics, Th%

lie in the South Pacide Ocean, between latitude
deg. 80 mip. gnd 19 deg. 30 min. south, and lon
tude 177 dem. east and 178 deg. west., North-
ern Australin 18 directly west of them, but Sydney,
with which they most readily communicate, 18
the southwest und about five days’sall distant.
The islands were origin discovered by Taeman
i the year 1643, News of them and of the lero-
clous character of their natives was recelved from
time to e, but they rematoed in effect unknown
places nntil 1840, In that year Commodore Wiikes,
of our navy. while on hils celebrated expedition,
stopped to survey the isisnas as well as to chas-
tise the nativea for murdering and eat the
shipwrecked men cast upon their shores. hila
at Malolo [ his oOfficers were mur-
dered, and ihe cannibals defled mm when
he demanded the renditon of the murderera. He
tork a speedy vengesnce, and one that makes him
remembered even now as (he dreadiul Turanga
Leva. Hs action brought the natives to sue for
peace, which he gave, telling them that the
wounld be even more severely aealt with i the
broke the main uuupwanon lor tbe truce, whicl
Was that they should reiraln irom the succulent
puaka balava or "longdplg" 1l they ronld not pro-
cure the ternpiing food without resorting for it to
tho bodies of unfortunste sallors. He assured
them that an American war ship would call at the
island at the end ol every lour years to inguire
Intu their conawnct, During thé iour years foliow-
ing Commodore Wilges' departure the natives
were irlendly toward whites, sud quite a8 number
of Europeans immigrated to the island. When that
period was oOver and no American man-of-
ol war had arrived (0 keep them in awe the long-
\ng lor lorelgn “long pig'’ agsin overcame the na-
tives., Outrnges upon the setilers were begun,
and the islands would have been rid of all white
people but that Engllsh and French war vessels
occastonally svopped and rebuked the tzlanders.
They learned, however, to discern that Americand,
ol whow there were a humber among the setulers,
weré not protected by the naval lorces of thelr
country ; and the Americans asserted that the Eng-
ilsn Methodist missionaries, who bad become
traders also, 1ncited & outrages upon
them with the hope of driving them irom thelr

places. At all events, it 18 certain that Ameri-
cans were apecially outry, and that
when, the Umte States  ahip

Vandalla reached the Fijis with the purpose of re-
senting the atrocines the Englsh missionariea
went to Captain Boutwell to condone them. Bout-
well, however, Infijcted such & punishment as had
never been visited upon the cannibals. He did nog

Wilhelm von Haunlbach.

Wilhelm von Kaulbach, the disuinguished Gere
man psinter, who was previously reported as seri
ously {ll with cholera, dled at Munich yesterday Im
the sixty-ninth year of his age.

1806, and pursued his studies at the Dusseldor®x
Gallery under Cornelious, by whose influence bhe
was called to Munich in 1825.
