There can be little question or the fact that rtxir-

Ing the past few vears too much capital has been
absorbed la railroad enterprises, and that a re¬
action Is now taking place la the public mind.
Capitalists are seeking other and more profitable
sources of Investment than railroad securities.
For the roar months ending April 30 the importa¬
tion of railroad Iron irom Great Britain compares
as follows with previous years:.For 1874, 42,348
Cons; 1873, 80,696 tons; 1872, 180,193 tons. Since
the year 1808 about 35,ooo miles of road have been
built, at a cost of about $1,400,000,000. To-day this
work of construction stands practically suspended;
scores of corporations are bankrupt; earnings do
not pay expenses; dividends on shares are doubt¬
ful events, and defaults on bonds at home and
.broad, especially In Holland, are disgracing the
nation and doing Injury to our credit. It is but
natural, therefore, that there should be an Indis¬
position to lock up any more money in tnis direc¬
tion. There Is another field, however, to which at¬
tention and inquiry are being directed. Wc refer
to the great

COAL AND IRON DEPOSITS
of the country, which in the near fntnre are
destined to play an Important part In the Indus¬
tries of the world. From Pennsylvania to Alabama
there stretches a belt of coal and Iron land 875
miles in length and varying In width from 30 to 180
miles. It is estimated that this area contains one

quarter of all the coal and Iron deposits of our
country, and Is ten times larger than that of Great
Britain. The whole coal area of tne United States
Is about 200,000 square miles, of which the anthra¬
cite coal depoBltB, representing say 400 square
miles, have been already largely bought up. Within
the last two or three years a well known Pennsyl-.
vanla company have purchased 90,000 acres at a
cost of $20,000,000, which are now estimated to be
worth $54,000^100. Ten years ago these lands could
be had for one-fifth the amount for which they
were sold. Around Pittsburg
LANDS RANGE PROM EIGHT HUNDRED DOLLARS TO

TWO THOUSAND KIVE HUNDRED DOLLARS

per acre. The same fact is more or less true of
the Cumberland coal region and other localities,
showing that there Is no class of property in the
United states which has so rapidly appreciated In
valne as oar coal lands. In England the supply of
coal is reported by the Commissioners of the
Crown, who have spent several years in investi¬
gating the subject, to be only 90,000,000,000 tons,
.r enough to last Irom *200 to 300 years, in
America we mined in 1873 of anthracite about
2$,ooo,ooo tons, the annual Increase for twenty
years being about ten per cent. Of bituminous
coal about 2«,qoo,000 tons were mined. At this
r»te of increase It will be but a lew years before
the already developed mines will begin to show
signs of exhaustion. This being true, attention
must, sooner or later, be directed to the great
Alleghany coal field above mentioned, and, while
the land can be bought for a comparatively insig¬
nificant sum. investments will naturally flow in
that direction. They may not yet have com¬
menced In any marked degree, but the time is not
far distant when our capitalists will begin to
realise tne great value of these

NATIONAL RESOURCES.
The President of the British Iron and Steel Insti-
tote, In his testimony before a committee of Par¬
liament, said:."The impediment which stands In
the way of any great extension ol the iron trade
la coal. Our great rival is the New World. In
btti of the finest description the resources of the
United States are unlimited, while in coal our own

great wealth Is in comparison but poverty.'' Tbe
London Advertiser published not long ago that
"the coal fields ol Alabama alone are calculated to

yield thirty-two billions and five hundred millions
tons; more than enough w> supply the entire
world, at its present rate of consumption, for two
thousand years. We believe that England has
likewise passed tbe zenith of her greatness as an

iroQ producing country, and that she must steadily
lose ground against tbe growiutr competition of
the United States.-' This evidence is supple¬
mented by that of the ablest American mining
engineers, who from time to time have made ex¬

plorations In the southern coal and iron belt, and
who demonstrate by figures the wonderful capacity
of that region to supply in yet unmeasured quan¬
tity these two chier elements of our national pros-
perlty.

place in the purchasing power, and of a shrinkage
ol the flctltious prices that were based upon the
great circulation of the country a lew years ago.
It is a good sign, however, that the people ere

solvent, and are only waiting with their currency
H>r a time when ttiey can safely adapt themselves
to a new lower and perhaps more firmly estab¬
lished system of business.

Tbe foreign commerce of the port for tbe week

Including dry
goods, $u,376,:101; produce exports, $6,604,664,
and specie exports, $3,870,661. The total merchan¬
dise Imports, Including dry goods, since January l
this year, are $170,136,386, against $179,744,658 last
year, and $183,969,771 In 1872. Tbe total exports of
produce since January 1 are $107,301,868, against
$ 106,133,433 last year, and $80,900,943 In 1872. The
total exports of specie since January l are

$18,886,343, against $19,778,838 last year, and
$22,473,161 in 1872.

BONDS
were steady on a moderate business until near tbe
close of the week, when geueral improvement was
noticeable among tbe older first mortgage issues.
Tbe circular of the Governor of Wisconsin, re.
questing every citizen of the State to pay only tbe
amount of freight on tbe Northwest and St. Paul
Railroads prescribed by law, and to make com¬

SOUTHERN SECURITIES

and public dues" cannot now be issued.

GOVERNMENT SECURITIES.
The inquiry for government bonds as well as the

price improved toward the end of tbe week. Tbe
foreign bankers have generally been sellers, while
the purchases have been made on account of borne
demand, in which the savings banks took no small
part. The depreciation of railway securities, both
on this and the other side of the Atlantic, will
naturally enhance tbe valne of United States
bonds of all classes for permanent investment,
and even higher figures than rule at present are

confidently predicted.
TUB STOCK MARKET.

During the week stocks fluctuated, not widely,
but often, and closea with a stiff advance, such as
has been seen on several previous occasions, just
before a retrogression. It is only last Monday that
