HIS ESCAPE TO AUSTRALIA.

A Surprise for New Bouth Wales.
ALBURY, NeW Bouth Waler, April &, 1874,

THE Princtpal ttemt of news during the month is
the landing of the chilef members of the Commu-
nists who were deported by the Freuch government
to the penal colony of New Caledonis and who
were landed In Newcastle, near Sydney, in the
colony of New South Wales. Baobjoined are the
particulars:—

Considerable excitement was canged In New-
castle on the morning of 27th ult. by the aunounce-
ment that the P, U, E,, burk, from New Caledonia,
haa bronght & pumber ol eseaped prisoners from
the convict settlement at that place. Upon in-
quiry our correspondent ascertained that the re-
port was well founded. Further confirmatory evi
dence was furnished by the following telegram,
which reacned this omce on Friday aiternoon, ad-

The escape of Comte Victor Henri de Rochefort-
Lucay Irom the penal colony of New Cale-
donia and his passage through the United
States, on s Wiy to KEurope, bave brought
him so prominently before she American pub-
lie that a greut deal of carwosity i naturally
exeited as to the character, principles and antece-
dents of the man.

THE ABSASSINATION OF VICTOR NOIR,
an attachd of the Marsedlaise, by Prince Plerrey
Bonaparte, & mun ol lufamous characier, whoses
hands were often dyed with blood, created a pro=
fonnd sersation o France, and gave Hoche.ort
chance of bripging ssill Dbeavier indiciment
againgt the relgning family. Pascal Grogssst, one,
Of those who escaped from Nouméa with Rochew
fort, and ot that tme editor of o Corslcan paper,
Beit young Noir a4 his second with a cuallenge Lo
Prince Plerve, snd the latter siot um o cold,
Blood, Next day the Marseillaise conlained lui
arileis from Rochetort that was virtually an appeal
to nsurrection. Nolr's fuueral was  an  lm-
poslng  demonstration against  the Emperor,
Une hundred sod sy thousand men marched
in  procession, with  Hociefort at  thelr
liead; and from the intense excitement that pre-
vaiied 1t was evident that they were ready for
figuc if required. Prince Plerre was &a'lﬂth by
the sham iribunal that tried him, and Oluvier gos
Permlsslon from the Chamber 10 prosecute Roche=
ort for his artiele in the Marseillaise, Being ocon=
vicied, he reiuged to go to St. Pélagie till com-
pelied to do so by force.

PELAGIN
continned to \nrn Incessant war on the Empire
through the columns of the Marseidatse, ull tha
government, losiog patience, suspended it for two,
months. Though the ablitty of is articles was nots
to be comparod to that 01 those writien by Loula
Biane, Vieior Hugo, Delescluse and other men of
mark in the republican party, they were yet more
calculated to work on the feelings of the working-
men, and consequently had more effect and were
mure feared by whe government,

‘The eventa sbat ied to the Franco-German war
are 100 iredh in the memory of all to need recapit-
ulation here. From that time till the surrender of
Napoleon at SBedan, and the prodlamution of the
Republic on the 4th of Beptember, 1870, Rochelors
wia little heard irom.

From that sume il the attempted coun-
ter revolution in Parls, doring which usneral
Trochu, Jules Favre and other members of the pro-
vislonal government were taken prisoners by the
mutlnons Nationu! Gosards wnd relessed by thes
boldness of the Breton Moblles, Rochelort made no,
fignre In publie. That he had lost some of his po?-‘
uiarity s evident from the Mot of his meeting withy
considerable opposition when "proposed an @ Diem-
ber of the Committee of Defence for Paris es
lisked for @ moment by the dissatistied Nation
Guards.
