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The Beautiful ceremony of decorating with the
flowers 01 spring rhe last resting place? ot those
who died in the service of their oouutry was
celebrated in every ham.et anil village In this
nation yesterday. T.ie days or tremeudoos victo¬
ries or dreadful defeats are allowed to pass, and we

are glad to forget them; but this dav all cherish,
because of the sail, sorrowful memories which are
associated with it. The feeling of grief is ol a very
difffcn-nt sort lrom that which caused the great
heart 01 the nation to throb over a disaster
to our arms. The glory of the ilnai victory
now surrounds each grave, whether amid the des¬
olation ot the Wilderness or the grass grown
mounds of Greenwood. Liberty, tnuninhani and
strong, stands chief mourner at every sepulchre.
The presence of rescued Columbia dispels the
sterner shadow of death without destroying the
awful solemnity of bis coming. It is a pity that
the day has been declared a legal holiday; rather
should it be a fiee will offering of tender grateful
hearts actuated by the kindliest sympathy. It
must ever remain the most reverenced of days,
and even when the individual memory or the
heroes has passed away the lesson will go down
to children's children. Much more solemn and
sacred should be the observance or such an anni¬
versary than the tradition of Independence Day.
And so it was observed yesterday. The unknown

graves, the tombs of the distinguished in army and
navy, all knew alike the presence of friendly
hearts.- The tomb ol Farragut wa3 visited at dawn
and strewn with roses. The great cities of the
dead.Greenwood, Cvpress Iliils, the Evergreens
and Woodlawn.each had Its throng of visitors. To
some ol these iriends came singly and alone; to
others in all the solemnity of a funeral cortege.
The dead wno rest in the Naval Cemetery were not
forgotten; nor did the tombs of Montgomery,
Kearny and Lawrence, amia the bustle of Broad¬
way, lack the tenderest offerings. If the tomb of
Alexander Hamilton was passed by there is some
consolation iu knowing that it Is not to be taken
as an evidence of a republic's ingratitude.

It is sadiv to be regretted that, amid so much
that is to be respected, so much that Is to be
praised, In this ceremony ol yesterday there is one
feature ol the procession which :s to be unhesitat¬
ingly condemned. Th8 people of this city believe
m enterprise, but they do not approve of the use
.or such a solemn occasion as tue luneral-like
cortege 01 Decoration Day lor the advertising of
any branches of industry, however much said in¬
dustry uiay be in need thereof.

That much abased power in nature, which is
commonly Known as the 'tTerk of the Weather,"
lor once snnled acquiescence on Decoration Day.
and lavored (he great work of decorating the last
resting plac of America s brave departed soldiers
by giving ns the loveliest day or the season. On
the cerulean vault overhead there was not a cloud
the size of a Quaker's hat. The balmy atmosphere
and brightly verdant vegetation in the parks
and squares breathed a fragrance which stole
gratetully on the senses, charged wub the per*
lame of the many thousands ot sweet-scented
flowers that willing hands had garnered to strew
on the graves oi otir soldiers and sailors. It was
thought that the procession could take np
the line 01 march at hali-past nine o'clock in the
morning, but although General Jardine, the Chair¬
man oi the Memorial Committee, and his staff were
at the Everett house by seven o'clock, the different
sections and lwdies or the procession coiiid not be
got in order nor started before a quarter past ten
o'clock. The principal reason oi this was that
some of the posts decorated the monuments or
their chosen heroes before going to 'he place of
general rendezvous.
Soon after seven o'clock A. M. Lincoln Post, No.

