Yesterday morning Judge Benedict came over

from Brooklyn and took his neat on tne bench in
the United States Circuit Court room, No. ~1 Cham*
nera street, shortly alter ten o'clock. At that hour
the jury, who had been locked up all night, made
their appearance. They aeeiaed to be terribly
jaded and worn oat, there being no accommodation
lor rest in the room in which they were detained

except some chairs and lounges.
in reply to the Clerk, who asked them If they had

.greed upon a verdict,
Mr. Jobu B. Russell, Poreman, said in a very em¬

phatic and determined manner, "No, we have
now" ,

JtTDGE BENEDICT SENDS TIIB JtTBY BACK.
Judge Benedict said.If I thought the difficulty

with this jury was that they failed to understand
the true issue in tills case, and all tae circum¬
stances b-aring upon it, 1 suould feel It my duty to
charge tliwin again at length. But 1 am satisfied
the difficulty In ttie jury room la that some of the
jurors are unwilling to couslder ttie-e tacts and
circumstances tn their true light, and I am satis¬
fied li tliey would do so they would be able to coine
to a conclusion. 11 this was a civil case 1 would
have a right to discharge you or direct a verdict;
but it being a criminal case 1 have uo right to
direct a verdict, and you will, tlierelore. retire to
your room and conscientiously consider the (acta
and circumstances bearing on the issue in this
case. I shall remain in the city until three o'cl'ick,
and will receive yonr verdict at any time belore
that hour. Thereiore, 1 do not direct a verdict.
At three o'clock there was not the slightest sign

el an agreement. It was. however, rumored in
the court- room that, irom ihe first moment the
jury went out, they stood ten lor a conviction and
two for acquittal, this being exactly the way the
jury were divided on tiie first trial or this case.

THE Jl'KY nisi UAHliKD.
At half-past five o'clock Mr. Thomas w. Shields,

Assistant Deputy Clerk, received an order from
Judge Benedict to tne eiTect that u the jury had
not at that hour agreed they might be discharged.
The Jury were then called into the court room.
The Cierk.Gentlemen, nave you agreed upon a

verdict ?
Poreman.We have not.
The Cierk.By direction of Judge Benedict yon

Bre discharged.
The jurors Immediately left the court room, ap¬

parently very giad to get away.
As the foreman was leaving, the representative

ol tne Ukkai.d addressed mm and said, "^he jury
Being now discharged, It is legitimate for you to
say bow they stood.''
The Foreman.l think it proper to decline an¬

swering tear question.
It was stated that the two jurors who have stood

.ut against conviction are tne foreman and Mr. J.
B. Williams. And thus has ended the second trial
of Charles Callender. Possibly the government
may put him on trial for the third time. One or
two matures of tne cause are, however, worm no¬
ticing.
As already stated, this is the second fruitless trial

ol this case, and it Is an unfortunate thing tnat it
nas twice resulted In having the jury locked up on
Sunday.something very unusual in the adminis¬
tration ol justice In this city, though It Is not con¬
trary to law to take the verdict oi a jury on the
baboath. On Friday, at half-pasr lour o'clock, wneu
the testimony had closed on both sides, Judge Den-
edict insisted on Mr. Full.-rton proceeding with his
summing up ior the deience. Mr, Fullerton, while
conn-lying with this request, complained of the
ba.dshipof b-inir then obliged to goon with nis
address, latigued as he said he was, and baving
had no time to arrange the matter he proposed to
discuss. Nevertheless he concluded his address at
hall-past six o'clock, and alter that time the As¬
sistant District Attorney, Mr. Purdy, spoke ior an
tour in replv, when Judne benedict adjourned the
Court till Haturdav morning. If the Assistant Dis¬
trict Attorney had concluded his speech on irlday
night this would have euanlcd the Judge to charge
the Jnry at at early hour oil Saturday morning
and given them the whole of tnat day for a con¬
sideration of tne case. But the District Attorney,
in addition to tils hour's speech on Friday nigut,
spoke for nearly lour hours on Saturday, as was his
undoubted right, and the result was to keep the
case from the jury until nearly three o'clock In the
aiternoon of Saturday. lithe Court during the early
stages of the trial had sat six hours each day In
place of lour, this case would not have occupied
so much oi the public time, and most certainly tne
necessity of locking up the jury cn Sunday.a most
unusual tbing In our Mate or federal courts.
would have been avoided. Tne jury in Shis case
under the order of the judge have been kept in de¬
liberation lor twenty-seven hours. It may be bere
noticed tnat in an important libel suit recently
tried in the court ol Queens bench in Ireland,
beiore Lord Chief Justice Whiteside, the jury,
in the course ot two hours, three times announced
that there was no possibility of their agreeing,
and, at the expiration of that brief period, they
were discharged. They were considering merely
B civil suit, involving ho restriction of personal
liberty, aud were kept locked up but ior two hours,
while in the Callender case, involving the lioerty
of the citizen, the jury have been actually detained
in their rootn ior twenty-seven hours.
We caremlly aostuin from any comment what¬

