THE TUBNFEST.

Olympian Games at the Schuetzen Park-
Grand Athletic Struggle Between Ger¬
many and Scotland.
Yesterday was a memorable one for the German

Turners, the great athletic organization among
our German brethren, which has Its branches and
lodges all over the United States, all through tier-
many and wherever the German race are located.
The united associations of tne Turnverein of New
York and Jersey City gave a grand athletic festival
and picnic, which was held at Schnetzen Park, on
Union Hill, some Ave miles north of Hoboken. The
New York Turners, to tne number of 205, together
with the Turners' cadets, armed with Spnngfleld
smooth-bore cut-off muskets, and the Turners'
scholars, marched from their hall in East Fourth
street to Jersey City, under the command
®f the president or the New York Turnverein, Mr.
Gastave Freygang, and were met at the Jersey side
by the Turnverein o! Jersey City under their pres¬
ident, Mr. Bchlegel, to the number of no. A sdc-

etal train on the Northern New Jersey Railroad
was in readiness to take them to Schuetzen Park,
.ad at 12 o'clock tbe train started and shortly
after they all armed safely at their pleasura Die
destination. A committee of twelve gentlemen
bad been appointed, wbo were early on the
grouuds, six from the New Turk Tarnveroin
and six from tne Jersey City Turnvereln,
to make all proper arrangements to make
tne sports and lesrlval a success, and It
must be said that these gentlemen did every¬
thing in their power to fulfill tneir duties.
Tbe names of tbe Committee lor New York were
E. Gruner, G. scnoier, G. Klcbart, c. stabl, G.
Hcnmsser and E. Kosenbaum. From Jersey City
tbe Committee was composed 01 Alderman Charles
htier, F. scbwind. Albert bchlegel, Adolpb Siin.ti.
J. Mailer and H. Haaser. There were a number
ol 'turner sharpshooters at tbe ground. Hie
buildings and booths in tbe park were band-
somely decorated with American and German
flags. In a truly iraterbal spirit the lurners had
invited tbe members 01 tbe New York and Hudson
Couuty Caledonian Clubs to compete and contest
with them in the athletic sports. A number of
hcoich athletes responded to mis invitation and
took part in tne exercises. Up to ten o'c ock last
evening tally ten thousand persons of both sexes
had visited the grounds. It was intended to have
held the Turntest on Pflngst Montag, which Is the
German's St. Patrick's clay; but owing to the rain
atorin which occurred it was pos poueil until yes¬
terday. The dancing platform was crowded all
dav and during tne entire evening by the terpsl-
cboreau votaries of both sexes. Everything in
and around Schuetzen Park is periectiou itself,
with the exieption 01 tbe dancing platioriu, wmcO
is not built nig 11 enough irom the ground, and
consequently when dancing is lu progress under
the low roof of the platiorm the dust Is so dense
that it becomes almost opaque, and the result is
that ladles' dresses are destroyed by the thick and
flue particles. The park tu other wars has been
adorned ny nature and art, and is not equalled by
any other picnic ground m the State of New Jersey.
La'e in tne aiterno m tne gataes commenced and
were continued until dark.
