PROSPECT PARK FAIR GROUNDS.

Third Day of the Spring Meecting=Trot=
ting in & Fog—Onc¢ Horse Killed and
Ancother Badly Injured.

A very large concourse of people assembled yes-
terday afternoon at Prospect Park Falr Groonds
1o witness the two trotting races announced to
come off at the place; but they were sadiy disap-
ponted in consequence of a dense fog that en-
veloped the track during the whole of the alter-
noon, which entirely obscured the horses for more
than the half ot each mile. There were two trots,
in the @rst of which a very serious accident oc-
carred. The white horse Walter 8, was run into
by Central Boy, and his sulky broken down and
the driver thrown ont. This caused the horse to
run away, and he ran around the track with the
broken sulky dangling at his heels. When he came
on the homestreteh the second time muny of ihe
crowd there assembled rushed upon the track to
Btop the bhorse. This anthoughiful movement
made him swerve over towards the right hand side
ol the track, and #o close to the fence that a pro-
fecting piece of the (ence ran into the breast of the
horse several :nches and punctared s lungs, The
horse bled to death In & very short time. The
horse that caused the mischiel—Central Boy,
driven by Peter Manee—was dangerously Injured
by jumping on the wheel of the white horse's sniky,
‘which cut a very large gash in his breast. When

he came to the acore, &t tha emd of the heat, the |

blood was gushing out 1n & stream that sprinkled
over the track. Dr. Ogle, the veterinarian, fortu-
mately was on the ground, and he sewed up the
‘wound and made the horse as comlortavle as poss
slble, and hopes are entertained that the horse
will live, The horse that was killed belonged to
T. A. & Anderson Warren, of Watertown, Conn.,
and was valued at §2,500, which was 10 have been

The track was In capital condition for fast

trotting, and but for the fog and the accident a
fine afternoun’s sport would have been enjoyed, as
the unususl nnmber of fourtcen horses started lor
the 2:46 purse. Thia was won by Lady Dahlman, a
very large, fine, square galted young mare, that
gives promise of much speed In the future. She
acted admirably in company of so many horsea,
and never made a break In the race. Bhe waa
driven by John Murphy, and won in three condecus
tive heats.

‘The second heat was between Castle Boy, Crown
Prince and Triumph, and this race also terminated
in toree heats, all of which were won by Castle
Boy easily, in most excellent thne,
