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It cannot but be that the whole of Christendom

atioui! be looting forward to the next conclave to
be assemble t for the election of a successor to the
present Pontiff with curiosity and Interest, and a

large portion of Christendom With more than in¬
terest.with anxiety. There have been periods In
European history when rulers and statesmen
busit <l themselves much about such elections, and
when it was believed that the election ot this or
that man to the throne of St. Peter might have im¬
portant Influence on this, that or the other move

on the great chessboard of dynastic Intrigue and
the clashing ambitions of princes and sovereigns.
These times are over.gone forever! But in¬
terests of a different kind still cause the
rulers of nations ana the nations themselves, not
of Europe only, but of the whole civilized world, to
look with anxiety to the doings of the two or three
¦core of old men who will shortly be choosing in
Rome a head of the universal Catholic Church. A
¦trauge thing to look at when one thinks of It.
But one of the most notabio facts or the general
aspect of human affairs within the last year or two
ts the tendency which all national questions and
national parties seem to have to become entangled
with questions of religion, and in many cases to
depend almost, If not quite wnollv, upon religious
considerations. Tne cause of this tendency I snp-
pose to be the general and almost intuitive leelfhg
that a very decisive time of struggle is
at hand between believers and non-be¬
lievers in the statements ana dogmas
which have for the last fifteen centuries
made the religion and rnled the lire or all the civil¬
ised portion of the human race. We have not yet
reached the Niagara ol taat struggle, but the in¬
fluence of the rapids which precede the fall is
already felt, and men feel disposed. In view or the
coming struggle, to regard all questions of policy
with reference to their probable bearing on It.
This 1 take to be the cause of a phenomenon which
no observer of the times we live in can fail to be
¦truck by. It Is a consequence of the same phe¬
nomenon that statesmen are compelled to take a

lively Interest In the doings of the ltoman Sacred
College, not as heretofore with reference to the
¦mall intrigues and rivalries of crowned heads,
tmt Tor the sake of the wide effects wnich will be
produced on the nations they have to govern
and the results which will show themselves
In making them governable by such or such means,
©r, perhaps, ungovernable by any. There Is no

government In the world that would not be very
glad to have the countenance, the patronage, the
assistance of that old man sitting aloof therein
the Vatican, lor there s none that does rot know
that the business of governing would thereby be
made easier to It. Bnt that countenance, that
patronage, that assistance Is onlr to be had at a
price which even the most Catholic goyernments
ol the Old World have learned to consider too high
a one, and the result Is that the most important or
the European countries are at more or less open
war with the Pope and the Papacy. The remark¬
able degree to which this Is the case has
suggested to more than one observer
of the coarse of affairs the probability
that the Church, finding no support on any
¦ide from the princes and potentates of the earth,
might turn from them to the popular masses,
trust her cause wholly to the effects her teaching
and preaching may be able to produce upon them,
and throw in her lot with them in opposition to
those governing classes, from which she has
ceased to hope auything.

WILL THE DEMOCRACY BE SANCTIFIED ?
Now it is hardly necessary to point out to any

one who has In any degree ltept his eyes open to
the general course of popular feeling and opinion
In the world the very serious results which might.
which in all probability would.foliow the adop¬
tion of such a policy on tne part of the Koman
Catholic Church. Mauy a generation has corne
and gone since the Chnrch lias attempted
anything of the kind. The Church has
leaned for support on the secular arm of
the various repressive governments of the
Contment of Europe lor bo mauy centuries that
It has come to seem to be a part of the nature of
It to be on the side of "authority" as agalust pop-
alar wishes and ieenngs, on tne side of con¬
servatism as against progress, on the side of the
tyrant as against the oppressed. But it was not
always so. The time has been when the Church
was a popular body, animated by popular ideas
and emotions.was, iu a word, ou the aide of the
masses as against their rulers. Are we on the
eve of seeing a renewal of snch a state of things ?
Has the Church still enough of sap and vigor and
vitality in it to venture ou so great and daring a

game ? Has tne Church sufficiently convinced
Itself that there is nothing more to be hoped for
from the princes and potentates of the earth, and
that honceiortu it is to be In very truth war to
the knife between the threefold tiara and
the crowned beads of this world? These are ques¬
tions which many observes of the signs of the
times are asking themselves, and many shrewd
lookers-on are inclined to believe tnat certain
signs and appearances in the ecclesiastical horizon
Indicate that the Boraan Court is making up its
jnlnd to some such course of action.

