Goes.

Protracted Meeling of the Board
of Apportionment.

THE OITY PINANCES OVERHAULED,

The Comptroller to Solve the
Riddle.

The proverbial pertod for hydrophobia to germi-
nate |8 sopposed to be nine days, The time it
takes for the Board of Eatumate and Apportion-
ment tomake up their minds 10 convene & sesalon
18 just a8 long, &8 wis demonsirated yestorday by
their hoiding a meeung just nine days subseguens
to thelr last adjournment,

Pursnant to the call of tha Mayor the Board held
a session yestorday morning, at eleven ¢’clock, at
the Compiroller’s ofice. The membera of the press
seem to be of no account in the Comptroller's som-
passion; they are disbed off with the |east possible
iacilitlen, and such room as is asslgned them ls of
the smallest poasible compass.

It seems the meeting of yesterday wss some-
whas of &boiday ocemsion. The rigid examina-
tion of the revised esiimates from the various de-
partments by Presigdent Vance and Com-
missionsr Wheeler foreboded a gigantio con-
fiict. These gentlemen had come to & set-
uved concinsion that they would, under no
circumstances, vote for any appropriation
unless they thorougily understood the particular
service to whicn 1t Is to be applied. In order to
inform themselves on the subject Mr. Wheeler, as
Secretary of the Board, addressed communica-
tions to the various deparvments requesting de-
talled statements of expenditures. Bome of these
replied, while others did not; but when the esti-
mated are to be voted upon the latter will ind out
their mistake In not furnishing the necessary in.
formation.

The Comptroiler got himself op io hollday at-
tire. The Mayor observed his usunal stolidity.

The hour of meeting, eleven o'clock, arrived,
with every member ol the Beard in his place. Ad-
jutant General Btorrs occupied the fdapk of the
Comptroller, behind him sat General Martin T,
McMahon, Tax Recelver; General Dickinson waa
sentry behind bim, and scattered around the room
were several prominent citizens, among them Mr,
John Mullaly, ex-Commissioner of the Board of
Health, and a number of heads of departmenta,

The Becretary read the minutes of the previons
meeting, which were adopted.

The CoMPTREOLLER moved that In view of the
laws authorizing & reapportionment of the public
moneys 10 be collected by taxation for the years
1564-85, the Board proceed to reconsider and re-
vise the estimates which had been submitted.

Mr. WHEELER opposed the motlon, remarking
that he would not adopt it in its present shape,

Mr. VancE—I also am opposedto the resolution,
for reasons which I shail hereafter state.

Comptroller GResN—I have offered the resolu-
tion solely for the purpose of adopting some
method by which we can get through with the
complicated business before ns. We have a great
labor betore us with little time to do It in,

Mr. VascE—But we can get at this matrer in an-
other way. We can consider the estimales as a
committee of the whole,

Comptroller GREEN—I am readv to agree to that.
What I want I8 to get through the work. If an
ftem should be read and be objected to, let it be
Imd over for future consideration. I do not desire
to prevent a.u{ gentleman from exercising his dis-
cretion In relation 1o the tax levy. the con-
trary, 1 wish to aford évery fuollity lor the purpone,
Mr. Vance—We require certain iniormation be-
fore we can act opon some of Lhe estimates,

Comptroller GREEN—I request the Mayor to put
my resolution to take up the estimajes in acouras-
ance with the law, and to read them Item by item.

The resolution was then put and lost by the fol-
lowlng vote:—

Amrmauve—Comptroller Green, 1.

Negative—Mayor Havemeyer, Mr. Vance and Mr.
Wheeler, 3.

The Comptroller seemed greatly astoniahed that
His Honor voied against him, and plainly showed
his rising choier,

Mr. WHERLER now moved to take the esti-
mates In detail, which the Comptroller said, in
evident glee, was Just the very purports and object
of his resolution.

Mr. WnEeLER—We aid not see it in that light, I
desire to get at the matter in my own way.
