The facta whick led to this conclusion, together
with the story of Mr. O'Kelly’s adventures in ip-
surgent Cuba, part of which firégt appeared In
the HERALD, [orm the subjects of @& iresh book of
travel in one hahdsome volume, which has
Just come Irom the press of J. B. Lippin-
coit & o, of Philadeiphla. The name chosen for
the book 18 “Mambi Land,’ & very happy title for a
‘work which deals with that mystic and shadowy
district generally spoken of as Cuoba Libre—{ree
Uuoba. The word “mambl” iss term ol reproach
conferred by the Spaulards vpon the Cubans. 1t i
mimilar in meaning to the name of ‘‘beggars,"
wilch Alva's soldiers neaped upou the recalcitrant
eubjects of Phillp IL in the Netherlanas, and the
Cubans, like the Dutel, have adopted the oppro-
brious epithet, 80 that it has become one of the
most eflective weapons against Spain. The mambi
will yet make the Mambi-land entirely their own,
and this gives pecullar Interest to Mr, (’Kelly's
book ad the first permanent contribition to
tue Nteratare aod history of the youna Republie.

We need mot lollow Mr. O'Kelly in his sdven-
tures 1o Mambi-Land from the tums he left Havana,
“‘at bis own riek."” to seek the headquarters of
President Ceapedes until he resurned to the Cuban
capitol a prigsoner, carefuily goarded by the frousy
Foldlery of Spain, Much of this has already ap-
perred in these columne. But these handsomely
printed pages will well repay perusal, Cuba is the
gem of the Antilles, made so by Asrican and Chinese
vinvery, and tnose excellent customers of Spain
the paople of the Unitea States. Without slavery
And withont the trade with the Americans, in
which there 18 no reciprocity, Spanish dominicn
In the West Indies wounld long ago have died ont.
The war whioh Spaln (s now waging in Cubalsa
war to preserve slavery and the industries which
depend upon slave labor. When this war Is
over the Yankee will bave his opportunity
for trying wew experiments In  raising
sugar and tobacco with free labor, and
Bpain, whose gready oficlals have aystematically
robbed both the American merchaut and the
vaban planter for years, is delermined if possible
to prevent 8o happy & consummation. It 18 & part
of this expiring s:ruggle which Mr. 0'Kelly's book
reveals and {linstrates. Iois in thia view shat the
Blaves and the coclles, “‘wrerched belngs, Ignorant
and degraded to the last degree, without a spark
of that manly independence which is so marked s
feature of the working classes in iree countries,"
become such an essential part of the Caban insur-
reciion whether they have guns in their bands or
BUll writbe under the whips of their masters. It is
true Mr. ’Eelly doea not attempt a philosophical
treatise on this sobject, but his graphic relerences
Tu these wreichea as ho saw them In the towns
and cities, at the railway stations and on the cars
‘while travelling, In the caneflelds and the slaves’
quariers on the plantations and with the armies
of the dons and of the patriots, shed nearly as
much light apon the subject as if he had carefully
elaborated it. The same thing I8 troe of the in-
sight he glvea into the comdition of the Insurrec-
tion. Never dull or heavy, his book (3 at all times
suggestive and lustructive., The faots he has
brought together ar¢ not (he mere sphemera of
the bour, but matiers of thought as well an enter-
talnment. Every page of the book s full of Inter-
ext, and though i1t is & lastory of personsl expe-
rience and adventure it s far from being & per-
sonal history. It 14 & book written to tell what
was worth preserving, and it contwns nothing
that was not worth teilng, A more entertaining
bit of travel has not been published this season,
and the readers ol “‘Mambi Land” will rise from
its perusal with u feeling of great satisfaction,

Trial of Pollee Commissioners Charlick
and Gardner for Alleged Misde-
meanor,

On the openiog of the Oyer and Terminer yesier-
day moriing the indictment against Oliver Char-
liek aud Hugh Gardner, Police Commissioners, for
a0 alleged mimdemeanor in violating the Election
Inw oI 1879, which had been set down by Judge
Brudy for trial, was at once taken up.

dicted sud u Police Commisaloner, I8 President of
the Republican Geperal Committee, sat nearby, ap-
parently Uitle apprenensive asto the result of the
prosecution. Ex-Judge Fulierton and Uplted
Biates Commigsioner Jonn 1. Davenport were asso-
clated with Mr. Hall as counsel for the delence.
For the State appeared Assisiant Attorney F. Foir-
chfld, Mr. J. B, Fellows and Mr. George W. Win-
gate. 'Mr. Fairchild moved the case and Mr. Win-
gate called the /st of the people’s witnesses, Then
commenced the tedious empanelling of the jury.

To-Day=A More Humane Death Appa-
ratus To Be Used.

Some 200 dogs at the pound wounld have rejolced
yesterday with londest bark and whine U they nad
only known how near they came being killed.
Owling to Mr, Marriott’s engagement in court yes-
terday their lfves were spared for another twenty-
four hours.

The new method invented by Professor Doremus
(and lor which he deserves the thanks ol every
humanitarian) i to completely Nl the tank with
carhonic acld gus before putting the dogs In, a0
that  they wul be rendered insensible
a8 Boou am they are dropped In. By
holding & lghted candle In the tank
it will Dbe easy to tell Dnpow full it
Is, for the gas would extinguish It immediately.
The old method of exhausting the alr afer the
dogs had been placed in the lank, and, introdue-
ing about half the quantity of gas necessary to fill

the box, e & much slower, and, therefore, a
more cruel Jdeath. A barrel has been placed at
each sige of the tank In which the carbonte acid
{Iﬂlﬂ to be generated by dilured sulphuric or
ydrochloric acid scling on carbomat? of hime

BERGH AND THE DOGS.

Examination of Captain Marriott's
Case—=Confiiet of Testimony Between
the Police and the Officers ol Mr.
Bergh’s Soclety.

The case of Captain Marriott, the poundmaster,
who was arrested on Saturday night at the (o-
stance of Mr. Henry Bergh, came up lor examing-
tion yesterday at the Jefferson Market Court. The
charge against Captaln Marriott was a violation of
the law for the prevention of cruelty to animals
Qb June 19, 1874, when ninety doga were put in the
tank and ssphyxiated.

Mr. Bergh himself appeured for the prosecution,
and placed one of his ofocers, s Mr. Fislas, on the
stand. Mr, Flelds testified that he was present
on the day mentioned, saw the dogs put in and
conaldered that it took half an hour to get them
all in; that they were piled in one on top of the
other.

“iHow high 7"’ asked Mr. Bergh.

“About & dog and & balf high,” he answered.

He farther sald that be saw the gas, wWhich waa
carbonic acid gas, torned on from two différent
retorts. The gas was on forty-elght minutes. For
the first eleven minutes he conld hear the dogs
howling very plainly, and it,wae an hour before ail
algna of li'e had dissppeared. They were in the
tank one hour and mix minutes before they were
taken ont.
