CORUXER KESSi-ER'S VIEWS.
The Coroner declined to enter into any detail in

Ue, however, thinks it of the greatest
lnportance that the subject of hydrophobia should
toe thoroughly looked into, and with that object
has empanelled a body oi physicians of high
eminence in the specialty of nervous diseases. He
helieves the present inquiry will lead to the most
encouraging results; that a cure for hydrophobia
nay even be discovered. He is determined to do
felB utmost to further the ends of science
lu the matter, and thinks the medical
men of Europe and the world in general will
largely look to the developments in this case. He
tmnks. too, that tt may he possible to frame some
Intelligent law which will be sure to be approved

abont the treatment of dugs, whether sane or in¬
sane. He has himself, nnhappily. had five distinct
cases ot unmistakable hydrophobia within a very
short period recently, and sorrowfully speaks of
the sjtd eud to the joyous hie of "Ada Clare,'- the
bright "oueen of Hoheuila."

THE ASPHYXIATED CTJSS.

"Will Alderman Morris Succeed In Rid¬
ding the City of the Oselutk ?.The
Pound Closed on Account of Bergh's
Agent«.The Experiment of Dixtractioa
by Urowntng Pronounced » Success.
The killing af the dogs continues to be a question

or vast importance to the humanitarians, who,
firstly, want to get rid of the (Sous for sake of the
people, and who, secondly, want the rldaance
effected id the speediest manaer possible for tne
sake o( the dogs.
In April last Alderman Morris, who has taken an

official Interest In the question irom the begin¬
ning, oUtered, by bis notion in the Board of Alder¬
men, to place the dogs of the city in charge of Mr.
Bergh and his agents. Mr. Bergh, anticipating a
chance at a later time for the display of his Presi¬
dency of the Prevention of trueitv to Animals'

! Society, retnsed to undertake the duly. Be woald
| have nothing to do with the dogs except he got

full, complete and perpetual control over them
daring the summer. Alderman Morris made every
effort to bring Mr. Bergh to a reasonable
way of thinking, but failed, the latter in-
sis ting upon Having his own way in
everything. Mr. Bergh wrote a letter recom¬

mending that the dogs shouM be destroyed
by carbonic acid, and Alderman Morris at once

adopted this method. The pound at the foot of
Thirty-seventh street was supplied with the neces¬

sary tank, and apparatus lor the insertion of car-
i bonlc acid was put in working order. The boys of
! the city scoured the by-streets and highways for

strolling annuals, and the pound was daily sup-
plied with lit canine subjects for the tank.

{ Strange scenes happened iu the crusades for the
| dogs, stranger scenes happened at the pound, and

altogether there was something seriously funny in
the whole affair. The city was fortunately made
iree of tnoutsands ol miserable curs, whose prowl-
lng at»out day and night might well be considered
very dangerous to the city population.
one nay last week these gentlemen stated that

they had discovered a new drug by which a dog
might be Killed without pain in an incredibly short
space ol time. They tried tne drug, and alter t lie

j aulmai had suffered intense torture the dot: had
to be thrown into the tank to meet his death.
This new drug having failed another new method
was discovered. The old way ol Killing the dogs
was to put them in the t:ink and then Insert
the carbonic acid. Bergh's agents insisted
that the proper way was to Insert the acid first
ami then throw in the dogs. The experiment was
tried ou Thursday last and neari.v 200 animals
were thrown into tne tank, filled as ic was with tne
acid. The result proved a perfect lailure, some of
the dogs being taken oat alive alter being thirty-
seven minutes in the tank. In view 01 all these
circumstances, and being resolved not to allow
auy mock humanitarian notions to interlere with
the duty of tne Board of Aldermen towards the

> city, Alderman Morris gave ootice that he would
last evening try the experiment whether drown¬
ing was not alter ail the easiest and the speediest
death for the dogs.
After the lailure of Mr. Bergh's agents on Thurs-

day Mr Marriott announced that no dogs would
t>e taken at the pound yesterday, and that no

! killing would take place, so that only about fifty
01 the doomed canine prisoners were yesterday to
be seen in chains in the house 01 destruction. It

^ bad been arranged that at five o'clock the experi¬
ment by drowning was to take place, and at that
hour Alderman Morris, Captain McDonald, or the

! Twentieth precinct, and a Herald reporter, with
some oi the assistants irom the pouud, stood upon
tne offal dock at the loot or Twenty-seventh street,

I sniffing the unpleasant odor from the adjoining
, rendering establishments and awaiting the arrival

oi tv. o black-and -tan curs which were to be vic-
timized lor the city's good.
The process pursued was to take one dog at a

time, tie a twenty-five pound weight, with a rope
i attached, around Us neck, cast mm into tne river

and then tune the death. Captain Kennedy's
magnificent repeater was brought into requisition

i to do tne "liming," and the owner of the watch
i cried out the seconds. After thirty-five secouds

not a bubble appeared apon the water's suriace
and the rope ceased to be pulled. The dog was

I taken out alter two minutes, out, though evidently
Incapable oi llvtug lor any time, revived somewtiat
on the dock and was certainly a live dug. me

' second animal was thrown in to remain lor three
minutes, and Captain Kennedy's timepiece had
only reached the thirty-five seconds when the man

i holding the rope announced that the pulling had
I ceased, and in a lew seconds afterwards the water

was perfectly smooth. When the three minutes
had expired the dog was hauled in and was lound
to be dead.
The inference which Alderman Morris drew from

these experiments was. that after about thirty-
five seconds the animal became unconscious of
any pain, and that three minutes were sufficient
to procure ceriain death. The Alderman, of
course, has not yet made up his mind as to how
soon he may be able to introduce permanently
the destruction ot the canines by drowning. The
metnod to be pursued will probably be aslollows:.

A nuge cage will be constructed, iu which the ani¬
mals win be placed. The cage being taken to ttie
dock, it will, by means or a derrick, be thrown
into the river and allowed to remain there a
sufficient length or time lor death to ensue to a
surety. The cage can then oe hauled back and the
dead dogs deposited on tne offal dock, preparatory
to tHsiug conveyed to Barien island, as usual.
The experiment tried yesterday was intended to

settle the question as to the shortest time in which
death can be effected, and Alderman Morris ex¬
pressed rumseli as satisfied that the drowning pro¬
cess was both the speediest and the least patniul
to the dog. As the pound is now practically
Ciosed, in consequence oi Mr. Bergh's experimen¬
ts) mania, it is hoped that Alderman Morris will
move quickly in this matter. Yesterday several
mad dogs were shot in the street.

A CHILD BITTEH BY A DOG.
The police of ttie Thirty-first precinct tele¬

graphed to Headquarters last night that a child
had been bitten by a mad dog at Ninety-eighth
street and Eighth avenue. The dog was shot. Tbe
child's name was not given.
