THE ASTRONOMERS IN EUROPE
have heard oi her and sue has been received with
open arms. Tliey know how to prise such nUenumena.It is the flrst laxly of the kind they have had
an opportunity or investigating saiialaciorily by

is suriounded by nebulous rings. Ill the spectroscopetne tail 01 the comet presents the appearancesidenttled with gaseous bodies in a state of
combustion, mixed with a scarcely sensible quantityui solid incandescent matter.

A Visit to the National Observatory.
A View of the Intere«tiiii{ stranger
Through the Comet Seeker."A PerfectlyLovely Comet" . Interesting
Statement of Professor Hall.

WASHINGTON, July 4. 1874.
Startled by a rnraor from Great Salt I.ake that

the comet now visible in our northwestern skies
utter nightfall would envelop the moon or brush
the carta with its tall before Its departure into the
realms of everlasting night, your correspondent
wus puzzled "what to do about It," when, to his

great relief, he received instructions irom the ]
Herald office to settle the question in a ,

call upon Admiral Davis and the l'rolessor at the
National Observatory and, in securing, through
them, an interview with the comet itself. The
other morning, accordingly, the narrator called
at tne Observatory and, waiting upon Admiral
Davis, inlormed him of the object ol the visit. The
gallant Admiral, distinguished for Ills courtesy no

less than lor nis bravery, answered, "Certainly,
sir; any information respecting this comet wnich
we can give you we will give you eheerrully."
Your correspondent was then reierred to Professor
EAstman, from whom, after a pleasant conversationupon the comet, comets generally aud the
Observatory, we separated, to "come up at eight
o'clock in the evening of Thursday, the 2d Inst., if
the skies are favorable; for here, you know, we
are entlre'y subject to "

Old Probabilities?"
"Yes, to Old Probabilities, as they call him."

the visit anu the interview,
Thursday evening proved too stormy to make

anv observations. On Friday morning.the heavy
thunder clouds of the previous night having, with
their free discharges of electricity, cleared the sky,
giving promise or a bright Armament alter nightfall.tnewriter went up the National Observatory,
and, finding Professor Hail on duty, asked him lor
the favor id behalf or the Herald of another
chance this evening for a telescopic inspection
of the comet and ol his services in
the observation for two of the Herald
corns. The Professor answered. "1 shall be

glad to serve you, should the skies be favorable
and 1 think they will be; aod I shall expect yon at

about eight o'clock." Thanking the Professor, the
narrator catne awav, and, making the necessary
arrangements tor the evening, awaited the apipotuted hour. A few minutes after eight, with his
colleague, he was at the Observatory and lound
Professor llall at his post of duty. "You are in
time, gentlemen," said he, "lor the twilight has
not yet gone down; and, as you see, that heavy
bank of clouds may spoil our expceiations ol a

pleasant interview with the comet. I think,
however, that in a short time those
clouds will disappear, and that you
will have a satlsiactory interview with
our celestial stranger. Meanwhile, 1 think yon
w.llbe gratified with an observation of Jupiter and
Venus, which are not ooscured by the clouds."
We were in the 'dome of what they call the

I "small equatorial," a splendid telescope, hardly

rial,'' id another dome of the building, bur distinguishedfrom the other as the "small equatorial.''
This instrument is in a movable dome on the high-
est part ol the Observatory, while outside, arounu
the base of the dome, at a commanding
elevation and within a strong railing, there is a
spacious flat for observations with the naked eye
and the ' comet-seeker."

