The morn inn of "the glorious Fourth" was usheredlu witu sunshine in the still quiet srreets of

me village of sura tons. As tUe lorenuou advanced
a good, strong breeze from the southeast was stirring,which guve every Indication of Increasing as
the clay grow older. The early ones, who were up
an l doing and lounging round the piazzas
of ine uiilereut hdteis, or migrating iroin
oni house to the other, threw anxious looks
toward the sky, as it mentally inquiring what
effect the blow would have on the practice ot the
crews at the lake. For the past few days It might
be s'ated that the water has been rough during
the day, and unless In the early morning or late m
the eveniug the men who in the afternoonoi Thursday week, wind and weather permitting,are to do battle in six-oared shells for
the aquatic honors ol their respective uulversities,have had very little chance to do tue practice
so necessary lor success when the eventful day
arrives. Friday evening the Trinity boys, wearing
the little white and green ribbons, the colors underwhich they have chosen to row, arrived In the
Tillage with their slx-oared shell and a single.
They number seven in all.six for the crew and a

substitute, should he be required. They are a line
looking lot of young fellows, big and hearty and
reticent in speech. About nine o'clock groups of
twos and threes and tours might be seen leaving
the hotels and directing their course toward the
lake to see "how the boys arc getting along."
You could tell by the cnlors they wore in their buttonholes how their feelings run in the wishes lor

victory, which still rests with the uncertain luture
to reveal,

THE DRIVE TO THE LAKE,
long the dusty road which leads there, occupies

about half an hoar from Congress Uall, providedyou happen upon a good team and driver
who preicrs to drive rather than to talk, as a good
many of them ltisist npon doing.
On arriving at Moon's it was plainly to be

seen that for good practice the breeze was

altogether too Ire^b. The usually smooth surfaceof this beautifully situated sneet of water
was nulled and agitated by the wind, which
was blowing pretty strong irom a point nearly due
south. Along umier the lee of the eastern shore
there was apparently good water; but over the
course which the crews are to row, and which is
already marked out by buoys lipped witn small
American llags, the water looked too rough for
hells.

known at Dartmouth, way up in tbe village o

Hanover, N. II., ami In the shadows of the Ver
niont hills, on the bank of the Connecticut. Thee
a lew members of the class of '73 started the ball,
called meetings, organized a clnb, raised money,
purchased boats and commenced In earnest boat
ing in the college. So great was the enthusiasm
consequent upon this movement that it was resolvedto send a crew to Sprlngtiela, and they
did, the "Dartmouth Giants" in that race cross
lug the Hue sixth or seventh. Most of the
members of that crew had never before
seen a racing shell prior to their practiceand inelr training had been greatly neglected.Defeat stimulated them to greater activity,
and since then boating has prospered in the insil
tution. After a long winter vacation Albert baton,
who palled bow oar in '73 and was captain of thai
crew, returned to the college in the early spring,
and as soon as Gates and Archibald (also member*

The boating record of Columbia Is but two years

old. It commenced with a small number of
BMulents In the School of Mines, who formed a club
with the view of encouraging the cultivation of
the art of rowing among theru, irmu which small
beginning the Columbia navy had d.-vcloped. The
movement met with cordial support from the
(acuity and trustees, the latter thinking so well
of the enterprise they presented the officers with
sufficient muds to erect their boathousc, on tbo
Harlem.
