THE REFORMERE' PLEA,

General Joseph P, Jackson, who represented the
Conncil of Political Reiorm, vext addressed the
Governor briefly. He sald that he had come, av
the nrgent request ol many of the members ol tae
Council, to urge upon the Governor the absolule
necessity for the removal of the Mayor. He
was sorry, he sald, 'to have to make such
an appeal against one who hud heen associated
with the relorm party ; but as he had ofended griev-
onsly against the law he lelt, and those wnom
hie represented felt, that duty to the people de-
manded that they should set all parsonal consider-
ations aside and demand that justice should be

done. Mr, Hovemeyer, he saia, hud been elected
by men of both Farl.iea, who elected him 1n the
hope thit he wonkd hiave an eye only for the public
godd; but how disappointed they were now in the
man ol their choice necdod no argnment |
to make piain to even his best [riends; |
for men of all parlies were now arrayed against t
him, and the entire community was almost as one
man in their demand that he stoukl be made to |
auffer for his violations of the law. He had be- |
trayed the sacred trusis thut had been conflded to
his keeping and he shonld pay the penaley. The
Gencral then closed by saying rhat tue resigna-
tions ol Gardner and Unarllick the evenin&' ﬂre-
