l>uii fights, is familiar to the public. But it is not,
perhaps, generally known to the non-travelled
reader that not only in Catholic conntries is Sundayobserved as a/Me day of popular gayety, but
that throughout even what is called Protestant
Europe Sunday is observed as par exneUeiux a

gala day. Yet such Is the fact. In Norway, Sweden.Denmark, Russia and other partly or wholly
non-catholic countries Sunday is looked upon as a

day of pleasure much more than it Is with us, aud

prince and peasant alike indulge in' festivities on

the first day of the week without offence given or

taken, or without shocking any sense of decency
and morality.

Alt AMERICAS SCNDA*",
on the contrary, is the very reverse of all this,
aud the contrast iu this particular with European
life u very decided. Perhaps the American systemis the best. Each man or woman will hold
Bis or her theory on this point; but the facts of
the matter admit of no dispute. The proper
observance of Sunday, according to their ideas of
propriety, was one 01 the most important points
in the religious tenets, and the social discipline
of the Puritan settlers of New England, where the

Sunday laws were for a time so severe that the
fame of their seventy lias passed into history.
But of late years even New England Sabbatarianismhas become modified by the spirit ol the age,
ami mauy of the original Blue Laws and Monday
regulations of the New England states are now

mere aeaa letters on ineir statute uouas.

As we approach the middle portions of the
Tinted States the rigidity of Sunday laws and
customs seems to insensibly modiiy and soften. In
the Southern States Sunday is ratner a social
than a religious institution; till finally, in the
metropolis of the South, the city of New Orleans,
the Continental mode of Sunday seeping prevails,
and Paris, on a smaller scale, is reproduced.

A METROPOLITAN SUNDAY.
So far as Sunday in New York may be said to

have any distinctive character at all, it seems to
be combined of tne Sunday-keeping characteristics
01 ail the other sections of the country to winch
allusion has just been made. There is a large portionof our metropolitan population, perhaps aitci
all our largest and most Influential portion, who
incline, tn a modified form, to the New EDglapri
theory oi the Sabbath, while a considerable sectioi
of our people are in favor of Continental trecdomi
relaxation ana enjoyment. As a rule, and naturallyenough, the foreign-born population of New
York, or our -adopted citizens," incline to the
Continental Sunday. Consequently, a New York
Funda; at 'h* present time presents the somewhat
e.iiguiar spectacle 01 two almost utterly distinct
methods of observance, eacu rnerhod being, aiikt
in ttieorv ana in practice, Ineoinpatiole with th»
otnei, yet eacii existing in icpeudentlj 01 tin
other, and neither, as yet, entitled to claim an'
Bupretnac*. For, up to date, tne Continental sun
day. as understood and practised by tno French
Germans. Ac., in our midst, aud by a certain cla;
td our own citizens, has not been able to niterier
to any extent with the more seemingly decorou
and cuurcb-gotng system of our native Americai
atltd New England population. Nor has the Furl
tan element in our midst been able in any impoi
taut degree to repress the instinct of our foreigrpopulation lor a Continental Sunday.

"THE SUNDAY QUESTION,"
as it Is called, the right method of Keeping Sunday
Is destined to become in the estimation of many o
our thinking iuen one ol the great Issues of lib
Anient an luture. It is a !act not generally knoiri
that there is at the present moineui in this cit,
actively, though quietly at work, actuated by
sense of duty, yet cot inspired with any sangtiin
hopes ol success, a society, composed of severa
gentlemen aud .adies of tine city, whose object i
to re.-tore, as far as pracucaoie, the old statutes to
tne observance of cunday, and to bring back ou
icatropohtau bundays to the original Puritan 01
at least, the old Dnt.^h standard of solemnity
This association meets the tlrst Sunday in ever
month at the house of one of Its members, ani
reports progress of which so far there has beel
none to speak of. Tne members of this society o
association which has as yet no particular name
tnougu it has a special object.) believe that ultl
mately the "excesses'' of our foreign populatloi
will tend to cause a reaction lavorable to thei
view of "the Sabbath question.'' Influence ha
atiso been brought indirectly to bear upon Mayo
Ilavemcyer, who is of Dutch extraction, to re
store our metropolitan .Sunday closer to th
©Id colonial Dutch pattern; but so fa
without success, as the Mayor sees clearly that th
spirit of the age is opposed to such retrogression
Curiously, yet naturally enough there also exist!

calculated that at least loo.000 go on "Sunday ex-
curslous" to our parks, suburban towns or various
spots aiong our rivers, Ac., while the number of J
establishments in the city of New York which "do
business" on a Sunday, Including the bar rooms, '

the cigar shops, the news stands, the Chatham !
street stores, tne barbers in the morning, the
East side shops, Ac., exceed T.ooo.
Yet wuhai it must be borne in mind that no city

in the world is more orderly than New York on
Sunday. If we have continental license as to Sun-
day enjoyments, we at the same time have Puritaiucstrictness as to the preservation of quiet and
prevention of unseemly noise and tumult to dis-
turb those who celebrate the weekly sabbath
wholly as a day of worship. We have the liberty
01 treeinen without the excesses of an uncnecked
rabble.

healthy existence during the summer to tjje exist-
tng/anjuronnade and nonsensical rounds ol (lls.-d- >

panon 01 the more pretending, but less beauuiul, <
resuru where (tie Goddess of Fashion bolus her
devoted minions in her relentless grip and sends
them home to New York after a season at "tue
Branch" or at "the Port" poor miserable wrecks

Its points,
it is stated among the legendary reminiscences
that it was on the top oi this grim monster Rip
Van Winkle speut the lew last nights ot bis repose,
when he at length was awakened to consciousness
bv au eag.e. who attempted to carry away the tip of
his nose. Tne view both up and down the Hudson
Irom tne t >p ol tins mountain is certainly one of
the grandest to be met with in the United States,
and the bold adventurer who braves the danger
and labor of the ascent finds himself well
repaid on reaching Its apex. In years not long
gone by these mountains were thickly inhabited
by beais, but now the only inhabitants or a carnivorouspredilection are bald-headed eagles,
whose cries at night olten make the welkin ring,
adding further romantic character to the place.
Although there are quite a number ol Catholics

residing In and aiound Cornwall, yet It was not
until last Rummer tiiai they had a regular piace of
worship, which is due to the enterprise oi Kev.
Father Kehoe, who came here some lour or live
years since, a consumptive aud expecting to die,
tint who appears to have been the instrument or
God In bnildiug the present church and develop-
lng tne Catholic interests of the place. The church
Is a substantial one, built of brick, and Is of no
mfan architectural beauty. It Is not yet quite
completed, aud a lair is to be opened in the village
on the 4th ol august, m order to raise funds to
finish it. A similar fair held last summer was
handsomely patronized by the visitors to Corn-
wall without regard to class or treed, as Father
Kehoe is esteemed as mucn by those who dissent
from the teachings of his Church as Its most de-
voted adherents.
