This beautiful day, misty and mystic and dreamy,

and so alluring to strolls on the bluff and cosey
chats under the summer houses and surf-bathing,
winch comes just at church hour, did not prevent
a large audience at the churches. Crowded omnibusesand private carriages took hosts of fashionableworshippers, who, with six days given to

Well of God.
The choreh had a very large congregation. The

pastor seemed in good health and spirits. Tn his
opening prayer he mentioned very tenderly the
members of the congregation who were In the
country and some who were on the sea. As the
sermon closed there was a heavy fall or rain, and
nearly all remained, while the pastor conducted a
service or song, led by the children of the HaUOrphanAsylum who attend this church.
The text was, "Bless the Lord, O my soul'."

(Psalm clii.) The phrase "bless the Lord" means
speak well of Jehovah. No one understands the
expression when used of a fellow man. If the man
hn trncuX fir irrnai or h*« dr>nr» nn» uaphil thin

which deserves the praise oi m .a we can understandwhy we should he called upon to speak well
of mm. When men say to one another "Bless the
fjord," or call upon themselves, saying, "Bless the
J,ord, O my soul!" there is often a vague unmeaningn*s«.Sometimes It degenerates into mere cant.
But seriously, here l" a call to a great, dutr. All
men are raited on to speak well of Jehovah. Who
is Be r Here the necessity of acknowledging to
ourselves the real personality of God was Insisted
oo. Moa lose all the substance out or their religionby their dreamy Ideas of God. An impersonalGod in nobody. He Is nothing. There is no
such thiug except in fantastic thought. Any
being conscious of individuality is a person. A
person thinks and feels and does. The Great
Teacher instructs us that "God is spirit." Then Ho
is substance.not niaitor, but substauce. He occupiesspace. He Is not vacuum. Perhaps you hare
been taught tr.at he ts without body or parts. But
uod never said that ol Himself. On the contrary.
He speaks of His body and Hit parts, ills hands, His
ears. His eyes, inese arc notjmeterlai, nor neither
is your "spiritual body," of which Paul speaks and
wtilcn is to be raised at the last day, that material
body which your friend* will bury alien you die.
That spiritual body lis- hands and eyes and ears.
It is that spiritual body In which your keener
perceptions reside. We must train ourselves to
think o< God as a person: a being conscious or in-
diviiluaUty; a being who thinks, reuietnbors and
feels; one who tins' pleasure and has pain. He
'ells us all that. No matter how men explain
it nwav. there ll is. When God speak* or ills
pleasure* and pains, some tell us tnat He ie speak-
tag "after the manner of men." No; when we
speak of rho pain we have at sin and the pleasure
we have in self tenia' and nerole goodness, it Is
we who are ape it king "a'ter the manner of God."
Jehovah lias rigid".all the rights of the universe.
Men nave no rights. They have only privileges,
granted l>v thut Jehovah who has all rights. The
preacher said tnat we arc niwuvs hearing much
v the rights ol man: he wunod 40m? one would

In very many places in the Bible
God shows how much he loves to be praised. It is
the delignt of His infinite spirit when turn appre-
ciato Hiui and express their appreciation. Ho
demands it, as in the first chapter of Mntachl. God
loves Himself and loves us, aud therefore lakes
pleasure in our praise.

First, because it t« due Him. The sense ot right
audjimice which we inherit iTom our Fattier, uod.
u strong in Htm. Header to every
oue hts duo is a fundamental maxim
of His goreruiuent. Whatever ootues to
any living thing by reason of Its relation to God,
the Lord will .see that that being gets it, if it will
take all the u lverse to make it good and the
cycles ol eternity In which to do it. No man
shall fail oi ail the honor and praise due him tor
anything. The Lord will see to that. This it Is
that gives Htm pleasure when men render to ilira
whut is His due, "unto God the things that are
God's." It gratifies Hie sense or right.
Again, the Lord knows that it is profitable to

those who render the praise. Among men the
praiser is more iieuuuwu uuui wc one- »«»» i»

praised. Mattery is not praise. It's a fool's hook
which catches only tooli-m flab. Praise is the honest
expression of a lair appreciation of a good deed. It
Is a means 01 grace to praise every good thing in
every man. Dolt. It will help you. And it will
liolp you to speak well ot the good that la lu God. It
will cultivate in you the love or the truth. It wilt
cultirute tne love oi the good. It will cultivate
tue love oi the beautliui.
Moreover, it is a pleasure to both parties. You