13, formed in Union square and inarched to tnc
corner of Fourteenth street, where tney decorated,
In a proiuae ana extremely tastefm manner, the
monument, and statue of rue great emancipator.
The pedestal of tbe monument was covered with
evergreens, bearing the device, worked on tbe
south aids, "Tribute Post 18," and on the nortn
aide,

"C0ABITY TO ALL."
Tne other sides were ornamented with vermil¬

ion stars worked in flowers with white centres.
The Post, wore semi-military uniform, carried their
worn oat old regimental flags and were accom¬
panied by the Governor's Island Band, Company
E. Eighty-fourth Regiment. N. G. ». N. Y. and r.he
Twenty second Regiment drum corps. Commander
Oscar Tompkins delivered an appropriate address.
He was followed by General John Cochrane,
in the course of which he referred to the
virtues and greatness of the immortal man
whose monument, less durable than his fame,
they ha" gathered together to honor. The
speaker referred in respectful language to the
Confederate dead and showeu that The day should
be one oi rev mediation as weu as mourning in
both the North and South.

Old
Trinity chimes pealed lorth their doleiul notes
while the fraternal rite was Leing celebrated, and
the remains ol the once gabant Kearny, iu com¬
mon with those of the no less redoubtable Captain
Lawrence, of Chesapeake fame, and. others, re¬
ceived their meed of floral gilts from men who,
like themselves, have served their coantry. The
catafalque erected In houor of Kearny, mounted
on a large wagon and drawn by eight splendid
hoises, was one of the finest signt*
In the procession. At the base It must
have boon hi teen ;eet long h* hall as
many wide. The base was covered with black vel¬
vet, ornamented with stiver cord and at intervals
the United States arms in relief, in the centre
rose an ornamental pyramid ol some six feet in
height, and this was suirounded by bronzed chains
connecting lour posts at the different angles. The
pyramid bore the inscription, "In mcmortam."
The whole was decked with flowers aud immor¬
telles.
Alter concluding the ceremonies at Trinity

church the procession wended its way to South
jerry. Ilere the ferry company had put ou au
extra boat, three being as many as could be run,
and they were despatched in *uch rapid succes¬
sion that bv one o'clock the whole procession, with
its thousand" of participants and over loo horses,
at least, were safely eiunarked for Brookly n.

THE MEXICAN WAR VETERANS.
Testerday, lor the first time, the Mew York Asso¬

ciation oi Veterans of Uie Mexican War decorated
the graves of the heroes of the war of the United
States against Mexico whose remains are burled
in tnis city and vicinity. Owing to the sm.ui-
uess ol the association they rare rally
avoided anything like ostentatious display,
and In a quiet manner, by committees,
appropriately commemorated the valor oi their
laiien comrades. The monument erected to the
memory of General Wortn, Broadway and Twenty-
fl.tli street, was uandsomeiy dressed withiestoons
oi evergreens and wreaths of flowers, while around
the ha-e was displayed a large number ot pots,
couiainrag a variety of exotics. .Suspended were
the words, nicely wrought in flowers, "Veterans of
the Mexican War. Tne whole country." Over
the grave of General Kearney, in Trinity church¬
yard, was a beautiful wreath, witn the
words "Kearney, Mexico," in flowers, conspicu¬
ous among the flowers on the monuments of Cap-
tain Drayton ami Lieutenant Iinnrer, in the
same place of sepulchre, were anchors in flowers,
to distinguish the character of their service.

Tlie Flower*.
For the pant two weeks! the markets and the

flower dealers' stalia in various parts of the city
were well patronised.a tact which shows that
Decoration Day has taken hold ol the people's
affections and that they prepare themselves before¬
hand lor the iovlug duty of strewing the graves
ol the soldiers wtth flowers. This year so