ever, either in regard to the guilt or lnnoeence of
the accused. That is to be determined by a jury
if tne matter should ever again be brought lorward
lor judicial inquiry; and the report prevailing tn
the court room in the afternoon of yesterday was
that it would oe. In many aspects the case has
been remarkable, revealtag as it does some curi¬
ous features in regard to banks and banking in
this city.

OBITUARY.

Sir Harry MeyieyThempion.
The death of Sir Harry Meysey-Thoinpson oc¬

curred In Yorkshire, England, on the 18 th ult.
This baronet Is better known from his manage¬
ment of English railways than from bis figure in
the political arena, wneretn ue bad no very promi¬
nent part though he was a member of Parliament
for a number of years, sir Harry was born in
1809, and was educated at Cambridge, whence he
graduated with honors in 1832. He did not for
many years come Into public view In any other
capacity than that of organizer of the Yorkshire
Agricultural Society, and that of an enthusiastic
member of the Royal Agricultural Society. Sir
Harry remained in active connection with these
societies until bis decease. His first venture
toward Interference with railroad affairs
was in 1849. though Str Harry had no
connection with the railroads managed by
the "Railway King," Mr. Hudson, lie coucetv-
lug that they were managed improperly. Acting
on bis own responsibility, be summoned a general
meeting of the lurk, Newcastle and Berwick
shareholders at York, and procured the deposition
oi Mr. Hudson ami the election of a new board of
directors, oh which he decliued himself to sit. Alter
a few months, however, he did consent to join
the Board and become chairman of the
York and Nortn Midland Company, which was at
that time payiag no dividend. In 1854 this com¬
pany was amalgamated with the York, Newcastle
and Berwick, which was also at that time paying
no dividend, and he became the chairman oi the
Northeastern Company, as the amalgamated com¬
panies were called. He continued to lulQl the
duties of the post till February this year,
wuen he resigned his post at the Board,
the company having paid a dividend tor
1*73 of nine and a quarter per cent per aunum.
He aiso hail a large snare in organizing the
Uuited Railway Companies' Association, which
has since worked very satisfactorily in adjusting
the differences oetwesn rival companies. 01 this
he was chairman troin its first institution till tail¬
ing health compelled him to resign. He succeeded
to his lather's property In 1863, was high sheriff of
Yorkshire In 1*58 and sat in the House of Commons
for Wlntby between 1859 and 1886 as a liberal. He
successfully contested the Eastern division of the
West Riding in 1868. He was a justice ol the peace
and deputy lieutenant, and was created a barouct
In February ol the present year.

Cardinal Louis Vanuicelli«Casoni.
A telegram from Rome, under date of yesterday,

29th ult., announces the death of His Eminence
Cardinal Louis Vanutcelll-Casoni. He was seventy-
three years of age. Louis Tannlceill-Casoui was
horn at Amelia, a town of the Papal States.the
birthplace or Rosclus, the famous Roman
actor.on the 16th of April, in the year
1801. He devoted himself to the service
of the Church at an early age, and,
having received the orders of deacon and priest,
was soon afterwards consecrated Bishop. He
was subsequently elevated to the office of Arch¬
bishop of Ferrara. He was "reserved" as cardinal
in petto on tlid 25th ol December, 1859, and created
Cardinal on the 24th of January, 1842. Cardinal
Casoni's death will bring additional grief to the
heart of the Holy Father, Pio Nouo, by whom lie
was vastly esteemed for his learning, piety,
humility and constant devotion to his religious
duties and to the Interests of the Holy See.