A REMARKABLE SEKMON.
Just about a year ago, on St. Patrick's Day, In

the spring of last year, a very remarkable sermon
was preached in the church of the Irish convent of
Capuchin's here. A sermon in English Is preached
every year in that church on St. Patrick's Day.
The preacher last year was Dr. Vaughan, Koman
Catholic Bishop ol Salford, In England. The sermon
contained Invectives of great bitterness against
the statesmen at the head or the German, tne
Italian and the English governments. And the
preacher then went on to allude to tne great popu¬
lar lorces, whose menacing strength.as shown in
the international and other powerful combina¬
tions.was, and is. causing anxiety to the rulers
ot nations. He then vehemently asserted the im-
potency of the governments to deaTVith these
lorces. But the lrisu priest, said the orator, the
poor priest, strong in the threefold ecclesiastical
virtues of poverty, chastity and obedienoe can
deal with these lorces. He, and he alone among
the members of the Churches, can sympathize
with these millions, can find Ins hopes and his Tears
In unison with theirs, can make their cause his
and his cause theirs. The sermon excited very
considerable attention at the time, and it was un¬
derstood to have been highly approved at the
Vattcan. In short, if it had not been
certain that it wouid be approved there
it wouid not have been preached where
and when it was preached. And it must be admit¬
ted that language such as has been quoted and Ihave oeen aide to give but a iaiut reflex of the elo¬
quence and auuiidauce of the preacher) doesseem to mvor the notion that tne ideas of theApostolic court are pointing in tne direction 1 havebeen indicating.

01 these men, the majority of the sacred CollegerWhat is their hope for the Church' It is simply a
religious belief in the indestructibility Of their In¬
stil ution. corroborated and comforted by what ap¬
pears to thein the very encouraging teaching or
history. The Church, they say, has been In quite
as oad if not in worse straits than it is
now. and it has wonder.ally and mi¬
raculously come triumphantly out 01 them.
Perhaps th'se who are not churchmen
might ilnd in these same teachings of the pi.it
grounds lor believing that history will not, in this
lnstauce, repeat herself. But it cannot be w cu¬
d-red at that tnen whose opportunities of study¬
ing the tendencies of the world around them are
greatly smaller than those of any other persons of
their i an a. hi all the world, and wno come to tne
consideration of the matter with a conviction,
resulting irom the teaching and prejudices of a
whole lnetime, that the permaueucy of their
power and position has been miraculously guar¬
anteed to them OyJthelCreator 01 the world.u can¬
not be surprising, I say, that such men, seeing 110
humanly possible path 01 extrication from the diiTI-
culties around them, should be disposed to hold

It is a mistake, l leel assured, to Imagine.as

Zealots oi other creeds and outside strangers oi
no creed are oiten apt to do.that the heaus of the
Komuu clergy are worldly hypociites, having no
real belief in the doctrines tuey proless to hold.
There may be a few such tneu among them. And
if there were more such tne future relations be-
tween the Church and the civil power In tne defer¬
ent nations would be likely to run all the smoother.
But it may be safely accepted by the outside
world that the great majority ol those to whom
the choosing ol the next Pope will fall are lunatics
in taetr unconquerable belief tn the righteousness
and divinely promised ultimate victoiy of their
cause. And fanatics arc p overnully dangerous!
One man the cardinals have among them who
would be eminently capable and fitted.It cannot,
I think, be doubted.to assume tlic position of
general in-chiel lh such a w arfare and struggle as
has oeeu above spoken ol.a struggle in which the
Catholic Church should ally Itseli heart and soul
with those Burciug and discontented masses of
mankind which are seeking to overthrow the
wuole structure of civil society as it at present
exists, and should make use of their disaitection
and discontent w ith the present order of things to
make such a utbula rasa of the' existing institu¬
tions oi society as to leave no authority, no
power standing in the vast levelled plain of
human liie save that or the priesthood. It is a
vast, and to many minds would commend ltselt as
a magnificent, conception. Other priesthoods oi
other creeds and other races have, ere uuw, real¬
ized it. The days have been when the Kornun
priesthood were not far irom the realization of it
And assuredly noue of those who listened to Dr.
Vaughan's memorable sermon in the Church oi St. *