JI PITER.
Our first observations through the equatorial

were ol that king of the nlaneta of our system, the
great Jupiter. And a king he appeared in his
majesty, as large as the moon, in a solt, mellow,
silvery light, with his kingly belts around him and
tuiee of his four moons in full relief attending him.
The fourth was out ol view behind him.
They are very small compared with the oulk of the
great planet; but tHey stood out in the deep, dark
sky round and bright and in beautiful relict.
And how feurluliy deep and dark the sky appeared
behind them: Our next, observation was of

THE GODDESS VESTS,
nearer the western horizon, and sfce appeared as
a gibbous moon, or as the moon in her third
quarter. But her silvery light was brighter than
tujit. of Juniter; because she is so many millions ol
miles lifcafev lire iuSn lie. If there arc. or If
there were, in habitants like ourselves m on \enus,
our planet would appear to them something larger
and brighter than she appears to us, and with this
equatorial, qveu our on, a round little silvery
spot, would to them be visible.

THE COMET THROton TUB COMET-SEEKER.
"Boa," said l'ro #ssor Hall, "the clouds are

clearing away beautliully and our interesting
stranger, the cornet, is coming out in hue rebel.
Isji. us go out on the platform and take a peep at
him through our comet seeker." We wcut out,
but. our first impressions were from the general
s.gbt- and sounds around. Immediately below us
on the south was tile malarious Potomac in
shadow, aud a concert was going on in its seuiistagnuutflats and shallows oi millions of
frogs. Beyond were the darkened hills oi
Arlington, and westward the light! of
Oeornetown. On the northward the boundary hilis
Of Waabington stood out darkly defined, w hile to
the eastward the lights of streets and avenues and
various tall buildings, through a stretch of two
mites to toe capitoi and capitoi Hill, gave to the
city an imperial aspect. But we had come to see
the comet and there tie was. a fascinating little
interloper in tlte heaven-, even to the naked eye.
"Oentiernen," said the Professor, "this is our

comet seeker." putting his hand affectionately
upon a telescope nxeu upon me parapet, anu lookinglor all the world like a mountain howitzer.
'You see wc can turn him and twist linn about in
any dlreoiloD, ami no comet coming within long or
short range 01 the observatory, high up or low
down though he may he. can oscano linn. Now
he has this eoniet lairly within his grasp, and you
will see that it is a hundsome comet, and a ilu-dung
tuilow withal, hound to go where he has made up
ins mind to travel.''
We took a good look at the comet and repeated

it over and over again, through the ''comet
and the Bight WBt ItlTely otwintng.

by Dliller of tbe End of the World.

Washington, July 3, 1874.
To the writer of the following recollections or

the great comet of 1s43 the little cornet of 1874 is
Indeed an Insignificant interloper. On St. Patrick'sDay, 1843, tuts witness leit Washington, as a

young journalist, on a venture to New York.
Slopping with a mend lor the night in Baltimore,
he was introduced in the evening at her house to
an intelligent and interesting lady, who, as the
first topic or conversation, introduced the great
comet, which was then fiainiugin the western sky,
with a tail which to tUe naked eye seemed to
sweep across nearly one-filth of the firmament,
and, in thu absence of the moon, completely eclipsingeverything In the heavens. The lady introducedthe celestial stranger with the inquiry.

"Let me ask you, sir, what is your opinion of
this wonderlnl and, to me, this alarming comet?
Do you thluk, as the Second Advent people contend,that it can be sent as a warning of the comingof the day of Judgment?"
The writer, without pausing to think of the possibleconsequences, answered, in substance;."It

may be so. The prophet Miller bases ins theory
of the Second Advent upon the prophecies of
Daniel, which, vou know, cunniuate in the day of
Judgment. These prophecies have been taken up
by the prophet Miller, and in applying a fixed
time to the lnlfilraent of each he finds that they
have ail been luiUlled except the coming ot the day
oi Judgment, which, in the order of these great
events, he finds must be in this very year, 1843.
And this comet is held by these believers
in the prophet Miller, or Second Advent
people, as a warning in the sky of .the
impending judgment. j ney way mat tne
wisest astronomers have failed to g<ve any notice
of the approach ol tins comet; that it comes as
much a surprise to them as to the most ignorant
people, and that, therefore, it is something entirelyout oi the regular order of thiugs m the
heavens. Such is the reasoning of these Second Adventpeople, and there may be something in it.