know how you ieel when you nave spent years in
the production of some rare and wonderim thing,
unci |H ut once, when it has been neglected ny a
thousand beholders, thore comes one who has tne
intellect ro perceive ail the good that islu it. How
tho wise, intelligent, hearty praise cheors! When
you yourself discover tho good there is in man j
or woman or child whut pleasure It is to you to
speak the eulogy! When we speak well of Cod
both parties are rendered happier.
But >ou cannot honestly and heartily speak well

of any one ol whom you do not think well. It is
when our ramis are full of admiring thoughts and
our hearts lull or loving aentlmonrs towards any
person that we spontaneously speak well 01 him.
we should keep beiore our minds the infinite lov-
ingness aud loveliness oi Uod.
The remainder of the sermon was occupied in

showing the particulars, or, aa the Doctor said,
"in giving you texts for your little praise set-
mons.'t
speak well of the character of Jehovah. To hear

some Christians in their loose talk one might lancy
that God we- the groat prototype of all the liars,
thieves, robbers and tyrants in the world, wboreas
no is me giver 01 an goou kiun. mere u> uoov
coUouco In any human being.nothing to he
praised in great rneu or lovely women or sweet
children.winch docs not come from the Lord and
does not exiat m innuite measure in Hlin.
Hpeak well of His general government. You can-

not comprehend the management of the universe,
but when you see among its vast facts that God so
loved the world that He was manifest in the flesh
for the purpose of reconciling msn unto Himself,
von are hound to believe that the spirit of that
government is the spirit of love.
Speak well of His dealing with vou personally,

Sometimes you are petulant, and you think it verybraveand witty to talk saucily 01 Hod. 1 nave
seen flippant women and thoughtless men with
an expression of pout In their laces, ami beard
tdein say:."The Lord don't care anything forme,
or else He would never have let a:l these rnisior;tunes befall uie and never have teft me to live in a
garret and work all day and half the night to get a
poor and insufficient livelihood for myself and
children." fctop. Do yon deserve anvthlng of
(lodr Do you believe He will cheat yout Will God
roo a man r win a King 01 oouuuiess weaitn »tem
the flithy rags of a blind beggar? How would you
feel If vour cluld spoke of you as you speak of
the Great Fattier f Speak well of God for
giving you your olilldren and daylight and
strength to work. Yon have brought your mis-
fortunes on yourself, or other men have brought
them, or God has. If yon brought them did yon
intend to hurt yourselfr If.von did, blame yourself,not God. Did others bring them ? If ther did
perhaps it was without fault. If it was their faoit,
don't Maine the Lord. If He brought them you
know that He knows ja9t what is best. speak
well of itim. Yon will not improve your conduiou
by telling lies on the Lord, your heavenly Father.
Tile two other points made were that wc .should
speak well of uod's Word, in which the grossly unjusttreatment which the Bible receives at tne
hands of men was exposed ; and speak well of
the system or grace shown in the Bible, in which
it was insisted that there is no schome of hnman
salvation known among men as rational as this
system set forth in the New Testament, in conclusion,the advantages or discharging the duty 01
speaking well ot God were snown to bo manifold,
but the preacher mentioned only .two. One was
that it gave men a greater enjoyment of all the
things, material, Intellectual ana spiritual, by
gratefully associating them with God; and the
other was. that we grow like that which we most
admire and praise, and the men who most rrequently,intelligently and heartily speak well of
God are the men who most rapidly grow In all
moral beauty, sweetness and power.

high mass, Rev. Father Wbyte preached a brief
discourse from the seventh chapter of Matthew.
He said:.This portion of Scripture la well wor'.h
studyin g and Its lesson well worth remembering.
Jost at this time the world is full of false prophets,
and the fallhfal should be ever on their ga&rd
against them. Thev come among men In the garb
of saints, bnt their doctrines are fatal. They have
honeyed phrases on their lips; they commiserate
men's Ignorance, and in the name of liberty, as