ample were the preparations made for the
day that the military organizers of the ceremonies
had their depots nilly supplied with flowers of all
kinds, without any danger of want of abundance.
There must have been between twenty and thirty
cart loads ol flowers at Cypress Hills yesterday,
the value of which was about $5,ooo. These were
the gilts ol those who wished to honor the soldiers'
graves and had tho means to do so. These flowers
had been ordered lrom tne greenhouses on Jersey
City Heights, or had been, during the preceding
wi-ek, purchased at the markets in the city. A.
large quantity of them also came from the Botanic
Gardens of Flatbush, L. L, the proprietors of which
generously made large reductions in their
prices. The thousands whose friends re¬
pose in cypress Bills, and who wished
themselves to have the pleasure of laying
a tribute upon the graves, had days bolore sup-
plied themselves with some (avonte dower tor the
purpose. These were the people who might be
seen among the multitude Journeytng to the gruve-
vara bearing a dower pot in their arms or curry¬
ing bouquets in baskets. There were many (am¬
ines, too, each ol whose members brought
a single bunch of the simplest flowers, the
tokens of still cherished love, though not
adequately expressive of its beauty or its pre-
ciousuess.' It would be difficult to say which
kino of flowers most prevailed upon the graves.
The beantliul and costly emblems wiuch were pro¬
fusely scattered around were the tributes
ot the wealthy. The charming bouquets
which shone out In their varied colors
lrom among the clusters of fuchsias, gerani¬
ums and roses had been entwined by
those to whom the labor was one of sad memo-
rie-, but still a grateful task. The var.ctv of other
flower* placed upon the graves Included every
class of dower offered for sale in the mar¬
ket*.heliotrope. Illy of the yalley, tube rose,
cape jasmine, carnation pink, canielta, honey-
suckle, oleander, spirea japonic*, yloiet,
mignionette. icmon verbena ana the rest. There
was considerable chagrin at the markets yester¬
day, owing to the absence of easterners. Though
t:.e tr.tdc had been so lively lor the past two
weeks, sttn it had been expected that early yester¬
day mormng there would have been an immense
sale. Kx< ept at Jefferson Market, where the col¬
ored meu invested largely, the sales amounted to
scarcely anything. The market men attribute this
to the cause already stated, that, the people this
year, unlike former years, had been preparing
themselves for the day.

As the procession was passing down Broadway

yesterday considerable indignation was caused
both among the spectators and in the ranks of the
various posts participating in the day's ceremonies
by the exhibition of the following Inscription out¬
side of one of the stores on Broadway, the propri¬etor 01 wuich is a Southerner.

Forty-second Now York volunteers; John A. Ken¬
nedy, who ,-aptured the first arms belonging to
rebels, and Mrs. Edward Vanderpool, who nursed
so many ot tne wounded soldiers. It certainly did
its lull share in the noble work of the asy.