Isidore on St. Patrick's oay can doubt tnat the
idea has presented itself to and been cherished by
Koine's present priesthood. Aud there Is, as 1
have said, in the College ol Cardinals one man who
would, there is every reason to believe, he, as
occupant oi St. Peter's seat, able and willing to be
tne captain ol such an enterprise. It is the car¬
dinal Arcnbishop of Dublin. 1 believe that His
Eminence Cardinal Cullen, placed ou the throne
of Innocent 111. and Gregory VII., would
And the means in such an alliance of
shaking to its foundation the whole labric
oi civil society and topphng down irom
their places many oi the institutions and authori¬
ties which are showing themselves hostile to the
pretensions of his Church, i do not tntuK lor my
own part that ne would be ultimately success-
tui in auv such struggle. But his own opinion
upon that point would, ol coarse, be different.
But uo such experiment will be made. The men
in whose hands the issue is arc too timid, too
hall-hearted to give any such man as cardinal
cullen an opportunity of playing such a great
game, i am inclined to think that the College.

were an Italian. Assuredly there is no chance of
their daring such a step in iavor of a rum-Italian.
The next Pope will be an Italian, as every Pope
has been since the Fleming, Adrian VI., wa3
elected in ld£!, and died in less than two
years broken hearted at nis utterly ab¬
ortive attempts to reform the manners and
morals of the Human clergy, while leaving
the later utterly disgusted with tne choice
which had placed over them a sovereign so en¬
tirely uuc lUgcnial to Home and an that it Inherits.
The mistake has never t>- en repeated, and it will
not be repeated on tuc coming occasion. 1 think
It may be assumed as certain that the next Pope
will be an Italian.

Can anything beyond this be p edictcd as to the
probabilities of the Issue of the Conclave t Some¬
thing, perhaps, but not very much. Tne story of
the conclaves which have elected the Popes ;or the
last tnree or four centuries is exceedingly curious
and amusing reading; but it is not eddying read¬
ing t > a good Cutuolic. it Is perhaps impossible to
find anywhere else brought out in such stroug re¬
lief and vivid colors the utterly mundane nature
ol a contest which is said to he decided by the
¦pedal luspirunou of the iioiy Ghost I as the
world stood, and as the Papacy stood in the world,
It was scarcely poss.bie that tins struggle lor
a place among the sovereigns of the eaith should
have been other than it was. fiut the trouble- and
trials ol the Church have done much towards
elevating its views above those ol "low ambition
aud the pride ol kings." and the probabilities ale
tuat the Conclave which will lie held at the
death of Pius IX. wul be, looking at it from a
Church point ol view, the purest that has taxen
place lor a long itme. That is to say, the cardinals
will elect the man whom a majoiity 01 the college
really and tiulv and to the best of heir judgment
consider to be the most likely to do well for the
Church. They will not elect a foreigner to Italy.
But they may very plausibly tell themselves that
past experience has not shown such election to be
for the advantage ol the Onurch. And it may
further be said that the coming Conclave
will probably be more entirely iree and independ-
ent iu Its action, less meddled witb in auy way by
sovereigns or representatives of tne coil power of
any sort, than auy conciave for a long time. The
inoau they make about the difficulties they are
likely to be exposed to is all m re talk. Their
eminences know perfectly well that they will be
leit in periect freedom to elect wnomsoever they
win. And toe Conclave will in all probability be
duly held at Home, and doubtless within the ore-
ducts ot tne Vatican, of course the careiul caicu-
latiuns of probabilities, made from a cousideia-
lion ol tne character of each Individual of the 8a-
cred College, about a twelvemonth ago, at a time
wnen tne death of the Pope was considered to be
imminent, have been very much thrown out by the
tec nt creation ol twelve new cardiuais.a large
addition to the College, which belore that accession
to its oody only numbered lorty-five, Of tne new
cardinals, however, by lar the most Important
as regards any speculations on the tMQe
ot the next Conclave, has since died, having
enjoyed tne purple but a very lew days. This was
His Eminence rather Tarquini, the Jesuit. Creat-
ingsucn a man a cardinal was remarkable, and had
not oeeu determined on without stroug and deli-
ntte motive. It is against the constitution ol the
boclety ot Jesus that, any member 01 the order
should accept any ecclesiastical dignity, such as
that of cardinal, or bishop, Ac. But 01 course it
is in the Pope's power to graut dispensation irom
in is, or (roin any other human tie or obligation
whatever. It. is probable, however, that such dis¬
pensation would not have been accepted by a
Jesuit, unless at the bidding ol the Superior of Ins
Order. It must be considered, therefore, as cer¬
tain 'hat it was the wish of the General ot the
Jesuits tnat Faiher Tarquini should enter tin;
Sacred College. And bucii is the nature aud per-
lection ol Jesuit discipline that the voice
01 a Jesuit lather in the conclave would
have been, to all intents and purposes,
tbe voice of the Order. Many iiersons
have supposed that this Jesuit was placed :n tbe
College lu the hope and with tbe view that he might
become the successor ol P.us IX. 1 do not think that
such a result would have been inauv case likely,
tor the general prejudice against and dislike aud
tear of the Jesuits, even uiuuug the members of
the nacred college, would, 1 nave little doubt,
have availed to prevent a Jesuit iroru receiving
tne requisite number of votes. \\ hatever nopes,
however, may have been founded on Father Ta*
quim's promotion are at au eud. From the time
ol ins promotion to the purple lie was constantly
with the Pope; constantly going up and down
these huge, bleak, windy staircases at the Vatican,
and this, alter a Hie ol cosy wrapping up In cotton
at the Best), was too much for an old man.