THE SIGN IN THE IIEAVEN.S.
The narrator was next detatned at Philadelphia

on ihe night of the lath ol Match in a heavy snow
storm, auii was most ol the next day on the railwaytiain in working through the snowdrifts or
Kew Jersey. At night, on the steamboat from
Aniboy, the comet shone out in spleudid relief, the
sky being exceedingly clear under a roaring March
nor'wesier. Down below there was a gathering
of Millentes, some thirty, more or less,
singing, praying and exhorting in preparationfor the fast ap, roaclung day of
judgment. Due of their preachers said
that among the signs on the earth was this late
wonderful snow storm in the middle of March,
while the awiu! sign in the heavens bccWning
more glorious from night to night was this great
comet, threatening to set the world on tire. '

They
could now see it ror themselves in all its sublime
majesty, and by twos and threes they all came oil
deck to see it, some of them praying audibly and
thanking God for this glorious manifestation of
His coming, and all of them ret uruing to their
hymns and praters lu the forward oabiu oeiow.

THE ASCENSION HOMES.
To the best ol the writer's recollection. It was

in April that ue met the Milleritcn again ai a camp
meeting ol the Society on Loug Island, some three
weeks alter their prayer meeting on Hie steamboat-At tins camp meeting the comet was constantlyreferred to as the infallible sign of 'due
second coming of the sou ol Man," ana of the ns,ing01 the samts in their ascension robes (ol ten
cent muslin) to welcome litm.

exceedingly benutiiul.

cf meteors of November la, 18113. oi wnich the
writer, then a boy, had the good fortune to be an
observer.

What Professor Swift Ueports.'There is
To Dsngrr of the Karth lleing lie.
Htroyed.T'he Heavenly Pedestrian's
Travel*.

[From the Kochester Union and Advertiser,
July 3.J

Professor Switt, who resides at the corner of
Ambrose street and Saratoga avenue, was interviewedby our reporter last evening and much
valuable information was obtainod rrora hlni.a
peep of tbo comet obtained through his fine
telescope, also of Jupiter and h.s moons,
with other heavenly wonders. Professor Hwirt
has for tne past fifteen years been engaged in
searching for comets, and discovered tins one
bciore it.* discovery in Europe had been announcedIn this country by Coggia. He langhs at
the sensational articles that have been published
in the New fork.and other papers over the slgnatiuw?/well mown Mtroopuei*. The obserya-
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tion* last evening showed that the tail had in-
creased 111 length from the previous evening
aonie three or lour degrees, and mat it was a tenth
brighter. It is approaching uh direct, at the rate
01 Moo inilca a minute, or l,2oe,uoo miles every
day, and to reach the earth's orbit It has yet
to travel J8.oou.ooo. That it will extend that
distance during its visibility, Professor Swift does
nut ueiiove. ii it docs tnu cometic matter Is so
rare that the earth and all that is therein will he
hi -citable t.i it. And another contingency.that
tlie ear'n may not he at trie right point m Us orbit

The pumpkin might burl
the union or the earth oy Btriking it, out the stove-

m he bargain. So thin is the tail thai, looking
through i'rolessor dwilt's telescope, a line oue by
the way, last evening, the stars could be seen.
Hut this comet is a very important and large

oue, and in the next two weeks more will be discoveredin regard to the physical nature ol
comets than has been learned In -t.ooo years belore.The spectroscope will be brought into serviceiroin every observatory in this country and
Europe.
On the loth ol July It will reach the nearest approachto the sun at a distance of 03,000,000 miles.

Longitude ol porihetiou, 271; of node about 120
degrees; inclination 01 orbit to the earth's orbit,
some 08 degrees. The apparent motion is so slow
tnat only a small portion of its visible orbit has
been seen. Professor Tyndall's predictions that
sometime during its journey we shall lie "en-
wrapped in the hazy glories of its tail" will
not be verified. The separation ot material particlesfrom tne head forms the tail, and in this the
heal of the sun doubtless has some influence.