they term it, try to free mer. from what thev are
pleased to call Hupers11tlons. and in the name of
tolerance will endeavor to impress mankind
with the erroneous belief that one religion
is as good and as Mk as another. If
we listen to these false prophets wc
merely endanger our soul's salvation. If we
willingly expose ourselves to temptation God will
withdraw His grace ami let us fall. Catholics be-
lieve as tillScrlptare tells us.that men arc not
saved by faith alone, i>nt by good works as well,
The gate of heaven is narrow and the road dittl!cult to travel. We should all resist temptation and
avoid all false doctrines. Ii we listen to theie false
prophets, read their books and mingle too Irecly
with them we are apt to lose our tuitn and endan-
ger our future prospects tor happiness, fct. i'aul
says, "If yo havo faith without charity ye cannot
be eared.'' Not every one who says "Lord, Lord!"
snail enter into the kingdom of heaven, but only
those who do the will ol the father. It is not
enough to say one Is a Catholic to be saved. He
must be true to the Church, keep strictly God's
commandments. Ami whoever has not done these
things should repent while the saviour calls and
that without delay.

It la Uod's life acting on tnei
and id men. Man does not hold it; he canao
destroy it. The itith of a man determines hi
character and lnfluencos his conduct, l tie mat
who i.i a believer ana has a laouity or makin;
his faith Known 1m a power. If be believes rigb
he is an inestimable blessing, and ir hi
Dun Its wrong he Decomea an unmitigated curse, t
laith Horace tlreeley had. lie believed, and there
(ore spoko. He was so receptive that It was fre
fluently aaul oi him that lie did not discriminate
His lalth. whateve it was, rilled him. His speecr
glowed in the light of bis faith. Because of thn
cuilte is lull oi suggestive lessons. No characiei
furnishes grander contrasts. Like the apostle, h<
knew how to be abased and how to abound, how
to be lull and how to be hungry. Horn In Amherst
N. U. February a, 1811, in the very vale of poverty,
lie was early taught the severest lessons of econ
oiur and industry. He grows up without speola
advantage*. IHe mother Is his principal teacher
Ills early me is passed by her sluo. lie become*

firohuiont in reading at an early age, because he
in Droves his time. Let those who think they have
the talent to be great but not the opportunity fol
low this lad, busy with all the mean occupation*
oi poverty. \N nen eleven years oi age he goen
with nis lather to Vermont, where, among otnei
labors, lie digs up pine roots, binds tnem
Into bundles for kindhug woou. carrion
them to market and sells them to buy
books and papers with the proceeds.
Deo him borrowing books and reading everything
lie can lay hold of Dee this white headed tad get
ting off the canal boat at the New York Battery,
irisndlers, without an Introduction, beginning li e
at tne very toot ol the ladder!

domltable energy. He had learned printing at
Dome.

who bad partaken ot angel's lood. Was there any
other subsequent revelation that had yet to be made
tohlmr Mo»es made this request because he was in
trouble, and men always prayed when they were

. In those ctrcnmstancea. The veriest Hottentot
turned eagerly to hm fet ch, to any dumb idol his
hand had inane, lor deliverance from trouble. One
ol the latest stones exhumed from the sand9 or
Egypt was written all over with pages ol an uc!count of a prayer that the king made when be was
deserted by nis friends and surrounded by his
enemies. It would op remembered that previous
to the battle of Annetam LlQcoin promised ood
tout If he would drive the reoels back into their
own territory he would strike off over* lettor. t*o
Moses had led up the children 01 Israel our of
Egypt through the Ked sea. and at the time of the
offering of the prayer or tne text there was a
widespread rebellion and a renunciation of Ood
and or Hla servant Moses. When tho Saviour ol the
world drew near H;.s hour 01 agony He cried out,
"Father, glorify thou me wiih tne glorv that 1 had
with thee beiore the world was;" and at this JunoItare 01 Moses" History he turned unto tne Lord tor
assurances of grace. Ood had l>eeu accustomed
to answer the prayers of Moses, and Immediately
he replied. "I will make all my goodness pass heforethee." This was not a turning awav irom the
term Moses used, nut rather au explanation ol it,
lor in the mind of Ood his goutiness wns the
greatest glory that he could reveal. Moses was
instructed in the meanwhile to hew stones, lor
new tables, and In the morning ic ascend Mount
Pinal, where a new revelation of tue essence of
Hon would he revealed, in tue Hunting hush Ood
had simply asserted His existence; the miracles
In Egypt revealed His superiority to all other gods
that were there worshipped. At the Red Sea Ood
bad shown himself superior to nature in holding
the winds in Ujs fist and dividing the waters and
overturning Pharaon and his mighty hosts, and in