At Ptrragnt't Grave.
Ai>out midnight the members of the Brooklyn

posts of the Grand Army ol the Republic, in ac-
conlanoe with the programme announced, assem-
bled in the rooms of the War Veterans' Club, cor-
nor of Court and Joraleinon streets. There were
five posts represented.Post Thatfora, No. 3; Post
Rankin, No. 10, Commander Lewis; Post Mallory
and Tost Charles Griffin, who, with their lady and
gentlemen irlends, numbered nearly l.ouo per¬
sons. At about half-past one the word "March"
was given, and, preceded by the marine escort,
numbering loo men, nuder the command of
Lieutenant Colonel Browue, the procession
passed through the gates of the Navy Yard
to the pier and embarked on board the
steamer Harlem and the government tug Catalpa,
which were in readiness to convey them to Har¬
lem Bridge. About au hour's time was consumed
in the sail up the East River, when the Morrlsauia
pier was reached. The procession was agaiu
formed and march to the Mott Haven Railroad
depot taken up. A special train of eleven cars
had been provided, but the accommodations were
louud insufficient. Half an hour's ride brought
the party to Woodlawn station, where the number
was increased to over 2,000, the citizens of west-
Chester for miles around having come In
to ne present at the ceremony. This
immense concourse, headed by the band,
which had struck up a funeral march, then
filed through the gates of the cemetery, along
Central avenue to the Aurora Hill plot, in the
vicinity of which the remains of the Admiral are
laid. A beautiful monument ol white marble, with
emolematlcal carving and bearing the Inscription
..Erected by his wife and son in memory of David
Glasgow Parraerat, Ptrst Admiral in the United
.States Navy, worn Jniy 5, lsoi. Bled August 14,
1870." The base of tne monument hud been
decorated vvltn roses and lilacs even before the
procession arrived. Considerable time was con-
sumed in assigning proper places to the multitude,
but at precisely (our A. w. the -olor nearer oi Popt
WatL-woi tn marched to the head of the
grave and the color bearer and guard of
honor of the marine detachment to the
loot, holding tneir flags so that they drooped over
the grave. Every head was in au instant uncov-
ered, and amid the most profound silence Hear
Admiral Melancthon rtmith was oailea to take
charge ol the proceedings. Rev. nr. Parker, of the
Warren street Methodist Episcopal chtircn, ottered
up a snort but fervent prayer, when the band
again played a dirge and the Chora. Association
sang a choral. Mr. Robert Anderson then dellv-
ered an oration eulogistic of the dead hero
oi New Orleans. He sJld that the sacrifices
men made, that the suffering they endured
iu the cause of truth, of right, of justice
and of liberty.In short, that the lives of
noble men would be of no avail If the example of
then was not made use of by the youth of
the nation. The ceremony of strewing toe grave
with flowers was then commenced. At the head
o» the mound was placed a large anchor, lorined
entirely of white roses and eameiias: at the foot
was placed a heart, in the centre a i<eautifol cross,
and several stars were placed In appropriate po¬
sitions. Around the edge ot the mound loose
flowers of every description were strewn. More
singing was indulged in, after which Rev. Dr.
Parker pronounced the benediction. Ti e marines
then 11 red a salute of throe voilevs over the grave,
alter which tlie party returned to New York.

Woodlawn Cemetery.
Amid the general observance of Bet-oration Day

the graves of Privates Page, Prior and Wyutt, who
were killed In the July riots of 1871, were not for
gotten. At a fiiartcv pest nine A. M. a volunteer
detachment of the Ninth regiment. N.Y.H.N.U.,
under command of Captains Prior and Tucker, and
accompanied by a large party of the irieuds and
relatives of the dead heroes, embarked on board
the Harlem and New Haven tram for Woodlawn
Cemetery. On arriving at the stauou a procession
was lorrncd, and with slow and solemn tread the
concourse marched on through th»* winding paths
to the place where their lute comrade* were buried.
There was no muslo save that furnished by nature,
and no attempt at anything like ostentation.
Each one seemed to leel that he wan taking
part in a solemn ceremony, aud hard hearted in¬
deed would he have been who could bave tailed to
be impressed. The grave" are side by side; as in
life tney were irlends. so in deain it was moot
they should not tie separated, I'limr iast resting
place, simple grassy mounds, are unmarked by any
effort of the sculptor's ai t. On arriving at the
graves the military formed a semicircle, the rela¬

ter on a life of immortality? lite Chaplain then
delivered a glowing cn.og.y on in. dves and char
nctera of thu deceased, alter which flowers were
strewn over tho mounds, almost oinpioteiy hiding
tlietn irom view. Roses and iilles, lilacs and heli¬
otropes, tube roses and mignonette combined
tneir fragrance hi honor of the three gi.ilant lel-
lows who offered up their lives in tho cause not
only oi liberty, but of American liberty, ana in the
defence of homo, ol law, of order and of American
Institutions. A snort prayer was then ottered np,
after which the sUumit formed in line and

marched to the depot, returning to New York;by
the haii-past one o'clock train.

THE DAT IT BBOOftLYT.