And the question
now is whether Mr. Manning, the Archbishop of
Westminster, will or will not receive the hat at
the new creation expected in the summer, opin¬
ions on the subject have changed verv counuier-
abiy since the remarkable speech which the Arch-
bishop o' Westminster made at tne Catholic
meeting which took place in Condon in reply to
tjje auu-CaWiQuc jetting yi sympathy with tug

Oman Kmperor. Tne claims which Dr. Manning
then advanced on behalf of lus Church were not
calculated to serve Its cause In the minds of the
(Treat majority of Engltsraen: hut the speech gave
sucli satisfaction at the Vatican that it was re¬
ceived mere with, as It was described to ine, "a
universal pean of thanksgiving." Betore
this It was generally thought that the
Archbishop of Westminster would not be
promoted. It wss alleged that It Is
contrary to the practice of the Apostolic Court to
give the purple to a convert; in the second place,
that, though Dr. Manning rendered himself very
acceptable to the Pope at the time oi the (Ken-
meuical Council, by his zeal and activity in favor
ol every proposal advocated by the Holy Patlier.
he at the same time drew upon hinit>eli an amount
ol jealousy on the part 01 the ltaiiau prelates,
which, it is thought, would avail to exclude htm
lrom the purple; and in the tmrd place, it Is as-
sorted that tne relations between nr. Manning and
tils clergy at home are not so pleasant and cordial
a., could be wished. The opinion, however, that,
all this not withstanding, he may not improbably
euier the sacred college seems to have been gain¬

as those, in ttie slang of the conclave, are called
who ate considered to be among the possible can¬
didates lor the Papacy.I should be disposed to
pitch on Mgr.

He is ahont the right age, is
ol respectable moral character, possesses consider¬
able knowledge of administrative business, has high
patrician rauk (which goes lor something), and,
above all, wtule known to be a churchman ol the
Zelante school, has tue reputation of being a pru¬
dent and sale man.

SMALL CHANCE OF A VACANCT.
Meanwhile, however. Plus IX. does not mani¬

He is ordered lorthwlth to
remove all objectionable matter, and hereaiter to
cover all refuse with tresh earth; to allow no bwIH
to remain unboiled tor more man ten hours, and
to raise his pig pens so that they may be readily
cleansed.an operation which he is required to
perform at least once a week.