Moses consisted In Ood passing by and proclaiminghis natno:."I he Lord, the l ord Ood, merciful

CHUBCH AND STATE IN GERMANY,

The Catholic Congress In Dlajrenee.
Resolution* . Hpeeche* . The Gorman
Press,

Fraxkfort, June 34,1874.
The Rhine has recently been the scene of two

Important Congresses.of the Old Cat hollos, held
at Bonn; of the Uulon of German Catholics, Just
concluded at Mayenoe, the "Golden." The latter
assembly Is the most significant Catholic meeting
held for some time In Germany, and the speochea
there made and the resolutions adopted hare
created no little stir In the German official, liberal
and Protestant pre89. Telegrams were reeetred
from all parts of Oermany, or despatofaea of reverenceana loyalty sent to Rome. There were
public and private assemblies of the members,
banquets, general communion In the cathedral
and divine servioe at ail hours, and the oonoluslon
was a pilgrimage or guests and members, led by
Bishop Ketteier, to St. Rochos chapel, near
Bingen. A great number of prominent Oathollos
were there, among them Moufang, the deputy to
the Relohsrag, irom Mayenoe. MAlnnke, of the
GtrrrumUi, and Deputy Windhorst did not put In
an appearanoe.

THK MATINCS ASSSMBLT,
It was a jubilant assembly; the speakers were

to a man full of hope for the cause of Catholicism,
and hard side blows were dea.t now and then at
the directors of the new German Empire. The
most remarkable fact connected with the AssemblyIs that the speakers wore not stopped in their
utterances by the police. It Is customary In Germanyfor two policemen to attend each assembly.
Without these "guardian spirits" (he speakers
might say something offensive to Kaisor and Empire.In Mayence.which the Uborals persist In
calling "Mayence the Dark," because of its Catholictendencies.:ho Union of German Catholics had
matters pretty much alt their own way, for they
had evidently bribed tne Commissioner of Police
to send, in order to attend the meeting, two of his
biggest blockheads, one ol whom could not write,
and the other certainly could not grasp the nature
oi a philosophically worded hostile thrust. The
Prussian government nas already taken the Mayencepolice authorities to task for permitting such
speeches as were held at the Assembly to be made.
inn niunuiiviiuiio apwrini» pi iuii jloodpi n u i

embody paragraphs on the condition or the workingmen or Germany and on the present state of
society and tne.Chnrch, The Assembly believes
that Germany, like all European States, la seriouslythreatened by the discontent existing
among lis laboring populations. The principal
causes of this discontent are the decay ot the
petty branches of industrial lire, the Qeglect or agriculture,the oppressive conditions made by manufacturersffhd toe extravagant development of
specnlatton. The nearer and inner reason for this
discontent is lound by tUe Assembly to be in the
weakening of Christian conviction and morals In
the higher and lower classes by modern rationalismand liberalism, wheroby it has been possible
that a great portion of the working class would be
led astray by the irreligious and revolutionary
leaders. The means lor curing this social discaso
and to bring about a reconciliation of the various
classes pf society, are:.Legal protection against
the plundering of the people by corporate and
tlnanclal bodies; the promulgation or laws providingfor the weirare or the working classes; the oarc-
fui promotion of moral and religious Ills in tho
family of the workman, especially In kooping
sacred the Sabbath day; In a reduction of the uours
of work by women and children, and In '.he freo
spreading of Christian charity.
The resolutions referring to tho

STATS AND CHURCH
are of a more determined character, and have
created considerable discussion. They are as
follow*i.1. The Catholic Church Is by divine
ordinance an Independent organization, which,
as the one and nmvorsal Church ol Jesus
Christ, has the right in all lands publicly
to exist, and which every Christian State has the
duty to protect. 2. The poUtloo-ecnleslasucal systcmwhich the political parties are endeavoring to
carry through is In Irreconcilable and direct contradictionwith the constitution of the Catholic
Church, established by Cod, sanctified by centuries,acknowledged by the States and guaranteed
by the law of nations, a. The ecclesiastical,priestly and pastoral cbargo confided
by Jesus Christ to tho Pope and tho
Bishop cannot be abolished or restricted
by any law of the State. «. Church and
State are appointed by (iod to harmoniously work
together. A separation oi tho two powers is to
be lamented. If the hostility with which the modernHtale treats tho Church renders this separationa necessity the resnU will bo more to the inluryof the Slate than or the Olturoh. Two resolutionsare of an especially radical character. One
on "the general condition ol Christian society" jBays:."Modern civilization Is incompatible with
too Ohnroh. A consnqtiencn of the war/hre against
the Church Is tho dissolution of social and ooUtlcfti