The bright skies and genial summer days of "Old
sol" (something new iu the annals of Decoration
Day celeoratious in these parts) bad tne effect of
bringing out unusually large numbers or people to
take part in the beautiful ceremonials of the
occasion. Certain It ib that no preceding anni-
vet -<ury of this now legal holiday, devoted to
honoring the memories ol long since departed
patriots, has been so well observed as was yester¬
day. It wonld almost seem that as the years In¬
tervene between the sad period of fraternal
stviie, which cut off so many thounand young lives,
that affectious centre wttn greater force upon the
memor> or those that are gone, and the national
heart throbs impulsively wnen reawakened to the
past by each recurring act ot devotion to the
patriot dead. '

Tne City of Churches certainly gave this impres¬
sion to the observant visitor yesterday. The
courts remained closed, the departments of mu¬
nicipal ana connty government were closed, and a
full holiday was given to all overworked and under¬
worked employes. In the faronoon nearly all the
stores on the principal thoroughfares were opened;
but at twelve they closed their doors and did not
resume business until six o'clock in the evening.
The Pension office, in Commonwealth llali, Wash¬
ington street, was opened at an early hour In tne
morning for the reception and distribution of
flowers and plants, several elderly ladles were in
attendance performing their labor of love with a
grace and self-abnegation worthy of them. This was
the.headquarters of the Grand Army of the itcpnb-
11c lor the day, and from this point delegations of
the U.A.R. took their departure as early as half-
pa.-»c nine o'clock for the Cemetery of the Holy
Cross, Fiatbush. The escort was accompanied by
wagons laden with choice flowers, plants,
wreutns, anchors aud various floral devices. At
hair-past tea o'clock the services were to have
begun

Flushing avenue, but, owing to some unfortunate
misunderstanding, no detail of the Grand Army
attended the resting place of the hundreds
of gallant tars who sleep their last sleep
beneath the weeping willows In that pretty
cemetery. This fannre to carry out the
original programme was a serious disappoint¬
ment to abo-it loo people, who assembled at the
Naval Ceinetory to witness the ceremony ol deco¬
ration. Shortly after eleven o'clock Rey. Mr.
Thompson came upon the scene and made a brief
address. He spoke 01 the heart of the nation going
lu solemn procession to the graves to strew with
flowers the honored dead. It was a sad ana at the
same time pleasant observance.

The service* here commenced shortly after eleven
o'olock, consisting ol a prayer bv Hev. J. J. Do-
herty, and a Jew appropriate remarks on the so-
lewnlty ol the occasion, by Rev. Rather Fransloll.

General Isaac R. Sherwood, member of Congress,

ol Ohio, delivered the oration. In the course of
his address, which was listened to with deep at¬
tention by an audience of several thousand peo¬
ple, he said ..The custom we this day commemo-
rate, ol floral decorations by me hands of rair
women, nad its origin m 'he days oi chivalry.in
the iweiith century. Wc note It first in the songs
oi the troubadours, many oi which were written
by women. The mistress of the slain kuight, in
token of lier constant love, was wont to strew his
rustic grave with flowers. Let us hope that this
beautuul ceremony, conceived m chtvalric senti¬
ment and sanctified love, may be lorever perpetu¬
ated. Let it be lor all time our most honored anni¬
versary. Let us baptize anew tne Roman Flora In
limpid waters of a living patriotism and in the
bright trinity ol heroism, beneficence and irater-
nal love, and may the fair women oi America, in
their unselfish devotion, make these sacred places
the Mecca ol a worship holler than the jsaracens,
and ai these shrines let us name no titled heroes,
but for the brave, patient rank and file, who,
dying, won the victories the laurel-wreatnod hc-
roes planned. Let tis keep an endnnng crypt in
the sanctum sa'ict'/rum ol our hearts. At;d of
those graves iu the far-off .south what shall I'sayv
Manv will doubtless be festooned to-day by the
kindly hand oi sympathetic aflection, but there are
thousands uureiognlxcd. neglected and unknown.
Over them there is no Kindly voice of praise, no
music but the wild bird's sonir and the sighing
winds. But gentle nature Is kindly, am; in the
secluded nook, where a brave comrade once turned
above an unshroudeo corse the last green sod, the
snowy magnolia snail diffuse a sweeter bain, than
the wild passion flower, winding its sweet tendrils
above the waviug grasses, shall gather tears be-
nearh the stars ana shed tneni In the sunlight.
A liberal share of flowers was distributed by the

soldiers, to which several hundred relatives o/ the
departed contributed, so tnat inauy mounds were
literally covered with flowers. This ceremony
over, the band played, the benediction was given
and the stlcut city oi the dead was lelt to its
wonted solitude; but the memory oi many visitors
looked back to its verdure and its lights and
shades long after Greenwood was shir out from
view by busy habitations and bauu's oi everyday
hie.