The town of Newtown has been defeated in what
is known as the Gardiner Spring suit, commenced
in April, 1872, to recover the principal and interest
of certain certificates of indebtedness known as
the Blissvllle rood bonds. The case was tried be¬
fore Judge Brady, in New York, in December, 1872.
The derenoe was fraudulent issue and gross swin¬
dling (in the part oi the contractors to whom they
were issued, abd that the bonds were void in con-
sequence or having been paid out at less ttiun par.
By direction of the Court a verdict was rendered
against the town. An appeal was taken, and in
April the case was again argued at General Term.
The decision has just been rendered, aillrming the
former one. It is reported tnat Judge Blrdscyc,
who represents the town, proposes to take the
case to the Court of Appeals.

Alderman White, who was elected In the Third
Aldermanic district of Jersey City and who was
counted out by the Board of Canvassers, has maue
an appeal to the Supreme court in Trenton to
obtain his seat.

The Pennsylvania Railroad Company have re¬
fused to comply with the request or the Boards of
Government in Jersey City to elevate the tracks
above the streets, unless the city bears a portion
of the expense.
The arguments In the case of the Easton and

Amboy Railroad Company vs. George B. Hawk on
an appeal from the verdict of a jury and tne rul¬
ing of the Judge of the Warren Circuit Court,
when $5,ooo was assessed on the appellants In fa¬
vor of the deiendant lor the u«c ol land taken tor
railroad purposes, were concluded yesterday In
the Supreme Court at Trentou.

The admirers of aquatic sports in Trenton have
in contemplation a regatta on the Delaware River
during the present season. The owners of the
beautiful yachts John G. Stoat, Nellie, William
Carter and Ida Mariner, now at anchor at Trenton,
are taking the Initiatory steps, and cordially invite
the aid and oo-operatlon ol all cralt in the neigh¬
boring cities ana towns on the Delaware in per¬
fecting the arrangements. The facilities for this
kind of amusement on the splendid stretch of
water irom Trenton to Bordentown are everything
that the most fastidious lover ol the king oi sports
could desire, and are also unsurpassed lu New
Jersey.
The city fatners of Lambertvllle have refused to

license any rum shops within their jurisdiction,
and as a consequence the business of illegal grog
vending has become alarming, much to the
chagrin of fanatical residents, who clamor loudly
lor the enforcement of the law in that connection,
A rumor spread that since the promulgation of the
prohibition edict no accommodation coukl be had
ior man or beast In the hotels, which has proved
to t<e without foundation. The tipplers have to go
"across tne river" to imbibe in a legal way; which
they do on an extensive scale, so much so that a
band of crusaders Is being organized tor the con¬
version of the groggcry keepers In that section or
Pennsylvania.

THE BOND FORGERIES.
Trial of Andrew L. Roberts in the Court

of Oyer and Terminer.

The Counterfeiting Business Explained.
Interesting Narrative.

As on tbe day preceding the Court of oyer and
Terminer was crowded yesterday, the develop¬
ments in the trial of Andrew L. Roberts, who is
indicted for forging bonds of tbe Central Railroad
Company, having excited consldeiabie curiosity
and attention. Jndge Rrady took his seat on the
bench aitont ten o'clock, wnen tbe hearing of the
case was proceeded with. John A. Olinstead, who
had made the stamp trom which the seal on the
forged bond was taken, and who had been exam¬
ined the previous afternoon, was recalled. In
cross-examination by Mr. Pnnly the witness stated
that he was an engraver, and in 1852 carried on
business at No. 176 William street; he made tools
for tbe trade; he has also hardened drills and
made a brace for a man named Davis, who, the
witness stated, represented that tney were for
drilling vent holes in cannon; he subse¬
quently ascertained, however, that Davis was
a burglar; he (DuvIb) came a second time
for another supply of tools, but witness
refused to do any more work for lum;
witness did not notify the pollen authorities;
after leaving William street he went to Beekman
street, and subsequently to the corner of William
and Spruce streets; he always kept a regular en¬
graver's office; did not know Pettis as Davis all
the time; could not remember tbe names of tne
two apprentices he employed, bow long they
worked lor him or the year they were in his em¬
ploy. The witness further stated that he also
occupied a back room In No. 177 William street; he
rented rooms to a man named Nelse Stewart, who
was subsequently arrested as a counterfeiter.
Throughout Ins various transactions the witness
observed he had a conscience and lie still retained
it. At tills stage the witness asked the Court
what were the privileges of witnesses us to an¬
swering questions.
Judge Brady iniormed him that the privilege of