order. Kenedy therefor can on'y be fif»eoted
wnen political independence and all traditional
rights are again accorded to the 1'apal bee."
Other resolution* are directed against the constitutionof the Gcrmau Empire, the Rational party,
the Jcauit laws. militarism, tiio gulcl toeof public
instruction by the State, the liberal press and llie
foreign policy of the German Empire, especially us
towards the Vatican.

BISHOP KKTTEI.BR.
The speeches made in support of these resolutionsare lull of enthusiasm on the one hand and

abuse of modern institutions on tile oilier. Ono
speaker, referring to Bismarck, said:."The man
who is sailing unconcernedly on in the slnp of foil/
of the times is, perhaps, hardly able to grasp the
ho.in. But he will be brought 10 a stop on the
rock of the t'Uurcb, and will cry out to ihc ouo who
steors the ship with a sale hand, 'Help! Throw me
the tow ot salvation!' " The Mstiop ot Mayence utterednoteworthy words to the assembly at St.
ItoOhus chapel. He complimented the asiombljr
about him by saying it was a picture o! the spirit
of Catholicism.one heart and one soul. He spoke
pleasantly about the Rhine, how it was a "Herman
and a Catholic rlvor," in whose tlood so many
glorious Catholic cathedrals were reflected, and
how along its shores, from begmuiug to end, protosthad been made by Cs people against the absurdaccusations that the CatUoiie Cuurch Is hosUloto the Herman Empire.
The German liberal newspapers are oi coarse

violently abusive of tho resolutions adoptoa by
the Assembly. The National ZeUuny says the
Cathoilo Union troubles ltsolf too much about the
welfare of Germany; bat tho German people preferto be governed by Its chosen representatives
rather than by the clergy. The semi-omctai .vorddeutucfierAligeineine Znttung thinks that tho
Muvenco resolutions are bnt a further proof that
Rome Is more dotermlned than over to carry on the
conflict with Germany whereby tho governments,
an.l especially the Prussian, will And themselves
compelled to make uso of ail legal means against
the hostile party for preserving the dignity and luidependei.ee of the State. The Frunklort seitunor
conaemns me resummons as uuwvrvaj mie oraius

of Intellectual men preferring "modern civilisation"with all Its evils «o the reactionary cbaraoturof clerical rulersutp. The Catholic journals,
howover, speak in a very different tone, and in
the resolutions or the congress and the twontyeigluUanniversary of the Holy father's role, And
ample toxts for exaltation. This latter event
has been celebrated in all the large cities with considerablefervor and demonstration. In Mayonce
tbe assembly of cathodes gathered to a banquet la
one or the hotels, when the American addross to
His Holiness, taken by the pilgrims to Homo, was
exhibited, in Munich a monster procession went
on the same day to the chapel at Berg-on-tbc
Latm. The German Catholic bishops assemble todayat Fuida, and a new pastoral letter may soon
bo oxpeoted. Rumor says that the bishops Intend
to pave the way (or a reconciliation between the
clerical and temporal powers. 1 cannot say what
truth is In this assumption. But tr any giving In Is
to be expected It must be from the side of the
Church. The State is particularly exasperated by
the Mayencc assembly. All the active member*
or the Mayecce Committeo have been summoned
to appear before the Court at Aachen to answer
charges of producing excitement against the
powora that be.

made nso or expressions which indicated the painfulfact oi a diseased mind. He was told by tbe
warden. Mr. .McLaughlin, that he would soon bo
awe to be abroad twain, when he said, "I will gv
out to-night. They are going to lynch we and f
shall have to dte to-night."
He was told that he was Bafe from all violence

and that he would be amply protected, but he InBisted that be was being hunted down by an or*
ganized mob, whtcb was intent on having nu lire,
and to tots belief ho frequently recurred. He
often asked for Mr. O. F. Fuller, or the drug house
of Fuher A Fuller, to whom he aay.s he la related,
lu bin possession was tound a number oi annual
passes over the Michigan Central and other toads.
The warden, who deems him quite deranged, has
decided to keep a close watch upon him aa long m
he remains In his charge.