Cypress Hills.
The observance of the day at Cypress Hill* Cem¬

etery was ol the most imposing character. At an

early hour of the morning the people begun to
enter the cemetery and seek the graves of their
friends. By eight o'clock several thousand ar¬
sons were on tne grounds, strewing the graves
with flowers, and the numbers continued to in¬
crease constantly during the forenoon, until, at
noon, the cemetery presented a scene m which
many thousands of person* might be wit¬
nessed moving around with solemn bearing,
evidently unndiul of the purposes for winch
they had come hither. Around the graves
wore gathered the most recently arrived of tne
multitude, lovingly placing their offerings upon
the sod. seeking to express Oy the tastelul man¬
ner in wnleh tncy laid them she still cherished
memories of those who slept beneath.
The Post of the Grand Army of tne Republic and

the civic associations arrived at the cemetery soon
after one o'clock, and at mis time the grounds
were thick with people, a large platiorm nail
been erected near the hill, whlcu stretches around
favorably mr the convenience of a vast multitude
u> become spectator of a scene going on beneath.
As the military ami the mvic associations took
op their places around the platform this
lull was black with tne thousands who stood upon
it, reverently and silently, and everywhere around
the people s'ood a* closely as possibly to the plat-
foiin. The military and tue associations marched
through the grounds to tne platform, while the
bands played appropriate music, and when those
who ware to control the cere monies uad taken

possession of the platform the proceedings were
opeued with a prayer by chaplain 8. B. Willis, of
Cameron Poet No. 79. Then there was singing bythe German Veteran Singing Hocietv, alter which
came an addreaa by General Joseph C. Jackson, ofNew York.
General Jackson addressed the assembled thon-

sauns In a uiost eloquent speecn. full ol passages
expressive or the heroism, fidelity aud patriotismOl those who slept In the graves around. In the
most pathetic manner he dwelt upon me touching
scenes which these revivals of the memories of the
brave who were gone occasioned, and spoko most
tceling'.y ol the claims which the dead bruve hail
not only to the living recollection of their own
kindred, bnt to the everlasting love of the nation.
The address i.eing concluded, there was musicby the soldiers' orphans of the I'niou Home and

School, and then the German Veteran hingingclery sang the "Sanger GrUss." Next came a
dirge by the Juvenile band, and while this was be¬
ing played tbe members ol the Grand Army moved
to the place where their comrades lay buried and
strewed the flowers on the graves.The vast assemblage lingered in the grounds for
some time after tiie ceremonies were concluded.By degtees the people moved awav, until at night¬fall the cemetery was again leit solitary and undis¬turbed.

AT STESVUAY DILL.