a wltuess was to answer the questions asked.
Mr. Purdy requested the court to instruct the

wltuess that he was not bouua to answer any ques¬
tions that might lead to criminate him.
Judge Brady instructed the witness accordingly.
In reply to Mr. Purdy the witness further stated

that be introduced Nelse Stewart to an engraver
named Roberts, who made the plate lor which
Stewart was sent to jail; Stewart deceived
him by telling lilm he wanted only a bill
head; his specialty was die sinking; he never
made a $10 die and a $26 die lor Stewart,
and denied that when the currency wont out
he introduced Stewart to the other Roberts
to obtain the counterfeiting plate. Witness
stated that he had been irequeutly asked to make
coin dies und had been offered thousands 01 dollars
to make them, but invariable reluscd; Stewart
asked hltu to go Into "business" with hltn; lie
knew Stewart was in the counterfeiting busi¬
ness; never was Instrumental In having Stewart
arrested, bat thought that he once mentioned the
matter to a detective named Rash. Witness
denied that he ban ever been arrested by the Se¬
cret Service in connection with that busiuess. The
witness then went on to state that he did not re¬
member when he llrst met Pettis, but thought it
was at the restaurant situated at No. 177 William
street; Pettis asked him to make a seal for the
Thuoant and Neosha Valley Railroad; he (the wit¬
ness) was too busy to attend to it, hut sent Pettis
to a man named Brown, In William street, who
made it: he had worked for the Erie railroad
upon orders given by the bookkeeper and purchas¬
ing agents; he did not know if Pettis was an em¬
ploye of that road; lie made the seal lor tbe Central
Railroad lor the prisoner, and made the Buffalo,
New York and Eric Railway seal lor Pctils;
when Pettis asked him for a copy of the
seal ol the Central Railroad, he had
no suspicion that the seal in question was to be
used lor the purpose of forgery; Pettis gave him a
$500 bond to copy tne seal Irow, and he believed
It to be genuine; a lew days ultcrward Pettis
came back with the seal and wanted an alteration
made in it; ne alleged that the smokestack was
not deep enough lor him, and he deepened it as
requested (the witness ignored the lact that
Pettis was using tiie seal to stamp bonds wlt.ii);
later on Pettis visited the witness at Staten Island
and lelt him a $6(10 bond of the Western Union Tele¬
graph Company to make a seal Trom, aud the w ile
01 l'ettis called for it; the first interview he haa
with the prisoner was In March, 1873, In a saloon
at No. 77 Cortlnndt street; lie ofl'ered the witness
the bond of the Western Union Telegraph to make
the seal from; witness was too busy to undertake
the job, as he was engaged upon some work tor
people In New Brunswick, and the prisoner took
the bond away; in about a week alter the prisoner
received the tlrst bona of $500 of the Sioux city
and Pacific Railroad: in July, 1873, he received
the bond of the New Vork Central.

HIS AKIIE-T HY PINXEBTOW.
The witness then described ins arrest by Pinker-

ton on a warrant lor lorging the Western Union
Telegraph seal. Mr. Bangs, the Geneial Superin-
tendent ol i'inkerton's Detective Agency in this
city, requested htm to make an open statement,
and ne said he had made the seals, but had no in-
terestin the lorgerles; no seals were shown hirn,
but ho concluded that tliey must be the seals lie
had made; after he made,the statement In Pinker-
ton's otilce they gave lum Ins supper, lroued litin
and put htm to bed; his wife and son are to tie wit¬
nesses, and Mrs. l'ettis, he thinks probably: lie
docs not know if lie has acted wrongiully; lie has
t.old all he knows on tne subject and throws him-
self upon the mercy of the Court.
The cross-examination or ttds witness, which

was of a very searching cbaructer, occupied
nearly four hours.
District Attorney Phelps subsequently re-exam¬

ined the witness, who stated that he had been
arrested only twice belore.once tor intoxication
and the second time for someihiug about naturali¬
zation business in Brooklyn, winch, however, was
never brought to trial. The wiidchs denies ever
having seen Colonel Wood, formerly clerk of the
United .States Secret Service.
At half-past three o'clock the Court adjourned

until ten o'clock on Monday morning.