The exercises of the day were most fittingly
closed by the memorial services which were held
In the evening at stein way Hall. The hail was
nearly filled by an audience which was composod
of the employes of the several federal depart¬
ments of this city. Much enthusiasm was
manifested by the people who gathered to
celebrate the dead heroes of the war. The
platiorm was decorated very handsomely
witn evergreens, and a number of federal
officials occupied the platform. The Department
Commander, F-dward Jardlne, introduced to the
assemblage General Wilcox, United States Army,who presided. Hie Governor's Island band per¬
formed in an excellent manner the overture to
"Stradella," under the leadership of Band Master
Joseph Stlglcr, after which a fervent prayer
was offered by the Rev. Thomas K. Con¬
rad. une of the features of the even¬
ing's entertainment was the singing of the
Union Glee Club, who sang "All Honor to the Hol-
dier Give.'' Tnere was then an original poem, read
by a Mr. A. I» Cfiilds, of Waterloo, New York state;
and then, at the request ol the audience, which
was unanimously made, Mr. George W. Morgan,
the well known organist, performed a voluntary In
his best style. After an "Ode to the Brave" uad
been sung bv the Glee Club, an oration was de¬
livered by General Sharp, to which succeeded
selections by the band iroin different operas. The
most dramatic and stirring feature ol the evening,
however, was the lecitatlou ot a poem, entitled
"Night on the Wilderness," by Mr. William H.
Pope, the elocatlonls: and tragic actor. This poem
was listened to with breathless attention, and the
gestures and actions of Mr. Pope daring us de¬
livery were loudly applauded by tbe audience. At
the close of his exercises the Rev. Mr. Conrad gave
a benediction and the congregation dispersed.

THE DAT THROUGHOUT THE COUMTRY.

The one holiday which has resulted from our
long and bloody civil war, and which Is devoted to
keeping green the memory or those who gavo
their lives for the preservation of the country In
Its Integrity, was generally celebrated tlironglionfl
the cities and villages of the laud. All classes and
sexes, forgetful of their minor difTerenoes, united
In a work which commends itself to tne heart of
every one- Business was generally suspended
and amid the pomp of parade and martial mnslo
dowers and evergreeus wore brought to brighten
the premature graves of those who died that wo
might continue to enjoy the happiness and pros¬
perity consequent on an undivided oouncry.

It is a hopeful sign ot the inture that, as yeat
after year the memory ol the nioodv strife faded
into tradition, the enmities npou which It origi¬
nated and which grow out 01 it are lust passing
into oblivion, and federal and coniederate,

Stilling each thought of hate, eauh throb ol wrath,
bow In respectlnl acquiescence as the dowers fall
upon the green sod of him who was once a deadly
foe.
In Washington the chief scene of attraction waa

Arlington Cemetery, where tiioasauds of persons
were congregated. President Grant and several
members or the Caolnet were present. Many of
the triends of tne Confederate dead were present,
and decorated the graves of their lost ones.
At Albany the onscrvance of the day was carried

on under an elaborate programme. Flags were
displayed trotn ail lie public and many of the pri¬
vate buildings, and the ceremonies at the Rural
Cemetery were solemn and impressive.

In hudhIo uic banks, the public offices and the
priuctpal business houses were closed. Tne suour-
ban cemeteries were decorated in the morning by
detachments of the Grand Army of the RepuoUtk
The one visiting the graveyard at Fort, Porter waa
received with military honors. Forest Lawn
Cemetery, where a majority of the soldiers are
buried, was visited In the afternoon. The exer¬
cises consisted of music, dirges and an oration.
At Plattsborg, N. Y. there was a large turnout

of military and firemen. The oration was delivered
by G. H. Beokwith.
At Hudson. N. J., the day was observed by ap¬

propriate ceremonies. An address was delivered
in the evening by A. W. Tenney, of Brooklyn.
In Philadelphia the day was observed with the

usual ceremonies, though the suspension of busi¬
ness was not general. Thousands of graves were
decorated, and appropriate addresses delivered.
Throughout New England the weather was de¬

lightful. Business was suspended, and the display
was Interesting and imposing. In most of the citiee
the ladies took a prominent part In decorating the
graves or the dead heroes. In Newport, K. l., a
memorial service waa held In the Opera House, al
which General Horace B. Sargent delivered aa
oration.

In Indianapolis, fnd., the main feature of the
day was the decoration at Crown Lllll Cemetery
and an address by General George H. Chapman.
At Toledo, Ohio", all the military and civic organ¬

izations, the Fire Department and cltlzenB gen¬
erally Joined in procession.
